SeBool Repert,

In accordance with established custom it becomes
necessary for your School Committee to make a report of
the progress and present standing of the schools in town.

There have been thirteen schools in town during the
vear, including the High School.

Some changes have been made as to teachers during
the year where it has been deemed necessary for the pro-
gress of the schools. In most cases time has proven the
wisdom of the changes made.

There were 457 scholars in town on April 1st, 1894,
which is an increase of 60 scholars from the preceding
vear, the number then being 397.

LexaTH oF TERMS.

There have been 32 weeks’ schooling in all the schools
in town excepting the High School and in that school
there have been three terms of eleven weeks each, making
one week more than during the previous year.

REPAIRS.

For some reason unknown to the Committee, no
article was inserted in the warrant, last year, for an ap-
Propriation for repairs, consequently no appropriation was

made for that purpose.
This, in connection with the fact that the new Law
does not.allow any money for repairs to be taken from the
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money appropriated for schools, left the Committee in a
very peculiar position.

On this account no repairs have been made in relation
to school property this year excepting such as were abso-
lutely necessary such as resetting broken glass, etc.

A few dollars were also expended on the Primary
school house No. 1, which was found to be in such a condi-
tion that your committee deemed it dangerous to the
health of the children attending school there, to remain in
the school room the required number of hours per day.

During the present winter term the stove in the Gram-
mar School room gave outentirely so that it became neces-
sary to procure a new stove at once. Accordingly this was
done.

Some other repairs are much needed in town such as
shingling schoolhouse in District No. 1, and several other
schoolhouses need slight repairs. Your Committee there-
fore recommends that One Hundred Dollars be appropri-
ated for repairs to school property for the ensuing year.

NEED oF LARGER APPROPRIATION FOR CoMMON SCHOOLS.

Your Committee earnestly recommends that Two
Thousand Dollars be appropriated for Common schoolsfoy
the coming year in order that we may increase the length
of our school year and that we may procure ¢he services of
experienced teachers throughout the whole town.

ScHooL Booxs.

Under our Law the town is compelled to furnish text
ks for all the scholars in town attending school, and it

ecessary to have uniform text books throughout

The school Committee found, however, th

| at in furnish-
g such as were needed, our appropriation

of One Hun-
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dred Dollars, made last spring, was too small to meet the
requirements, notwithstanding the fact that $62.99 were
left over from the previous year on the book account.

It will be remembered that the appropriation of last
spring was smaller by One Hundred Dollars than ever be-
fore in this town.

Had an appropriation been made last spring of an
amount equal to that of the previous year ($200) it would
not have been necessary to go beyond the amount thus ap-
propriated notwithstanding the fact that new Grammars
were introduced in town this year.

At this time it may be well to say a few words in re-
gard to this change of Grammars.

Your Committee found, soon after entering upon their
duties, that there were books, for use of schools in town,
called Language Lessons, which were introduced some four
years ago, taking the place of a Grammar then in use.
They found quite a number of these books in the office and
soon learned that scarcely any of the teachersin town were
using the Language Lessons in their schools on account of
the books not being suitable for the purposes for which
they were intended.

It was also learned from the person who, as school
officer, introduced the Lessons in town, that the books
never proved what was expected of them even from the
start.

Your Committee, also knowing the requirements in
regard to uniformity of text books and knowing also that
each teacher in town was instructing according to her own

ideas, in the absence of a good text book on the subject,
decided that a change in that particular set of books ought
to be made.

As the law, under the existing circumstances, re-
quired a vote of the town in order to make the change, «
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town meeting was called for the purpose, to be holden at
the office of the Selectmen.

At that meeting the town instructed the School Com-
mittee to make such changes in the text books as they
saw fit. Accordingly the books were changed and are
proving, we are informed, satisfactory alike to teachers
and scholars.

This change necessitated an extra outlay and it became
necessary to overdraw on the book account to an amount
of $75, which amount has not yet been paid by the town.

Your Committee therefore recommends that an ap-
propriation of Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars be made for
books for the coming year to cover the amount overdrawn,

as stated above, and for supplying such books as will be
needed for the year.

VILLAGE SCHOOLS.

Hier Schoor.

At the en(! of last spring term Mr. Pennell, who had
taught some time in the school resigned as teacher and it

hecame necessary to procure someone to fill the vacancy
thus f:aused. Mr. Jr A. Cone, a teacher of many vears’
experlence, was hired for the place. The advancement of
tbe scholars, under the instruction of Mr. Cone, has, we be-
lieve, demonstrated to all connected with the school that
Mr. Cone is an excellent man for the place and that he
thoroughly understands his work.

Soon after Mr. Cone’s duties as instructor in the
school began, a regular course of studies for four years

was established for the High School, together with re-

quirements for admission to the same, a copy of which
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course and requirements will be found in connection w ith
this school report.

Our course is now so graded that, while any scholar in
town can get a practical business education, he can, at the
same time, fit for College in all excepting one years’
studies.

In accordance with the established course above re-
ferred to, no class will be graduated from the High School
the coming June.

GRAMMAR SCHOOL.

At the end of spring term it was deemed advisable,
by a majority of the School Committee, to make a change
of teachers in this school.

Accordingly the change was made and Miss Clara K.
Coombs was engaged to teach the school.

As far as your Committee has been able to learn, ex-
cellent progress has been made in the school since Miss
Coombs took charge of it, and the teacher has given gen-
eral satisfaction.

It became necessary, on account of the change of the
course of instruction in, and the requirements of admis-
sion to, the High School, to make a change also in the
amount and quality of work done in the Grammar School.

In accordance with this idea, no class was sent to the
High 8chool from the Grammar School during this year,
thus giving the scholars one more year of study before
entering the High School, a change which was very
much needed.

Primary ScHoor, No. 1.

This school has been under the charge of Miss Clare
P. Hussey for the entire year,and to say that Miss Hussey
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has done an excellent work with the little ones under her
charge is only doing the teacher justice. Miss Hussey
seems to be thoroughly interested in her work in school
and thoroughly conscientious,

Your Committee is of the opinion that the Primary
Schoolhouse, No. 1, is not in suitable condition for
scholars of such tender age to pass their time in, until ad-
vancement in their studies will allow them to enter the
Grammar School. Therefore the Committee recommends
that steps be taken at once, towards building a modern,
well ventilated and comfortable schoolhouse in place of
the one there now.

It is also known that water to quite a depth stands in
the cellar of this schoolhouse at certain seasons of the year
thus making it unhealthy for the children in the school
room above, and it seems to the Committee that steps
ought to be taken immediately to remedy this defect, even

if it should be decided not best to build a new house
there at present.

Primary Scroor, No. 2.

Miss Grace M. Blondel taught this school the spring
term and Miss Nettie Alexander the fall and winter terms.

During a part of the year the attendance has not been
what was desired, yet, on the whole, the school has made
excellent advancement.

Thoroughness in work seems to be the guiding princi-

ple of the teacher who now has charge, and the scholars
seem to be interested in their studies.

UNGRADED SCHOOLS.

It has been our good fortune during the year to secure

the services of several excellent teachers. We are not
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able to say, however, that all the teachers in town, have
given satisfaction, vet, in all cases in town, as soon as the
Committee was properly notified of any dissatisfaction or
that satisfactory work was not being done on the part of
the teacher, changes were made with the intention of
remedying the unfortunatestate of affairs. In most cases,
as far as the Committee has been able to learn, the
changes have proved satisfactory.

Sickness, unfortunately, necessitated the closing of
two schools during the fall term. The number of weeks
lost in this way have been added to the winter term.
