To Harold E. Boynton, Constable of the Town of Howland, iIn
sald County, Greeting:

In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby required
to notify and warn the inhabitants of saild Town of Howland,
gualified by law to vote in town affairs, to assemble at the Town
Hall, on Monday, the 14th day of March, A. D. 1938, at ten
o'clock In the forenoon, to act on the following articles, to wit:

Art. 1. To choose a Moderator to preside at said meeting.

Art. 2. To choose all necessary Town Officers for the ensuing
year.

Art. 3. To choose a Fire Inspector, and fix his compensa-
tion.

Art. 4. To see if the Town will accept the Town Report as
printed.

Art. 5. To sec If the Town will allow the taxes for the year
1938-;39 to be collected by the lowest bidder or vote any other
form of compensation.

Art. 6. To choose a Collector of Taxes.

Art. 7. To see if the Town will allow a discount of five per
cent on all taxes assessed In the year 1938, on real and personal
estates which arc paid on or before July 1st. of that year, and
to see If the Town will vote to have all the taxes assessed In the



year 1938, collected and paid into the Town Treasury by Febru-
ary 15, 1939, also to see what Interest will be charged on all
Taxes not paid by February 15, 1939.

Art. 8 To see If the Town will vote to raise the sum of

$1,200.00 or any other sum for thel_Support of Poor.

Art. 9. To see iIf the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$9,200.00 or any other sum for the Support of Schools, (Com-
mon and High).

Art. 10. To see If the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$300.00 or any other sum for School Repairs.

Art. 11. To see if the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$500.00 or any other sum for Support of the Thomas Free Lib-

rary.

Art. 12 To see if the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$300.00 or any other sum for the Maintenance of Fire Depart-

ment.

Art. 13 To see If the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$1,000.00 or any other sum for Highways and Bridges.

Art. 14. To see If the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$900.00 or any other sum for Winter Roads.

Art. 15. To see if the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$990.00 or any other sum for Street Lights.

Art. 16. To see If the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$1,000.00 for Insurance.

Art. 17. To see if the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$300.00 for the Care of Cemetery, and repair of Cemetery Road.
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Art. 18. To see if the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$6,425.00 for retiring Town Bonds and Interest.

Art. 19. To see if the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$50.00 or any other sum for Incidentals.

Art. 20. To see If the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$500.00 for Dependent Children.

Ait. 21 To sec iIf the Towm will vote to raise the sum of
$1,700.00 or any other sum for Discount, Commission, Abate-
ment and Interest on Temporary Loans.

Art. 22. To see If the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$750.00 for the Maintenance of State-Aid Roads.

Art. 23. To see what sum the town will appropriate for
State Aid road construction, (in addition to the amounts regu-
larly raised for the care of ways, highways and bridges)
under the provisions of Section 19, Chapter 28, Revised Stat-
utes of 1930, or under the provisions of Section 3, Chapter 229,
Public Laws of 1937.

Note—The sum of $900.00 is recommended.

Art. 24. To see If the Town will vote to authorize the Asses-
sors to rccind any amounts appropriated by the Town for State-
Aid Highway Construction In excess of the amount required
to meet State Apportionment.

Art. 25. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Town
Treasurer and Selectmen to hire money for Town purposes, If
necessary, in anticipation of the collection of taxes the ensuing
municipal year.

Art. 26. To see what nights the Town will vote to allow the
free use of Town Hall, excepting holidays, to each of the church
organizations, schools, and to see if the Town will vote to allow
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free use of the Town Hall for Basket Ball practice of the High
School teams.

Art. 27. To see If the Town will vote to accept the provis-
ions of the Workmen’s Compensation Act.

Art. 28, To see If the Town will vote to authorize the Se-
lectmen to deduct from the wages of any person working for the
Town the amount of his or her tax for the current year.

Art. 29. To see if the Town will vote to raise $106.00 for
Maintenance of Third Class Highways.

Art. 30. To see if the Town will vote to use motor excise
tax money toward paying Incidental expenses of the Town.

Art. 31. To see what action the Town will vote to take In
the matter of collecting Water Rates.

Art. 32. To fix the wages or salaries of the following: Asses-
sors, Selectmen and Overseers of the Poor, Fire Chief and In-
spector, School Board, Town Treasurer, Road Commissioner,
Ballot Clerks, Town Clerk, and all Town Officers.

Art. 33. To see If the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$171.00 or any other sum for Public Health Nurse.

Art. 34. To see if the Town will vote to raise the sum of
$500.00 or any other sum for the purpose of applying Tarvia
and repairing village streets.

