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REPORT OF THE 
SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS

To the Superintending School Committee and Citizens of 
the Town of Peru:

I hereby submit my second report of your schools.

TEACHERS

The following teachers are employed the present school 
year: Ariel DeMeritt, West Peru Primary; Margaret Mc­
Intyre, West Peru Grammar; Ruth Merrill, Dickvale; Mar­
jorie Oldham, Union; Galla Whorff, Centre; Florence Pack­
ard, Worthley Pond.

There has been one resignation since the opening of the 
schools last September. Miss Wilma Walker resigned her 
position at Worthley Pond. Mrs. Florence Packard was 
elected to fill the vacancy.

BUILDINGS

A large part of the repair money the past year was used 
to do some very necessary work in the Union District. The 
roof on the southern side of the school building was re­
shingled. The walls and ceilings of the school room and en­
tries were painted. Only minor repairs were made on the 
other schoolhouses.

Because of an act for the improvement of sanitary condi­
tions in school building toilets which states that on and after 
the first day of September, nineteen hundred and twenty- 
seven, all school buildings or buildings used for school pur­
poses shall be provided with toilet facilities that shall be in­
stalled in such manner and location as to meet State require­
ments, it will be necessary to raise more money than last year 
for repairs. The toilet accommodations at West Peru and
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Worthley Pond do not meet State requirements. An appro­
priation of $300 should be made for West Peru and one for 
$200 for Worthley Pond.

ATTENDANCE

Following is the percentage attendance for the last school
year:

Five pupils were not absent for the school year ending 
Tune 11, 1926. They are Ruby Kidder, Rollins Kidder and 
Ervin Gill of the Centre School; Ralph Atkins of West Peru 
Primary; and Verna Arnold of West Peru Grammar.

For the fall term of fifteen weeks ending December 17, 
1926, the following pupils were not absent: Harriett

Noyes and Elwin Child of the West Peru Primary; Doro­
thy French, Verna Wiken, Joseph Arnold and Verna Arnold 
of the West Peru Grammar; Vega Rutkanckas and George 
Downes of Dickvale; Ervin Gill, Alvin Vaughn, Ilda Kidder, 
Rollins Kidder, Wilmer Vaughn and Rubina Vaughn of the
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Centre School; and Dorothy Packard of the Worthley Pond 
School.

Rollins Kidder, Ervin Gill and Verna Arnold were not 
absent or tardy for the last school year and the first term 
of the present school year. They have a perfect attendance 
record of 51 weeks. If all the pupils could do as well there 
would be a big increase in the amount of money we receive 
from the State because a part of the State money is appor­
tioned on the basis of aggregate attendance.

The number of pupils in the Worthley Pond School is 6. 
It is impossible with this small enrollment to maintain the 
average attendance required by law. Consequently the school 
officials cannot continue this school next year unless author­
ized to do so by a vote of the town.

SCHOOL COMMITTEE

It will be necessary to elect two school board members 
at the annual town meeting. Mrs. Mabelle Robinson’s term 
of . three years expires. Mrs. Florence Packard who was 
serving her second year resigned to accept the position as 
teacher of the Worthley Pond School. Her resignation was 
necessary because it is not legal for a person to teach in a 
public school of a town and be a member of the school com­
mittee of that town at the same time. One school board 
member should be elected to serve for three ears and the 
other for one year.
i

FINANCES

The balance sheet shows one overdraft. This is a small 
one of eighty-five cents in the flag account. The amount 
of money unexpended in the school department is $231.18.

Your Committee and Superintendent have considered 
carefully the needs of the schools for next year and submit 
the following budget for the annual town meeting:

There are three more items in the budget than appeared 
last year. Two of these ask for special amounts for West 
Peru and Worthley Pond. The other recommendation is 
for flags. The sum named for superintendence is $6.00 less 
than the amount raised last year as there is no overdraft. 
All other accounts call for the same appropriations made a 
year ago.

In closing I wish to thank the School Committee for val­
uable assistance and to thank all the citizens of Peru who 
have aided me in my work with favors and courteous treat­
ment.
