, I herewith submit my third annual report as Superintendent of 
Schools for the fiscal year ending February 2, 1946.

The school census for the year 1945 was 12. The total enroll­
ment was 10. The enrollment by grades was as follows: Sub-primary 
2, grade one 2, grade three 1, grade five 2, grade six 2, grade 
seven 1. « *

We were very fortunate to secure Miss Myrtle Greenlaw as

teacher for the Isle au Haut school. Under her efficient direction 
the school is making excellent progress.

Our school budget will have to be increased this year by sev- 
era! hundred dollars. This is necessary for the following reasons: 
namely, (1) the passage of a state law by the last legislature,, requir­
ing the towns to pay up to $180.00 of the board and room of any 
pupil leaving the 'islands to attend secondary school; (2) the town is 
also required to pay tuition costs not exceeding $125.00 per year.
This will increase our school budget by a maximum of $305.00 for

♦ »

the next school year; (3) it is necessary for us to increase the salary 
of our teacher to compare with the increases given by other towns 
in the state; (4) the stove now being used to heat the school build­
ing needs to be replaced. We plan to install an oil heating stov£> 
winch is much more satisfactory and will give, a more even heat 
throughout the building.

. May I, at this time* -extend my sincere thanks and appreciation 
to the committee, the teacher, and the people of Isle au Haut for 
their kindness and help given me during my third year as their 
superintendent.
