ANNUAL REPORT OF PUBLIC HEALTH
NURSE — 1967

The general purpose of public health nursing is to provide
the nursing service which can help toward achieving and main-
taining optimum health. This is done by your public health
nurse when she visits individuals and families in their homes to
assist them with their health problems and to make known
to them available resources that will meet their needs.

During the year, sixty-three home visits were made in North

Yarmouth.

Thirty per cent of the visits were made to patients over 21
years of age to give nursing care and to teach and supervise
the family in the care of the patient. This was done under the
medical supervision of the family physician or the clinic phy-
sician.
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Twenty-five per cent of the visits were made to children
under 21 years of age who are receiving care from one of the
medical care programs sponsored by the State Crippled Chil-
dren’s Service.

Forty-five per cent of the public health nurse’s time was
spent visiting premature infants, preschool children in their
homes to help families with their health problems and partici-
pating in the Child Health Conferences.

The North Yarmouth Health Council sponsored four Child
Health Conferences during the summer. The attendance at
these conferences was very poor as compared to 1966.

Maybe Child Health Conferences are no longer needed in
North Yarmouth. Maybe it is time to make a survey of the

town to obtain the consensus of the families in regards to the
future of the Child Health Conferences.

Uncollected Taxes

A percentage of the uncollected taxes, as shown on the
collector’s records at December 31, 1966, and unpaid tax liens,
were verified by written confirmation with the taxpayers.

General

The procedure for keeping the municipal records of the town
officers was examined, and found to be adequate, and in com-
pliance with the General Laws of the State of Maine, as
approved by the State Department of Audit.

Scope of Audit

This audit was made as required by the State Department
of Audit, Chapter 405, Section 26, of the General Laws of 1957.

The system of internal control was reviewed
as to the handling of cash and other matters of financial concern.
External verifications, on a test basis, were utilized to determine
the correctness of recorded Assets and Liabilities.

Excise tax collections for a selected period, were verified with
copies of the receipts retained by the Tax Collector. The Trust
Fund Investments were physically verified.
