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Report of School
1923

To the Members of the Chester Superintending School Commitlee and
Cilizens:

I have the honor of submitting my second annual report as Super-
intendent of your Schools for the past year.

During the past year we have maintained two schools, one at
Tash Ridge and the second at North Chester. This was made
possible by conveying the scholars. The Tash Ridge School was
maintained thirty-five weeks and North Chester thirty-three weeks.
The latter was closed on account of the illness and operation of the
teacher. The committee did not deem 1t advisable to engage a new
teacher for the remaining two weeks.

We have had two teachers at the Tash Ridge School and one at the
North Chester School. 1 feel that ereditable work has been done in
both schools. The teachers have been conscientious Iin their work
and the scholars have responded well.

The schools have been free from epidemics and outside of colds
the children have been perfectly well. This coming spring we will be
able to make a health survey of all the scholars through the Red
Cross Society. I hope that the parents will cooperate with the
nurse and wherever necessary will see to 1t that the children are
treated by a physician.

The school account shows an undrawn balance for the past year.
Owing to this fact we are asking for a smaller appropriation for the
coming vear. It is the desire of the committee to maintain as high
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a standard of schools as possible. This is only possible by engaging
the best teachers that we are able secure: the better the teacher the

hetter the school.

Last year a complete set of new books was bought for the Tash
Ridge School, the old ones being destroyed by action of the town.
Outside of this expenditure the only books that have been purchased
have been to replace the ones worn out.

At present we are using only two of the several schoolhouses in
the town. In the opinion of the school committee these buildings
not n use should be sold before they are beyond repair. 1 feel that
action should be taken at this meeting to arrange for the location
of the school buildings so that two will accommodate all of the
scholars and to repair one this coming summer to meet the require-
ments of the State in regard to the outhouses. This will have to be
done 1n all cases before the opening of school in 1924, so why not

repalr onc in 1923 and one in 19247

We are glad to note the tendency of the scholars who are finishing
the Elementary Schools toward High Schools. The parents should
encourage this and urge your boys and girls to continue through the

High School.
