A co-operative film association of 30 schools ha* been formed under the
name University of Maine Co-operatiye Film Association for the purpose of
de\eloping a film library which will be administered at the University.

It is hoped that this will be the forerunner of other similar associations to be
formed in the same manner.

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Coach Fred M. Brice, for twenty years head coach of football at the
University , has resigned and plans to retire at the conclusion of this college
year. The mere fact that he has been at Maine so many years in this impor-
tant capacity speaks volumes as to the quality and success of his work.
Moreover, he is one of an extremely small number (reported to be six) in
the entire United States w'ho have made such long tenure records.

It would be possible to write a highly laudatory tribute filled with
adjectives of praise, but that is unnecessary. President Hauck, the Athletic
Board, rival coaches, and sports writers have paid glowing tribute to him
publicly, and scores of alumni have written personal letters which must have
convinced Coach Brice not alone that lus work has been well done but that
he has made a countless number of friends. Rather than write effusively,
we are just going to say, “Best of good health and happiness to you, Fred,
and may the tradition of fine sportsmanship for which you have always
stood be carried on.”

gcneiations  In unbioken line of associa-
tion it grows straight from the stereopti-
con slides and illustrated lectures of an
eailier dav.  The educational movie film,
however, is a lelatively recent develop-
ment coinciding with the creation of
model ately priced and efficient home movie
projectors and equipment The Eastman
Ixodak Company, pioneers in movie came-
ras and piojcctors, were early in the field
Other companies have followed the lead
and todav a number of companies are
offering educational films of varied con-
tent and value The usual type is the
familiar 16 mm film in black and white
Fastman the pioneer, is still among the
leaders in making silent films for the pur-
pose. but many other films among the
most popular and perhaps the most use-
ful are those with a sound track accom-
panying the picture as a running commen-
tary oi lectuie \ great many of the films
m the education library come from Erpi
Classroom Films Inc, ot New York
Such films are meticulously accuiate care-
fully prepared by photographic experts,
and painstakingly edited by educational
leadeis speciali/ing in the field to be cov-
ered The result is a film combining use-
fulness and interest in a high degree

History

In Maine the co-operative development
ot visual education has an even more re-
cent history The interest of school offi-
cials and the School ot Education in the
subject led the State Commissioner of
Education to iequest, in the spring of 1938,
that the University establish a film library
\s a lesult educational films were pur-
chased as the property of the University to
be made available to schools on a rental
basis During the first year the School of
Education acquired a total of thnty-five
reels of 16 mm sound films for rental to
schools or for use on the campus as a class-
room supplement This, of course, re-
quired that interested schools have avail-
able a sound film projector and related
equipment The work spread giadually;
more schools became interested, purchased
equipment rented films In two years the
use of films neailv doubled from an esti-
mated number of forty piojcctors through-
out the state to the present figure of seven-
tv-five These projectors belong to high
schools junior high schools and grade
schools  And at the University the film
libiary was supplemented by a modern
sound projector and scieen available
through the services of NY A opeiators to
any oigam/ations or classes at the cam-
pus

At best however, the rental process was

a costly oik, and tne time limit of three
days on rented films made a detailed study
nearly impossible  Sensing the inescap-
able limitations of the rental system, school
officials conferring with the faculty of
the School of Education have devised this
year a new approach By enlisting the co-
operation of thirty schools, a co-operative
activity entitled University of Maine Co-
operative Film Library Association has
been established Be this new system each
member school by contributing $50 annu-
ally, becomes entitled to the use of two
films per week from the entire film library
at the University while the money so
contributed is used to purchase new films
A total of not less than t»vo films per year
for each member school is being purchased
by the Association, selection to be made
by a special committee At the pitsent
time the committee on selection is viewing
more than two hundred different educa-
tional films offered tor class,oom use
from which to select at least sixty to sup-
plement the forty films now in the Uni-
versity’s him library

Development

The new Co-opeiative Association seems
destined to spicad the development ot visu-
al education more widely throughout the
state of Maine than ever before Its offi-
cers aic, president Glenn Robinson super-
visor ot elementaly schools in Bangoi ;
sccrctaiy. C F Page piincipal of the
Garland Street Junior high school in
Bangoi

Ownership ot the new films tests with
the Association rather than with the Uni-
versity but in icturn toi the general ad-
ministration ot tlu hbiaiy the University'
can use on the campus any ot the films,
while member schools joining the new As-
sociation mav also use any ot the toitv
films at ptesent owned by the University

Meanwhile the same rental service is
still available to any school and the hoii-
/ons of the field have been enlaiged by the
University’s membership in the organiza-
tion called New England Educational Film
Association  Ibis voluntaiy association
of six institutions in New England having
film binaries aims to establish uniform
piacticcs and lIcntal latcs to seivc the
schools in the entire New England area.
In this way all the films in all the member
binaries throughout New England aie
available for rental to any school in the
area.