Art. 35. To see If the Town will vote to authorize the Se-
lectmen on behalf of the town to sell and dispose of any real
estate acquired by the town for non-payment of taxes thereon,
on such terms as they deem advisable, and to execute quit-
claim deeds for such property.



Art. 36. To see if the Town will raise the sum of $500.00 for
auditing Town accounts for 1937 as required by law.

Art. 37.—By petition: To see what sum of money the Town
will raise to improve Pleasant Street.

Art. 38. To transact any other business which may legally
be taken up In this meeting.

The Selectmen give notice that they will be In session at the
Town Hall, the 14th. day of March, 1938, at nine o'clock In the
forenoon for the purpose of correcting the voting list.

P. M.

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THOMAS FREE LIBRARY

The eighteenth annual report of the library for the year 1937-
'38 IS hereby submitted.

The number of books added to the library during the year
was 673. 585 were bought with the towns appropriation, 64
with library funds, 24 by State Stipend Fund. 43 wornout
books were withdrawn, giving a total of 2,674 catalogued vol-
umes.

The number of books circulated in 1937 was 13,440, an aver-
age of 135 daily. There has been an increased interest in non-
fiction and good literature reading for the past year, this being-
due to the High School, for the supplemental reading In con-
nection with their English Study. This course has proved that
a higher standard of literature is read by the students than was
previously read from their own selections. We have bought
several books for this purpose. The library anticipates greater
cooperation with the teachers and pupils of our schools. Re-
guests for books which we have not got may be obtained from
the Maine State Library, a list of books added to the M. S. Lib-
rary each quarter is regularly sent to your library and iIs availa-
ble for consultation. These books may be borrowed direct or
through your library.

There are several books oh games and entertainment plans,
avallable to those planning parties and socials for churches,
schools and homes.

Registration shows that there are 449 patrons, 7 non-resident
card holders who pay a fee.

Schools.
TEACHERS

Mr. Clement, Miss Clark, Miss Whitney, and Miss Wescott
resigned from their respective positions before the beginning of
the present school year and the following teachers were engaged
to fill the vacancies:

Prin. High School: Mr. Stanley B. Eaton of Belfast.

Asst., Grade | & Music Supervisor: Miss Louise Howard of
Dexter.

Grade V: Miss Geneva L. Davis of Machias.

No. Howland: Mrs. Mabel H. Gray of Stetson.

All other teachers In service last year returned to their re-
spective positions for the present school year.

Miss Conant resigned because of illness at the close of the
fourth week of school and Miss Helen L. Thurston of Yonkers,



N. Y., succeeded her as teacher of French and Latin and girls;
basketball coach at the high school.

Mr. Hichborn resigned at the end of the first week of the
winter term to accept a position elsewhere and was succeeded
by Mr. Warren E. Nye of Island Falls, Me.

We are fortunate in having experienced teachers who are
excellent instructors, strong disciplinarians, and well skilled
In teaching methods.

TEXTBOOKS

The schools are very well supplied with textbooks and teach-
INg equipment.

About the usual number of new texts and supplementary
books were purchased during the past fiscal year.

State requirements have been met with regard to additions
to the library and laboratory equipment at the high school.

Two new sets of textbooks and three new typewriters were
provided for the commercial department at the high school dur-
Ing the past year.

At the present time none of the ten typewriters in this de-
partment arc more than three and one-half years old and all
are In excellent condition.

ATTENDANCE

The statistical sheet shows a per cent attendance record of
89.46% In the grade schools for the school year ending June
30, 1937.

This record Is practically the same as that of the previous
school year and Is very satisfactory considering the large num-
ber of pupils In attendance which tends to increase the spread
of epidemics of childrens7diseases which occur each year. Also,
transient families that are in town only a part of the school
year are a large factor in lowering the per cent attendance rec-
ord.

The per cent attendance record at the high school dropped
about 3% and iIs not as high as it should be. Nineteen stu-
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dents dropped out of school last year for various reasons and
as this was about 12% of the total enrollment it affected the
attendance very materially.
We are hoping for a better attendance record at the high

school for the present school year.

REPAIRS

At North Howland the schoolhouse was levelled on its foun-
dation and a new woodshed was built during the past summer.
A new blackboard was also installed in this building.

Many minor repairs were made at the high school and Ring-
Street buildings.

Three new soda-type fire extinguishers were purchased for
use In the village school buildings and a new door-check was
Installed at the high school building.

About ten days before the beginning of school many panes
of glass were broken in the high school building—equite evidently
by use of an air rifle.

This i1s the second occurence of similar wanton destruction
of school property and the guilty parties will surely be appre-
hended and severely punished if this occurs again.

FINANCES

The financial statement shows a small overdraft in the school
department at the close of the fiscal year.