The development of model n educational
films is in itself a ticmendously interesting
subj'ect  Started fii st in the fields of sci-
ence where visual iepresentation is an

easy step from the practices and proce-
dures of the laboratory, films today are
successfully entering almost every field
of secondary education. Subjects listed
among the University’s library offer an
index to the fields which may today be
presented graphically to students. They
range through physiology, with such sub-
jects as “Heart and Circulation,” “The
Nervous System,” and “Digestion of
Foods™; the science of botany, where we
find “Seed Dispersal,” “Plant Growth,”
“Leaves,” and “Roots of Plants™, the field
of geology, with a picturization of “The
Wearing Away of the Land,” “Arolcanoes
in Action.” or “Mountain Building,” to
the social sciences history sociology, and
geography  Such subjects as “Our Terri-
torial Expansion” and “Our Territorial
Possessions,” or the before-mentioned
“Causes and Immediate Effects of the
M orld AVai,” lllustiate the present ten-
dency to bring visualization into more in-
tangible fields of thought Caretui edit-
ing and textual pieparation of films in
histoiy and the social sciences are bringing
to the screen subjects of timely interest and
great influence

Alieady the School of Education repoits
accclciating demand for educational films
The long and varied list seems to have no
particular favorites, many aie called for
over and ovei again The graphic repre-
sentation ot material described helps the
teachei to a clcaier explanation of sub-
ject matter  Accompanying most films is
a sound track giving in understandable
language lectuie material about the pic-
tuie  Teacheis thioughout the State aie
enthusiastic in their praise of the new
teaching device On the campus, too the
use ot the films is a regular and enjoyable
tcatuic ot ceitain departments

And although the films are not aimed at
an enteitainment value, the picture-con-
scious child of today derives m inevitable
and valuable pleasure from the moving
spectacle of things as they happen Per-
haps the stem ghosts of an earlier school
ot thought, granted an oppoitunity to
glance inside the modern classroom vvheic
lows of childien watch m rapt attention
the vision ot a flower unfolding fiom bud
to full bloom in a minute of time or the
pondcious foices of geology forming
mountains in the space of a moment’s
passing would shudder at so painless an
education  Nevertheless, ample testimony’
shows that children do learn from such
methods, learn lastingly and enthusiastical-
ly, and today, as the movies go to school,
the modern pupil is at least as likely as
his more Spattan foreiunnei to get and
ictain an abiding interest in the subject

Head Coach Fred Brice
He terminated twenty years of
berxice at Maine Mith the an-
nouncement of hib retirement on
December 17.

VV ITH the completion of twenty years
of coaching at Maine, Fred M Brice, head
coach ot football offered his resignation
to the University trustees and administra-
tion on December 17 and announced his
intention of ietiring to private hie at the
dose ot the school year in June

1 bus was brought to a close a career in
which Fied Biice widely known as “The
lox has sent teams into a total of 147
games and piled up the enviable record of
81 wins against 57 deteats and 9 tie games
with many ot the defeats coming at the
hands ot major opponents such as Dart-
mouth Aale Columbia and Holy Cioss

In addition to his position as head coach
in charge ot football in recent vears his
earlier careei at Maine included coaching
ot baseball and basketball In these sjxirts
too his Icadciship and his keen competi-

tive sense liispned lus teams to outstand-
ing records

State Series

Duimg the long caieei which has made
Brice one of the Deans of American foot-
ball coaching fiom the point ot view ot
service his rccoid in the State Series
competition has been paiticularlv out-
standing His Maine teams have won
eight state titles and tied foi two otheis,

and the record shows a consideiable mar-
gin of victory over cveiy team in the state
during the period A series of particularly
outstanding teams brought consecutive
championships from 1931 to 1934 without
the loss ot a single State Senes game