Our receipts and expenditures cannot be determined In ad-
vance with any degree of exactness and we should have an un-
expended balance to take care of expenditures not anticipated.

Unquestionably it will be necessary to make larger appropria-
tions for school purposes iIf we wish to secure and retain good
teachers and thus maintain high standards in our schools.

We are required to have one teacher for each thirty students
In our high school and another high school teacher may be neces-
sary next year if we wish to keep our rating as a Class A high
school.

The recommendations of the superintending school commit-
tee for the next fiscal year are given at the close of this report.

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| am pleased to report that Howland High School has had a
very creditable year. During the first few weeks of the fall
term the school was run according to the plan which had been
In mode for the past few years.

Because many students had credits to repeat or make up,
certain courses in the Commercial Department and Chemistry
were over registered. This condition necessitated so great a
change in the time schedule that the entire program was drop-
ped. In its place a new program took form, using a rotating
schedule of periods. This schedule is based upon eight periods
each day, six of which are actually used, rotating to the next
six the following day. Each class meets at least four times week-
ly and all periods are several minutes longer than in the former
schedule. Although the plan as used at Howland is in the ex-
perimental stage, it has been adopted by the majority of the
schools In the state and iIs highly recommended by the State
Department. Doubtless many improvements can be made In
our schedule but this experimental stage must be accomplished
before we can know definitely what is best for our own situation.

Another improvement was the innovation of a traffic system
In the building’. Due to the structure of the lower staircase, a
great deal of confusion resulted from students passing to and
from classes on the second floor. Much of this has been elim-
Inated.

A mimeograph machine has been purchased for the Commer-
cial Department. It is used for all types of school printing
and we expect to make a substantial saving in the publication
of the school magazine. Machines of this type are standard
IN most business offices and our purchase gives the senior com-
mercial students a wider variety of experience with office equip-
ment.

Our enrollment at the beginning of the year was one hundred
sixty-two but since that time we have had twelve pupils leave
school. This means that at present our teacher-pupil ratio is at
the exact limit allowed by the Maine School Law. It also
means that during a large part of the year this ratio is above
the limit and that the State Department can refuse to acknowl-
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edge this school as a Grade A High School. One cannot pre-
dict the future with any degree of certainty but from a review
of the records it would seem that the enrollment of Howland
High School was increasing each year. | recommend the ad-
dition of another part or full time teacher to the present staff.
This would not only alleviate any controversy with the State
Department but would also reduce the burden now being car-
ried by your teachers. It would afford a greater selection of
subjects offered to the pupils, a greatly reduced teacher-pupil
ratio and a larger field for extra-curricula activities.
There are many other items which might be included in this
report but | feel that the most important have been mentioned.
In closing 1 wish to express my appreciation of the coopera-
tion given me by the faculty, the Superintendent of Schools
and the School Committee, and the residents of Howland.

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Report of Director of Music

To the Svpenntendent of Schools:

Music In Its second year here has advanced a great deal.
Although there hasn’'t been very much previous work in the
technicalities of music, the children seem to grasp it and show
Interest In it. These technicalities enable them to sing selec-
tions that otherwise would have to be learned by rote.

In the grammar school our work has been based on three
parts: (1) learning technical terms and rhythms. (2) Sing-
Ing of new songs, applying work previously learned. (3) Sing-
Ing for enjoyment. The seventh and eighth grades have ac-
complished the two-part selection and soon will start on three-
part. The fifth and sixth grades are to start on two-part.

The fourth grade also will start its two-part music this spring-
term as they have seemed to master the basic principles ex-
tremely well. The third grade is still continuing with some
rote work and basic principles.

The primary grades are taught their rote songs weekly, and
learn very little of analyzation as no books are used In these
grades. There are songs taught which enable the children to
know music of other countries. Many dances are taught to
these songs. Through these are learned customs and manners
of other children.

Music appreciation In the grammar grades iIs to be gained
through the use of the harmonica band, made up of 72 Instru-
ments. The fourth grade will have one of these organizations
In the spring term. Therefore there will be three separate
harmonica bands: fourth, fifth and sixth, and seventh and
eighth.

The first and second grades will have music appreciation
this spring through the use of the rhythm band. It is hoped
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the parents will cooperate in this, as many of the instruments
will be “home-made.”

The High School work consists of a girls’ glee club of 30 and a
boys’ glee club of 20.  The girls’ glee club is now working on an
operetta and will collaborate with the town Choral Club in the
presentation. They will take part in the Eastern Maine Festi-
val In May.

Next year, we hope to have a special course of Music Appre-
ciation for the high school as music iIs a universal language and
should be understood by all.

As we have no finances, a music fund is to be started through
entertainments by all musical organizations of the schools.

We ask your cooperation once again.