Tribute

The resignation of Coach Brice, accepted
with regret by the University brought im-
mediate recognition from newspapers and
sport fans throughout the country, tor the
name of Coach Brice has spread far The
characteristic thoughts of many alumni
and others associated with lus athletic
career were expressed by the resolution of
the \thletic Board passed on the occasion
ot his retirement, which reads in part as
follows

Whereas Fred Brice has served the
University ot Maine as varsity football
coach tor 20 years  during the period
he has always exemplified the highest
type of sportsmanship which has won
for him the admiration and esteem of
players, associates tilends and,
Whereas his knowledge skill and
ability have developed players and
teams which have achieved conspicu-
ous success and gained for him national
recognition as a leading strategist and
keen student of the game be it hereby
Resolved that the \thletic Board ex-
tends its sincere appreciation to Coach
Brice for lus loyal and successful work
at Maine and wish foi him in retire-
ment many years of good health and
happiness and fuither expresses the
hope that he may otten attend Umvei-
sity athletic events on the campus on

which occasions lie will always be a

welcomed guest

Speaking for the Univeisity Trustees
and Administration, President Hauck ex-
pressed the regrets of all when he wrote
“Personally and on behalf of the Tiustees,
I wish to express 6ut gicat appieciation
for your loyal devoted and effective ser-
vices during the twenty years of your
association with us Youi services have
won wide and merited recognition and the
esteem and gratitude of students faculty,
alumni trustees, and friends ot the Uni-
versity ”

Fxpressions of esteem and praise have
followed the career of Fred Brice during
many yeais Spoits writers have continu-
ally noted lus leadership in the develop-
ment ot offensive football Many times lus
blue-jeisicd teams have displayed foi the
hist time on American gudirons forma-
tions tactics, and strategy which have
latci gieatly modified the entire game
A hen many yeais ago the huddle, an ex-
pel linent was still competing with the
baiked signals ot the quaiteiback Biice’s
Maine teams suipnsed the sports woild

with their precise and well-drilled forma-
tion in the huddle The forward pass, a
new device a few years ago, has always
been a serious threat to his opponents’ goal
lines

Fred Brice started life as an optometrist,
but he coached the high school football
team as a hobby in fall afternoons in New
Hampshire The war intervened, and at
the end of active service, with lus health
impaired, he left lus profession on doctor’s
orders to take up football coaching full
time In ten years he led Manchester
high school to nine state championships
and lus reputation as a coach a sports-
man, and a leader of boys brought him, in
1921, to Maine

Admiration for his ability and the per-
sonality of Fred Brice have come as often
from opponents as from his own teams
No coach who has ever sent a team afield
against one of his has failed to praise the
sportsmanship the ability and the morale
ot his men “Fred has done much for
tootball m this state” writes Adam AA‘alsh
of Bowdoin “and has been held in high
regard both on and off the field AAre have
gained by knowing him and lus teams”
Similarly Al McCoy, of Colby said, ‘Mr
Brice has been a heartily feared competi-
tor Maine will have a hard time filling
lus shoes | hope it | stay as long at one
school | can point to a record close to lus
and | will be satisfied” At Bates, head
tootball coach AAendell Mansfield said,
“Nevei have | heard of anyone speak of
Fred Brice as being anything but a gentle-
man, a real builder of men, an excellent
coach and displaying sportsmanship be-
yond reproach ”

Career's End

It has long been known that Coach
Biice would resign soon, but year after
year the sound of the football whistle kept
him following the trail like an eager old
hunting dog Today at the age of fifty-
three an unusual age tor football coaches,
he feels that the time has come for lum to
retire to private life and enjoy an existence
without the responsibilities and woiries
that aie an inevitable pait of the coaching
protession  He hopes he says to travel
and to take life easy AA ith a gieat career
behind him and an enviable reputation at
Maine and in the hearts of the more than
1500 men who have been a pait of lus
teams, he can enjoy a well-deserved rest

Coach Brice has led lus last Maine team
and will take the football field in the future
onlv in memoiy It is perhaps not too
much to say that his resignation marks, in
one sense, the end of an era

CZ ARNATIONS are the job of Lester
P Barbour 20 As general manager for
Strout’s, Inc at Biddeford, his is the
responsibility of overseeing the woik of
one of the laigest carnation growing
houses in the country  Strout’s and alum-
nus Barbour have a lot to do with many
other kinds of flowers also, but carnations
have long been and remain by far the
largest item on Strout’s program  And

\ mi'lion tainations is a lot ot floweis,
and the giowth, development control
creation ot new species planting and
shipment ot both blooms and seedling val-
uations keep Lester Baihour a busy and
a happy man

Seaman

Fiom Brewer high school his native
city |estci Baibom entered the Col-
lege of Agricultuie in 1916 He inter-
rupted a promising career on the campus
when he voluntected for the duties and
dangers ot the U S Naval Reserve in
which he was called to active duty in
Scptembei 1917 As a member ot the
cicsv of the LSS Covington tioop tians-
port he went through the experience ot a
Inn lied discmbaikation when the boat was
torpedoed off the coast of France July !
1918 later scivicc saw him in the Medi-
terranean and Black Sea and the Tar
East \ftci icceivmg lus second ofheer’s
certificate he continued to follow the sea
until June, 1921

The waim fiagiance of the carnation
houses at Stiout's present a stiange and
probably welcome contiast to the turbu-
lent sea-going ycais Perhaps sea officer
Barbour had thought of rows of vivid blos-
soms the odors ot floweis, and the rich
good earth as lie stood watch aboard ship
under strange stars oi in the howling
storms of distant seas Certainly lus path
led him unci ringly to the business at which
lie lias proved himself well suited, for with
the help of lus biothei he established a
small greenhouse in Belfast in July, 1921,
a month after he came ashore

Two years latei the Belfast pioperty
was sold and Lestei Baibour, the sea-
man turned florist, went to work at
Strout’s, Inc, m Biddeford His ability
was soon recognized Made foreman in
1925 and soon acting assistant growci of
carnations, he was named general mana-
ge) in 1932

Under the guidance of | P Baihoui,
Strout’s, Inc, hoasts a ten-year average of
1,000 000 carnation blooms annually, mak-
ing it among the largest plants of its type

Under 100000 square feet of glass in
ten greenhouses, some 200,000 cuttings are
used each season to replant the long rows
of frames. Shipments include both carna-
tion blooms, in an infinite array of color
and size, and also seedling cuttings. For
carnations, unlike most flowers, are not
regularly produced from seed but from
cuttings of the original plant which are
looted for the production of new plants

A Story of Success

Shipments ot blossoms from Strout’s
aic sent to many paits ot the country, in-
cluding New Yoik, Norfolk, VVa, Detroit,
Mich, Raleigh N C. Camden S. C, and
clear to Jacksonville, Fla In boxes of
500 blossoms each, the great fragiant
flowei heads are shipped almost the year
round the season being from August | to
the following July 15 Between times the
carnation houses aie completely changed
with new plants from the field placed in
new soil foi the coming season  Starting
November | propagation of the new car-
nation cuttings is started and continues un-
til \pril the following year Many fac-
tois entei into the choice ot those cuttings
which arc retained and developed for
commercial use, color size and shape of
the bloom keeping qualities, plant giowth,
length of stem and many other features

carnation plant No plant is put into com-
mercial use until it has been adequately
tried in the greenhouse

The success of Strout’s as one of the
country’s leading carnation growers is ex-
emplified by the history of Maine Sun-
shine, called the best clear yellow carna-
tion on the market Maine Sunshine is a
Strout carnation  Started in 1917, it is
still recogniz.ed as the standard by which
othei yellow carnations are judged in the
flower shows Such a long history of
success is particularly remarkable when it
is remembered that all new plants and
blossoms through those many years have
been from cuttings and have really come
from an original single plant Such is the
heritage of Strout’s which alumnus Bar-
bour has accepted and developed

Competing in nearly all national dis-
plays and flower shows Stiout carnations
have consistently won many outstanding
prize awards Mr Barbour, himself, rec-
ogm/ed by fellow florists as a leader in
lus field is a member of the American
Carnation Society, the Boston Gardeners
and Florists Club, and secretary-tieasurer
of the Maine State Florists Association

As a horticulturist and at the same time
a business executive, he is making a record
of success which has placed him high in
the list of successful nursery men, and any-
one seeing him fondly watching the growth
of a favonte variety or picking an out-
standing bloom here and there from the
seemingly endless rows of nodding blos-
soms in the Strout’s greenhouses realizes
that here is one who not only knows but
deeply loves his profession
