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There were 8,951 students registered at UMO 

as of September 18. The total in Orono is 7,967 

(4,733 men and 3,234 women), in Bangor 545, 

and in Augusta 439.

The Graduate School has 530 men and 164 

women. There are 26 5th-year men students. 

There are 1,496 Seniors, 1,582 Juniors, 1,841 
Sophomores, and 2,100 Freshmen. One hundred 
eighty-two are Special Students. There are eight 
Unclassified Degree Candidates, six Auditors, and 

32 three-year Nurse students.

Enrolled in the two-year Associate Degree Pro­
gram at Bangor are 463 students. Other students 

at Bangor total 82.

In addition, there are over 10,000 statewide 
CED registrations.
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DIRECTOR’S CORNER

TWO-WAY COMMUNICATION

Everyone agrees that education is 
big business these days. And so is 
alumni association support. The in­
clusion in this issue of our annual 
report on the Alumni Fund reminds us 
that this facet of alumni association 
activity has brought more than a mil­
lion dollars to the university from its 
alumni alone in the past decade. And 
at the present rate of growth we may 
expect the next decade to produce 
twice that amount in alumni support 
for the University at Orono. And over 
and above these alumni association 
contributions, we can count on addi­
tional alumni gifts. For instance, in this 
year when contributions in the annual 
fund total $160,000, we find that 
alumni gave $86,000 additional 
through other channels.

Over $50,000 of the funds given 
this year will go to support the Stu­
dent Aid Program through 37 Alumni 
Class Funds. The income from such 
funds is an ever-growing source of 
support for students. It becomes es­
pecially important for alumni to in­
crease their gifts at this time when 
students find it harder to find jobs 
and when they face increasing costs 
for their education.

This year the Association will de­
vote an additional $8,000 resulting 
from the Annual Fund to projects on 

campus. A grant of $2,000 has just 
been made by the Council to provide 
the Student Health Center with a new 
diathermy machine and a whirlpool 
bath for physical therapy. A grant of 
$800 will help put Coach Walt Abbott 
on the air for a weekly series of 
broadcasts that will bring coaches 
and high school players before the 
ETV cameras in Orono. Other ex­
penditures from this $8,000 Univer­
sity Projects Fund will be made dur­
ing the year.

Contributions to the Alumni Fund 
made as unrestricted gifts to the As­
sociation will make it possible for the 
Association to increase the number of 
current projects on campus which can 
be helped. Last year the Association 
was able to draw on funds made as 
unrestricted gifts to purchase on short 
notice a supply of bass instruments 
for the University Band.

As important as these grants are, 
it is more essential that the Alumni 
Association carry out its fundamental 
responsibility of serving as a bridge 
between alumni and Orono. Here at 
the Alumni Center, through meetings 
and correspondence with alumni, and 
at our many local association meet­
ings in Maine and throughout the 
country we constantly seek to find out 
what you think now and what you be­
lieve our university should become in 
the future.

In turn, the association seeks to 
bring back to Maine graduates a 
continuing report on the ever-chang­
ing patterns of life at a university of 
8,400 students. The Maine Alumnus 
brings you reports on each issue from 
President Libby, who comments force­
fully in this issue on the responsibili­
ties and rights of faculty and students. 
It brings you the achievements of our 
faculty and our athletic teams and 
gives you a sampling of the great 
variety of educational activity that 
occurs on this campus.

In our Reunion and Homecoming 
activities we believe there is progress 
and a lively spirit of joining in with 
the students, faculty and administra­
tion to welcome alumni to Orono. The 
creation of an Alumni Center last year 
has helped to forward this part of the 
Association's program.

In our next issue you will find a 
comprehensive review of the goals 
and mission of the University at 
Orono. It will detail not only the cur­
rent program but will outline some of 
the extensions of teaching, research, 
public service and university life that 
is wanted by our students and the 
faculty.

UMO 
ARCTIC RESEARCH

Anyone on the Coast Guard mailing list, 
receiving routine Cruise Announcements, will 
sooner or later feel a stir of wanderlust. If one 
such person is a geologist, and one such cruise 
is bound for Greenland, more than a stir can 
happen.

The day after the Titanic went down in 1912, 
the U. S. Coast Guard began the North Atlantic 
Ice Patrol, taking regularly scheduled trips to 
find out where the major active glaciers are. 
From the rates of movement of the glaciers they 
can predict the numbers and positions of ice­
bergs which break off and move south into the 
shipping lanes. The Coast Guard cutter WEST- 
WIND was scheduled to make a trip this summer 
to survey glaciers along the northwest coast of 
Greenland.

Geology Professor Harold Borns, who has been 
studying marine fossils of the last glacial period 
in Maine, began thinking it would be of real 
help to take a look at what is living off the front 
of glaciers today. In talking it over with As­
sociate Professor John Dearborn of the Zoology 
Department, the idea grew into a letter to the 
United States Coast Guard requesting that the 
University of Maine be given consideration to be 
part of a scientific party going to the Arctic. In 
response to Dr. Borns' letter the Coast Guard 
granted permission for the University of Maine 
professors to accompany this expedition.

Geology professors Borns and Norton and 
Zoology professors Allen and Dearborn were all 

hoping to go. But both men of the Department of 
Geological Sciences had professional commit­
ments during the time the trip was scheduled, 
and only the two Zoology men could make the 
trip. On August 11 Professors Kenneth Allen and 
John Dearborn boarded a C-130 aircraft as 
guests of Admiral Ellis, Commander of the First 
District U. S. Coast Guard.

They landed at Sondrestrom, a U. S. Air Base 
in Central Greenland. The next day they flew to 
Cape Christian, Baffin Island, where Admiral El­
lis was to inspect the LORAN (civilian language: 
"Long Range Aid to Navigation") radio station. 
From there they flew directly to Thule and 
boarded the 269-foot ice-breaker WESTWIND. 
In the company of some 200 Coast Guard men 
they cruised along the northwest coast of Green­
land to about 81° 19' north, with stops at the 
major glaciers between Thule and the northern­
most point in the Kennedy Channel. (With Elles­
mere Island on the Canadian side, and Green­
land on the other side, the small channel be­
tween, just north of the Kane Basin, was the 
northern point of the trip.) Very few surface ves­
sels ever get that far. They were in the world of 
Admiral Peary, and visited the monument to him 
just south of Thule.

They were surprised to see how many small, 
transitory Eskimo villages there were along this 
route, some of them clustered around only one 
building, others large enough to require eight to 
ten buildings. Two men were spotted by helicop­

ter just south of the Humboldt Glacier. They ven­
ture far north in the summer, hunting seals and 
whales. In Murchison Sound, a major embayment 
north of Thule, parties of Eskimos came to the 
ship to trade sealskin mittens and narwhal tusks 
for U. S. money and cigarettes.

At the oceanographic stations where the Coast 
Guard were taking temperature, salinity, and 
depth profiles, Professors Allen and Dearborn 
took their water and biological samples. The 
sites of these sampling stations ranged from the 
edge of the glaciers to as much as five miles out. 
They collected for Professors Borns and Norton 
samples of water within a couple of feet of the 
bottom of the ocean, and clams and other mol­
lusks, starfish and sea urchins — anything they 
could find with a carbonate skeleton.

Analyses are being made now at the Univer­
sity of Washington, of oxygen isotope ratios in 
the bottom water; and in the geology lab at 
Maine, of trace elements in the water and in the 
calcareous mollusk shells. From these findings a 
comparison will be made between the chemistry 
of the water and the chemistry of the organisms. 
This will give valuable information about the en­
vironment in Maine some 10,000 years ago. 
There is a marked similarity between the en­
vironmental conditions of marine life in present- 
day Greenland and those that existed in Maine 
during glacial times: our living fauna is differ­
ent; our fossil fauna is close.

The glacial geologists will also be able, as a 
result of this study, to appraise the oxygen iso­
topic composition of the last ice sheet to cover 
North America. This information has direct bear­
ing upon an evaluation of late and postglacial 
climatic changes.

While the Coast Guard was making its weather 
observations, Dr. Allen and Dr. Dearborn were 
making their own observations of marine birds 
and mammals. They saw many sea birds, arctic 
foxes, and arctic hares. They saw seals, a few 
whales, and one group of walrus. But no polar 
bears!

There were three major areas of study under­
taken on this trip. The Coast Guard was interest­
ed mostly in physical oceanography and glacier 
surveys. The geologists were studying water 
temperatures and salinities on the bottom ad­
jacent to modern glacier margins. The zoologists 
were collecting marine specimens for anatomical 
and physiological studies. In discussing the in­
terdisciplinary aspect of the study, Dr. Allen re­
marked, "Although our project was entirely sep­
arate from the Coast Guard's, we are very grate­
ful for their cooperation. They gave us not only 
logistic support for our work, but much useful 
background information." Apparently the Coast 
Guard felt the same spirit of cooperation. In his 
report of the cruise, Commander Kollmeyer, Gla­
cier Survey Chief, said that our professors 
"proved eager participants and valuable ele­
ments in the cadets' instruction in the ocean sci­
ences."

"With this first cooperative venture between 
the United States Coast Guard and the University 
of Maine, we hope that we can continue with 
more extensive biological and geological studies 
in West Greenland," said Dr. Dearborn. "Our 
geographical position as the most northeast uni­
versity in the United States makes it natural for 
us to turn in our quest to cold land and water of 
the north."



Honors thesis in Drama

The 
Honors 
Program 
at Maine

The Honors Program at Maine is one of the 
oldest among American universities. In the 1920's 
Swarthmore, under the leadership of Dr. Frank 
Aydelotte, pioneered the adaption of the English 
style Honors courses to the very different patterns 
of American universities. The Maine program be­
gan in 1934, at a time when there were less than 
a dozen similar programs in the United States. At 
that time the program was limited to the College 
of Arts and Sciences; it was not until after World 
War II that the Honors idea began to spread out­
side the traditional Arts and Sciences curriculum. 
From the late 1930's until his retirement in 1962, 
the guide and inspiration of the Maine program 
was Professor Ronald Levinson. His wit, his schol­
arship, his phenomenal memory, his ability to 
bring out the best from his students made an in­
delible impression on the Honors students of that 
period. The program was small in size, graduat­
ing three to five students a year, so he was able 
both to guide them in their exploratory readings 
and give each of them shrewd and sympathetic 
advice and guidance. The solid foundations on 
which the current program rest are his achieve­
ment; his successors remember and are grateful.

In 1962, Dr. Lloyd Elliott, then President of the 
University and a strong friend of the Honors 
idea, appointed a committee to explore ways 
and means of enlarging the program to make it 
available to a larger number of able students 
and to students in all colleges of the university. 
The present University Honors Program is based 
on the report of the 1962 committee, with only a 
few inconsequential alterations. It was decided 
to retain the basic ideas of the old Arts and Sci­

ences program, to modify them only as much as 
was necessary to make them fit the needs of stu­
dents from the other colleges, and to encourage 
as many able students to enter the program as 
could be handled by a necessarily limited Honors 
staff.

The program now includes around 190 stu­
dents, a very small percentage of the total stu­
dent body, and probably much less than half of 
the able students who could benefit from it. There 
is a great deal of turnover among students; many 
stay in the program for only a semester or two, 
leaving for both personal and academic reasons, 
and sometimes returning later. To qualify for the 
Honors degree, a student need not take a Honors 
course in each semester; if he selects the Honors 
courses properly, he can qualify in four semes­
ters. This instability is characteristic of Honors 
programs in most universities; the very able stu­
dents are often slow to make up their minds 
about what they really want to do. The Honors 
Council has felt that the Honors opportunity 
should be given to as many able students as may 
want to try it, and has regretted the limitations of 
staff which sometimes excludes students of con­
siderable potential.

In general the Freshman and Sophomore work 
in Honors is devoted to encouraging students to 
explore the world of ideas, with no unduly heavy 
concentration in any one field. During the Fresh­
man year the Honors courses are conducted in a 
seminar format, each section being limited to no 
more than fourteen students. In the fall semes­
ter, the students discuss significant books from 
five or six different areas of thought; this fall the

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areas will include politics, economics, anthropol­
ogy, religion, and science. In the spring semes­
ter, the theme is the intellectual history of the 
western world from the end of the medieval 
period to the present. In both semesters written 
reports and essays are required in addition to 
the discussion of readings. During the Sophomore 
year, the students are divided in small groups 
of three or four, each group meeting once a week 
with a faculty tutor. They meet to discuss read­
ings, which vary greatly from group to group. 
The idea is that each group will read in at least 
three distinct areas in each semester, and that 
the areas will be chosen so as to enlarge the in­
tellectual horizons of the group.

The bulk of the student's Honors work in the 
Junior and Senior years is concentrated in his 
major field of interest. He works with a faculty 
member in that major field, meeting with him 
periodically. In the Junior year, the emphasis is 
on the detailed study of a topic or sub-field with­
in the major. In the Senior year the student pre­
pares a Honors thesis of a type appropriate to 
his major field. It may be based on laboratory 
experiments, as in the sciences; on library re­
search, as in history or literature; or it may be of 
a creative type, as in theater, music, or art. A 
properly qualified student may be allowed to do 
his senior thesis outside his major field; when this 
is done it is usually in a field closely related to 
the major. In the Junior year students who do 
not feel that they need two semesters of special­
ized work in their major in order to be ready to 
do the Senior thesis may take a Honors seminar 
in an outside field. The available seminars vary 
from year to year; among those recently offered 
have been seminars in: the Nature of the Non­
Western World; Mathematics in Western Culture; 
Art History; Technology and Civilization; the Na­
ture of Scientific Thought.

In May of the Senior year, there is an oral 
examination before the Honors Committee of the 
student's college. About half of it is devoted to

the Senior thesis; the other half is over three or 
four areas, chosen by the student, outside of his 
major field. On the basis of the quality of the 
thesis, the performance on the oral examination, 
and the student's accumulative point average, 
the Honors Committee awards him Honors, High 
Honors, or Highest Honors. Only by meeting the 
requirements of the Honors can a student gradu­
ate with some level of Honors; students not meet­
ing them graduate with various levels of Dis­
tinction.

The staff of the honors program is drawn from 
the faculties of all the colleges. In an average 
semester there will be 15 to 20 teaching in the 
Freshman-Sophomore part of the program, and 
another 40 to 50 guiding Juniors and Seniors, 
usually on a one-to-one basis. No academic pro­
gram can be better than the quality of teaching 
that goes into it; the Maine Honors Program has 
been extremely fortunate in securing the cooper­
ation of many of the finest and most dedicated 
teachers on the Orono campus.

Over-all direction of the program is in the 
hands of the University Honors Council, which is 
made up of one faculty member from each col­
lege under the Chairmanship of the Vice-Presi­
dent for Academic Affairs. The Director of the 
University Honors Program administers the 
Freshman and Sophomore years of the program 
under the direction of the Honors Council. Each 
college has its own Honors Committee, which de­
cides upon the admission and retention of its stu­
dents in the program, controls the Junior-Senior 
year work, conducts the final oral examinations, 
and awards the level of Honors.

It is difficult for anyone who is deeply involved 
in a program to appraise its successes and fail­
ures. The students who have passed through the 
program and who have graduated with a Honors 
degree are almost unanimous in reporting that 
they have benefited greatly from their experi­
ence, although they may differ about what parts 
of the program they found most valuable. Their 
uniformly good records in graduate and pro­
fessional schools suggest that Maine's Honors stu­
dents compare very well with those from major 
universities across the country. The Honors Coun­
cil is continuously concerned with improving the 
program. It would like to improve it in two direc­
tions: to make the Honors experience available 
to a greater number of students; to develop more 
individualized programs for students whose aca­
demic interests do not fit into conventional molds. 
The only obstacle to these changes, and a famil­
iar one it is, is a lack of funds.

Abstracted from a message to the Faculty by Winthrop C. Libby 32 

President, University of Maine at Orono, September 10, 1970

No university can truly be a dem­
ocratic institution if by democracy 
we mean "governed by the will of 
the people." The "people" for the 
University of Maine at Orono is a 
varied and wonderful lot. Our internal 
community consists of faculty, admin­
istrators, students and classified per­
sonnel. Our external community con­
sists of legislators, alumni, the Chan­
cellor, the Trustees, citizens at large 
and parents of students. Do not let any 
person try to tell you that any one of 
these as individuals or as groups does 
not have an interest, a stake and a 
legitimate voice in directions or pro­
cedures of this, a public institution. 
They most certainly do. In fact, the 
Trustees have the legal responsibility 
to administer this campus. They have 
delegated responsibility to Chancellor 
McNeil who in turn has delegated 
major responsibility to me.

To gain consensus on any issue is 
impossible. Roles must be defined 
and responsibilities identified and ac­
cepted by us. This must be done 
clearly while at the same time main­
taining principles of due process, free 
speech and assembly, freedom to 
teach, freedom to learn and a con­

tinuing dialogue between internal as 
well as external constituencies.

STUDENTS

It is hoped that the record of the 
past two years demonstrates that a 
climate of trust between students and 
the University is important and does 
exist. Student limitations and weak­
nesses are the human ones shared by 
all of us. Their strengths are varied 
but real and substantial. In a very 
real sense students set the tone of a 
university not only for themselves but 
for everyone who belongs to it.

The reasonable and sometimes un­
reasonable expectations of students 
come into focus about their desire to 
have the university experience a com­
pletely meaningful, exciting and re­
warding one. Their drives are essen­
tially to achieve such a climate. They 
have no desire to destroy the institu­
tion.

Students are unique only in that 
they have the impatience of the 
young. They have less than complete 
respect for the past and strong res­
ervations about the promises of the 
future. It is the present and only the 
present which has meaning. This 

orientation to the present is really a 
very profound point and is the root 
explanation (as I see it) of much 
which has happened during the past 
two years and what may transpire in 
the future.

Since our students have rather con­
sistently demonstrated reasonableness 
in their attitudes and behavior, the 
University respects and has confidence 
in them. Basic student rights are pro­
tected not only by the open communi­
cation which is part of our environ­
ment but also by the Disciplinary 
Code and by the Free Speech and As­
sembly policy.

Student Responsibility

The student has a responsibility 
for shaping the academic and social 
climate of the University. While the 
faculty has the major role in the aca­
demic area and the student in the so­
cial area, the two areas are comple­
mentary and together make the insti­
tutional climate.

The student has responsibility for 
his learning and this freedom to learn 
must be protected. He must partici­
pate in the classroom, in his depart­
ment and in his living quarters. This 
participation must be in such ways 
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as contribute to an atmosphere of 
high seriousness and scholarship to 
reinforce the values for which this 
University stands.

Student Life

Student life on campus has changed 
in a major fashion during the past 
three or four years. The University has 
relinquished its in loco parentis role 
and is limiting its concern in the non­
academic area to the welfare, safety 
and rights of all of its students. Par­
ents cannot really delegate their re­
sponsibilities to any institution but are 
encouraged to continue their parental 
responsibiliy throughout their son's or 
daughter's college years. As parents 
relinquish this responsibility, their 
sons and daughters must assume 
more.

Students must be directly involved 
in a major way in shaping rules 
which affect their lives as students. 
This involvement includes living areas, 
social facilities such as the Union and 
the entire living environment on this 
campus.

Rights and Limitations of Students 
in the Academic Area

Obviously, students are concerned 
about the kind and quality of the ed­
ucational experience. This is after all 
their only reason for being here. Con­
cern is expressed through a desire for 
involvement in the academic decision 
making process. It is my opinion that 
students have a particular and im­
portant contribution to make in eval­
uating teaching effectiveness, individ­
ual courses and departmental or col­
lege curricula.

Curriculum determination is a much 
touchier subject since in the final 
analysis only the faculty within an 
area of specialization can determine 
the curriculum needed to make it pos­
sible for students to get into graduate 
school, secure a job following gradu­
ation or to be awarded a given de­
gree. Yet, students need to have ex­
plained to them the reasons for any 
given course of studies and should feel 
free to raise reasonable and logical 
questions about needs for change.

Beyond these three areas student 
thinking should be considered in eval­
uating grading systems, course pre­
requisites, academic calendar and, in 
fact, any element relating to the char­
acter and quality of the educational 
experience.

Students and faculty recognize that, 
under University policy, dissension 
and demonstration of a non-disruptive 
nature by students is a reasonable 
procedure. Students must not, how­
ever, interfere with the rights of others 
by obstructing university functions ei­
ther in the classroom or elsewhere. 
Rational discourse is the only reason­
able way to bring about change with­
out creating powerful and ultimately 
harmful counter forces of reaction. 
Students must be guaranteed the free­
dom to learn as well as the freedom 
to dissent.

THE FACULTY

A university is known by its facul­
ty—its competence, its dedication, its 
scholarliness, its willingness to con­
tribute its time and intelligence, and 
its perceptions of its responsibilities to 
students and the larger public. The 
faculty of this University is one of 
which I and the University as a whole 
are proud. It is my opinion that you, 
the faculty, represent one of the very 
finest resources of this State. Your 
rights to practice your profession will 
be guarded to the best of our ability. 
Your capacity and rights to create the 
academic tone of the University are 
recognized and will be protected.

Faculty Responsibility

All of us here are agreed that mem­
bership in the academic profession 
carries special responsibilities. Occa­
sionally, however, we need to remind 
ourselves of this and a rereading of 
the 1966 policy statement on Pro­
fessional Ethics by the American As­
sociation of University Professors is an 
excellent way of doing it. Let me 
quote, in part and out of context with 
all of the attendant hazards, certain 
key sentences from this statement:

"(The Professor) devotes his ener­
gies to developing and improving 

his scholarly competence. He ac­
cepts the obligation to exercise 
critical self-discipline and judg­
ment in using, extending and 
transmitting knowledge. *** He 
demonstrates respect for the stu­
dent as an individual, and ad­
heres to his proper role as intel­
lectual guide and counselor. *** 
He avoids any exploitation of stu­
dents for his private advantage. 
*** He accepts his share of fac­
ulty responsibilities for the gov­
ernance of his institution. *** Al­
though he observes the stated 
regulations of the institution, pro­
vided they do not contravene ac­
ademic freedom, he maintains his 
right to cricitize and seek re­
vision."

The professor's attitude towards 
his subject and his dispassionate ex­
ercise of critical intelligence are every 
bit as instructive to his students as are 
his explanations. Any breach of faith 
with the University or with the re­
quirements of the scholarly profession, 
can work an unhealthy influence upon 
the student and cause irreparable 
harm to the University.

Individual Faculty Member's 
Responsibility and Authority

The individual faculty member 
quite clearly must have control of 
course content, method of subject mat­
ter presentation, classroom manage­
ment and procedures, techniques for 
evaluating student performance and 
assignment of grades. The individual 
faculty member has a responsibility 
to meet all of his classes as determined 
by the University time schedule.

The individual faculty member is 
expected both inside and outside the 
classroom to observe and support 
University policies while participating 
as needed in constructive criticism 
and suggestions for change. He must 
use every means possible to encour­
age students to bring about change 
through a discourse of reason rather 
than through a course of violence.

Implicit, also, in any list of faculty 
responsibilities is the need for scholar­
ly activity within the discipline, co­
operation with colleagues and activity 
on committees.
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FALL SPORTS AT UMO by Len Harlow'48

FOOTBALL
The fall intercollegiate athletic pic­

ture at the University of Maine at 
Orono looks bright with the three ma­
jor activities given excellent chances 
of having winning seasons.

Although the Black Bears lost their 
football opener Sept. 19 at Amherst 
to a big, bruising University of Mass­
achusetts team, followers of the Pale 
Blue feel the club, once its young play­
ers get adjusted, should come out a 
winner.

Leading the club this year are two 
sophomore quarterbacks, each with 
considerable talent and who, once 
they achieve game experience, can be 
the leaders to whom the young club 
will look for direction. The sophomore 
quarterbacks are Ron Cote, a solidly- 
built 5-8, 185-pounder, who scrambles 
well when his receivers are covered 
and runs the option with abandon and 
stringbean Henry (Sandy) Hastings, a 
6-1, 165-pounder who throws as well 
as anyone around.

A major problem of the squad is 
the lack of size, a factor which cost 
the Bears dearly in the opener 
against Massachusetts, a club whose 
offensive line averaged 230 pounds 
per man and whose starting fullback 
was as heavy as any man in the UM 
lineup. But this has been a problem 
for the Bears in the past—a problem 
they have solved with quickness and 
aggressiveness.

This season Maine will meet other 
Yankee Conference foes New Hamp­
shire, Rhode Island, Connecticut and 
Vermont as well as Hofstra Univer­
sity, C. W. Post College and North­
eastern University.

SOCCER
On the soccer scene Maine fans 

can be considerably encouraged. Al­
though Maine has never had a 
winning varsity soccer team, this 
could very well be the year.

Major reasons for the optimism are 
the 15 lettermen reporting back this 

season from the club that won four, 
lost seven and tied one last year, 
along with some new blood in the 
persons of two foreign students. The 
foreign students include Emmanuel 
Osobe from Nigeria, a freshman, who 
in 1968 captained Nigeria's soccer 
team in the Olympics, and Carleton 
Ming of Bermuda, one of the top 
players from last year's UM freshman 
squad. Maine has accepted an NCAA 
provision that allows them to use 
freshmen on varsity teams in all 
sports except football and basketball.

They will join senior Jossy Byamah 
of Uganda and senior Ruben Hernan­
dez, originally from Cuba, to give the 
Bears their best scoring punch in 
many years.

The Bears opened their season 
Sept. 19 with a 1-1 tie with Jersey 
City State College. Coach Paul Stoyell 
has also been impressed with his goal­
tending, utilizing veteran Bill Herland 
and newcomer Mark Sweetland, a 
former basketball player.

CROSS COUNTRY
Coach Ed Styrna has perhaps been 

more optimistic this fall than at any 
time in recent years. Out for the team 
this season are 12 fine runners—and 
not one of them is a senior. In fact, 
the hard core of talent on the cross 
country squad is mostly sophomore. 
In Maine's first dual meet, an easy 
19-44 win over Jersey City State, four 
of the first five Bears across the finish 
line were sophomores. The only break 
in that grouping was junior captain 
Chris Bovie.

The top sophomores are Carl War­
ner, Larry Doble, John Daly and Ber­
nard Ward. They are backed up by 
second semester freshman Dick Krause 
and junior Eric Hill.

The Bears figure to be a definite 
threat to unseat Bates College for the 
state championship—a feat that won't 
be easy as Bates, earlier this fall, 
racked up its 18th straight dual meet 
win.

The budget request was submitted 
to Governor Curtis on August 21, and 
will go to the 105th Legislature.

Part I covers continuing services.

PART 1
OPERATING BUDGET REQUEST 

(CONTINUING SERVICES) 
1971-73 BIENNIUM 

UNIVERSITY OF MAINE

A continuing services budget re­
quest of $87,809,895 for the Univer­
sity of Maine has been submitted to 
the governor for the 1971-73 bien­
nium.

Revenues from tuition, fees, grants, 
the federal government and sources 
other than the state are forecasted to 
be $25.9 million, leaving a need for 
state appropriations of $61.9 million.

The 104th Legislature appropriated 
$47.1 million to the University's $70.8 
million operating budget for 1969-71.

Campus requests are $39,993,706 
for 1971-72 and $43,049,918 for 
1 9 7 2 - 7 3; educational television 
$565,652 and $604,738; Office of 
the Chancellor (Bangor and Port­
land) $448,686 and $479,569; com­
puter center $763,346 and $812,610, 
and other University-wide services 
$527,746 and $563,924.

Increases in the budget are a result 
of enrollment growth between the 
first and second year of the current 
biennium (1,227 fulltime students), 
salary and wage adjustments for 
2,700 employees, the cost of the na­
tional inflationary trend for purchase 
of goods and services, and special 
uncontrollable cost increases, such as 
the social security increase.
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Enrollment:

The addition of 1,227 fulltime stu­
dents between the first and second 
year of the present biennium re­
quired additional faculty, supplies 
and services. Just to stay at the pres­
ent enrollment level requires more 
funds than in the current biennium.

Salaries and Wages:

The nature of education is such that 
personnel costs (salary, wages and 
fringe benefits) make up more than 
70 per cent ($64 million) of total ex­
penditures. This is true nationally as 
well as at the University of Maine.

Two facts should be considered 
when the University's request for in­
creased salaries and wages are dis­
cussed: 1) faculty and administrative 
staff salaries at the University of 
Maine are the lowest of any state uni­
versity in New England, and 2) the 
University's classified employees, on 
the average, have lower salaries and 
wages than do State employees in 
comparable jobs.

The University is requesting an av­
erage increase for faculty and other 
professional staff of 8% in the first 
year of the biennium and 7% in the 
second. For classified employees, the 
University is requesting an increase 
of 10% each year.

National Inflation: Unless specific in­
formation existed to the contrary, the 
University used a 6% annual infla­
tionary increase in the cost of all 
goods and services necessary to its 
current operation. Risk Insurance: It 
is anticipated that fire insurance pre­
miums will increase from $33,500 to 
about $1 15,000. Social Security: Pres­
ent legislation will cause the Universi­
ty to increase its social security pay­
ments approximately $300,000 dur­
ing the 1971-73 biennium. UMA As­
sociate Nursing Degree Program: 
Start-up funds for this program are 
a part of the current biennial bud-) 
get. However, to enroll and educate 
the approximate 75 students this pro­
gram will reach, reqxuires $63,770 
for 1971-72 and $133,564 for 1972- 
73.

Other Programs:

Situations requiring funds more 
than the 6% inflationary growth in­
clude heating costs, library acquisi­
tions, deferred maintenance, air travel 
tax and authorized expansion of new 
buildings or additions.

PART 11
(NEW AND IMPROVED SERVICES) 

1971-73 BIENNIUM 
UNIVERSITY OF MAINE

The primary object of the universi­
ty's part II request is to improve the 
quality of education being offered to 
the State and to make that education 
available to a larger number of Maine 
citizens.

The Board of Trustees is requesting 
a Part II State Appropriation of 
$15,371,050, to allow the University 
to generate additional revenue of 
$1,875,333 for a total expenditure for 
new and improved services at the nine 
campuses over the two-year period 
of $17,246,383.

The Capital Construction recom­
mendations from the Board of 
Trustees calls for 25 projects totaling 
$27,440,000. The Trustees recommend 
further that the first nine projects on 
the initial priority list be funded from 
unappropriated State surplus. The 
nine projects total $8,055,000.

Student Aid: $1,250,000

Although this program will narrow 
the gap in justifiable student aid, it is 
38% below actual student need.

Library Improvement: $1,250,000

This program will enable the cam­
puses to initiate a conservative, or­
derly, long-range plan of library de­
velopment. The major portion of the 
requested funds will be used to meet 
the minimum standards of the Amer­
ican Library Association by which the 
University is short by 1,000,000 
volumes.

Increased Student Enrollment: 
$6,327,000

The number of adults and high 
school graduates desiring higher edu­
cation is increasing. We are now turn­
ing away qualified students. Also, we 
have, or will have by 1973, reached 
the physical capacity of many of our 
facilities, which caused the Board to 
slow down enrollment expansion by 
approximately 20 per cent. In number 
of students, the money requested, 
would allow for 1,294 new students 
in 1971 and 2,657 in 1972.

Employees Wage Increase: $405,387

University non - faculty employees 
are not paid on a par with State em­
ployees. For example, according to 
the Maine State Department of Per­
sonnel, the August issue of Maine 
Manpower and University of Maine 
personnel records:

Student Health Services: $335,808

Excepting Orono, student health 
services on our campuses are deplor­
ably inadequate. This program will 
provide for emergency treatment, 
reasonable routine health care as well 
as preventive medicine. This means 
24 hour coverage for each campus.

Maintenance Reserve: $100,000

This reserve would help meet the 
emergency maintenance problems that 
occur.
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Alterations and Minor
Improvements: $500,000

This request will provide for only 
the most urgent alterations and mi­
nor improvements and none will ex­
ceed a cost of $100,000.

State-Wide Quality
Improvement: $6,800,000

This request is aimed at four dif­
ferent aspects of improving the qual­
ity and quantity of public higher ed­
ucation in Maine.

1. Programs will be developed at the 
one and two year level in such 
fields as allied health professions, 
general studies, recreation man­
agement and computer sciences. 
Transfer programs among the 
campuses will be developed. The 

approach will be to offer needed 
community oriented programs and 
to diversify the offerings at the 
nine campuses.

2. There is a need for additional on- 
campus services for students who 
require special tutoring, counseling 
and instructional services.

3. The University will improve its 
teaching and learning methods on 
all campuses. This includes achiev­
ing accreditation for the two cam­
puses which are not accredited. It 
also involves use of modern media 
to reach more students.

4. Maine has a need for research ac­
tivities related to economic devel­
opment to which the University 
can contribute with adequate sup­
port. In addition to improving 
present programs, a specific target

will be the initiation of research 
programs for the new Advanced 
Study and Research Center in 
Portland.

Travel: $100,000

This program will provide the 
travel required for faculty recruit­
ment and to cover the increasing ex­
tra cost as the University conducts 
more public service programs, such 
as CED and student teaching.

Fund Raising Activities: $178,188

This request is for money to raise 
money. Current fund raising programs 
on the campuses do not reach all the 
possible sources, from alumni, to fed­
eral monies in Washington, to private 
foundations in New York.

CC Improved and expanded service and train­
ing have been two of the significant features of 

the program provided by the Speech and Hearing 

Center this summer in their new facilities in North 

Stevens Hall on the Orono campus. A total of 53 

children and adults received diagnostic and ther­

apy services for language, speech and hearing 
difficulties during the 1970 Summer Session. This 
compares with 27 persons served during the 1969 

summer program. The addition of complete testing 

services for persons with hearing problems ac­
counts for a large portion of the increase.

CC Dr. Michael D. Bentley, a University of Maine 

at Orono chemistry department faculty member, 

is one of 40 young scientists throughout the coun­
try who has been awarded a $5,000 Merck Grant 

for Faculty Development. The Merck Company 

Foundation makes these awards annually to sup­
port independent research by young faculty mem­
bers in the first year or so of their first appoint­

ment at universities and medical schools. Bentley, 

an organic chemist, was named to the UMO fac­
ulty in September, 1969. His particular research 
interests are in organosulfur chemistry, molecular 

orbital correlations and spiroconjugations.

CC About 500 original graphics usually seen 
only in major galleries or museums were on dis­

play in Carnegie Hall on September 21. The 
print collection, arranged by London Graphic 

Arts, is making a tour of colleges and universi­

ties. Included in the one-day exhibit were 16th 

century manuscript pages, old masters, modern 

masters, and a wide range of contemporary 

prints.

CC A $2,000 grant from the S&H Foundation's 
lectureship program has been awarded to the de­
partment of economics for a series of four lec­

tures at UMO during the coming year. Lecture 

topics will include the economics of environmental 
quality control, the economics of regional devel­

opment, Canadian policy towards regional growth 

and environmental quality control, and U.S. pol­

icy in the same fields.

CC Professor Emeritus Walter R. Whitney, who 
left the University of Maine in 1965 to be on the 
faculty at California State Polytechnic College, 

has just been appointed chairman of the Depart­

ment of English and Modern Languages there.

CC UMO has received a research grant of 
$18,600 from Wood Fiber Products Research 

Division of Forest Products Laboratory in Madi­

son, Wis., to explore methods of removing objec­

tionable color from Kraft paper mill waste water. 
The grant has been offered for a three-year 
period.

CC Dr. Harold L. Chute, director of Development 
at the University of Maine at Orono, spoke on 

September 12 at one of the final sessions of the 

three-day annual meeting of the Quebec Veteri­
narians Association in Quebec City's Hotel des 

Laurentides. Chute, who is a professor of animal 

pathology and has an international reputation 
for his diagnostic and research work in the area 
of poultry diseases, spoke on the production of 

SPF in disease free poultry.

CC As clasess were beginnnig on the UMO 

campus, and ETV's instructional programs were 
resuming, Maine's first public radio station, 

WMEH-FM took to the air. Located on 90.9, FM 

dial, it broadcasts in stereophonic sound seven 

days a week, 18 hours a day, within a 65-mile 

radius of the East Eddington transmitter. Pro­

gramming ranges about 30 per cent news and 
public affairs and 70 per cent stereo music. Of 

the music, 80 per cent is "classical" or "serious." 
A program guide can be obtained free of charge

"Psychology of Literary Change", is being pub­

lished by Temple University Press.

CC Dr. Colin E. Martindale, a new assistant pro­
fessor of psychology, won the $1,000 first prize 

in the ninth annual Creative Talent Awards Pro­
gram of the American Institutes for Research. The 

award is made for doctoral dissertations showing 
a creative contribution in human behavior and 

related disciplines. Dr. Martindale's dissertation,

CC More than 130 courses, varying in subject 
matter from college composition to the plant 

world, are being offered during the fall of 1970 

at the Orono and Bangor campuses of the Univer­
sity of Maine by the university's Continuing Edu­

cation Division.

CC Professor Michael Novak, provost of the 
Disciplines College at the State University of New

CC The most successful athletic team at the Uni­

versity of Maine at Orono opens its 1970-71 
campaign October 17 with 12 matches listed on 
its schedule. It is the UM varsity rifle team which, 

since its inception at the university in the 1955-

ENVIRONMENTAL STUDIES

The 1971 Catalog devotes five pages 
to listings of courses that are offered 
in the new Center for Environmental 
Studies. Some courses sample the gen­
eral aspects of environment and are 
open to all students with minimal or 
no prerequisites. Some sample the var­
ious areas of ecology. Most of them 
are taught as regular courses within 
the several departments of the col­
leges. These include many that are 
usually thought of in relationship to 
the study of the environment, such as 
Soil Mechanics and Forest Recreation 
Management. But there are many 
others offered, as diverse as History 
of Architecture, Social Psychology, 
and Growth-Learning Process, show­
ing the wide diversity of fields in­
volved. Interdisciplinary cooperation 
is encouraged in the physical, biologi­
cal, and social aspects involved in 
environmental research, teaching and 
public service. Professor Harold Borns 
is Special Assistant to the President 
for Environmental Studies for the Fall 
Semester.

COURSE FOR POLICE IN 
CONSTITUTIONAL LAW

Dr. Eugene A. Mawhinney, head of 
the political science department, is 
the instructor of a nine-week course 
being offered this fall in Belfast, in­
tended for those engaged in enforcing 
the criminal law.

The development of the federal 
constitution and the history of the Bill 
of Rights will be surveyed, and em­
phasis will be on recent court inter­
pretations and trends. Among the 
topics will be history of constitutional 
provisions, free speech, free press and 
freedom of assembly, arrest, search 
and seizure, wire tapping and eaves­
dropping, interrogations and con­
fessions, self-incrimination, and civil 
rights and civil rights legislation.

YOUNG WOMAN JOINS CAMPUS
POLICE FORCE

A woman patrolman has been 
added to the campus police force, the 
first in the history of UMO. Mrs. Mil­
dred Cannon, a 1969 graduate of 
UMO, shares the duties of the other 
eleven patrolmen, including traffic 
control, investigation, answering com­
plaints, and taking speaking engage­
ments.

Mrs. Cannon will be of special ser­
vice in cases involving women stu­
dents. Having been herself so recently 
a student, she hopes to be able to as­
sist the police force and students in 
their communication with each other.

PULP AND PAPER SCHOLARSHIPS

One hundred eight scholarships 
and grants amounting to $42,750 
have been awarded by the University 
of Maine Pulp and Paper Foundation 
for the fall semester to UMO students 
preparing to enter the pulp and paper 
and allied industries.

Twenty-four are for students taking 
the fifth-year paper management op­
tion program, and provide full tuition 
plus $1,100 for one year.

Eighty-six recipients are Maine res­
idents, eleven are from Mass., five are 
from New York, three from New Jer­
sey, and one each from Delaware, 
Ohio and Pennsylvania.

OUTREACH OF UMO COOPERATIVE 
EXTENSION SERVICE

State Program Coordinator O. Lewis 
Wyman describes six major areas of 
current Extension activities: Youth, 
Family Life, Community Development 
and Social Welfare, Agriculture, 
Maine Indians, and Civil Defense.

Youth programs are particularly 
successful. A film, school bulletins, 
and tours are all being offered to as­
sist in career planning. Programs of 
sex education and drug abuse are 
available. Summer camps have been 
held state-wide, serving many low- 
income families. Inner-city children 
have been brought in to live briefly 
with rural families. Upward Bound 
has conducted summer educational 
programs for some 60 Maine young 
people (five of them Maine Indians) 
from disadvantaged backgrounds.

Homemaking skills are being im­
proved in low-income families: class 
topics include making over clothing, 
best use of donated foods, health care, 
family planning, and improved hous­
ing. Men are learning trades. One wo­
man has organized a homemaker 
group to teach homemaking skills. 
Day camp centers have been estab­
lished with activities including reme­
dial tutoring, counseling, educational 
trips, and recreation.

In the community development 
area, the citizens of one town decided 
to ask the town to take over and 
modernize the community water facil­
ity as the result of information pre­
sented at a public meeting conducted 
with the assistance of Extension per­
sonnel. Community recreation facili­
ties in Aroostook County continue to 
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expand with the help of Extension 
specialists, with projects under way 
in 14 towns.

In agriculture, Extension's efforts to 
convince potato farmers to handle 
fertilizer in bulk form are paying off, 
resulting in a $3.50 per ton saving. 
Mechanical harvesting, another Ex­
tension promotion, is increasing. Ex­
tension specialists continue to work 
with farmers on modernizing storage 
facilities and in using newly-devel­
oped harvesting and handling tech­
niques to reduce losses caused by 
bruising.

Finally, in civil defense, a computer 
program to analyze radiation shield­
ing in structures has been adapted to 
University of Maine computers. Also, 
a university-built Rural Civil Defense 
radiological display unit is being used 
throughout the state to illustrate the 
effectiveness of different building ma­
terials against radio-active fallout.

PARENTS AND FRIENDS

BOULANGER MEMORIAL FUND

Leo W. Boulanger, Professor of En­
tomology, died suddenly in Orono on 
July 2. The "Memorial Entomological 
Library Fund" has been established in 
his memory. It is to become a part of 
the University of Maine Foundation, 
and interest earned will be used to 
supplement dollars used for the pur­
chase of books and periodicals in the 
field of Entomology. Contributions are 
being received through the Alumni Of­
fice or in care of the Department of 
Entomology, Deering Hall. Checks 
may be made out to the Boulanger 
Memorial Fund and are income tax 
deductible.

TAX SEMINAR

A one-day seminar to discuss the 
Tax Reform Act of 1969 as it affects 
charitable giving was sponsored by 
the University of Maine at Orono De­
velopment Office on Saturday, Sep­
tember 26.

Arranged by Dr. Harold Chute, 
director of development, and Thomas 
Harper, assistant director, the semi­
nar featured a morning panel session 
with Willard H. Linscott, vice presi­
dent and trust officer of the Merrill 
Trust Company; Merrill Bradford of 
the law firm of Eaton, Peabody, Brad­
ford and Veague; and Professor Ed­
win Heisler of the University of Maine 
Law School.

Invited to attend were attorneys, 
accountants, trust officers and univer­
sity and college development officers 
in Maine's seven northeastern coun­
ties.

KELLOGG FOUNDATION GRANT

The W. K. Kellogg Foundation has 
awarded a second grant this year to 
the University of Maine. A grant of 
$32,500 was received in August in 
support of regionally significant con­
tinuing education programs. The 
funds are being used to develop an 
in-service training program for ad­
ministrators and staffs associated 
with social service programs for dis­

advantaged people. This program, 
being carried out through institutions 
of higher education in New England, 
will include on its faculties directors 
of national associations involved with 
urban problems as well as faculty 
members in New England.

FORD FOUNDATION GRANT 
FOR ENVIRONMENTAL STUDY

The Ford Foundation has awarded 
a $79,000 grant to the University of 
Maine at Orono for the creation of an 
institute which will study the chang­
ing environments of the lower Penob­
scot River area. The area to be cov­
ered in the study, effective from Sep­
tember 1, 1970 to August 31, 1972, 
extends from Indian Island, above Old 
Town, to the head of Penobscot Bay 
in the vicinity of Turtle Head on Isles- 
boro Island.

The project, being administered by 
the Center for Environmental Studies, 
is under the coordination and leader­
ship of Edgar A. Imhoff, director of 
the Maine Water Resources Center.

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Too young to be part of the older 
generation, too old to be part of the 
younger, the Class of 1 955 should be 
something of a bridge across the gen­
eration gap. But is it? Or is it already 
balding complacently into middle 
age?

Reunion chairman Joseph T. Rigo 
wanted to find out. He proposed a 
survey of the class as a feature of 
its 15th reunion in June. He asked 
the journalism students of Professor 
Brooks W. Hamilton what questions 
they would like answered by some of 
the over-thirty crowd.

Then he put together a four-page 
questionnaire: What, fellow '55ers, 
do you think about the country to­
day? How do you feel about youth? 
Campus rebels? The Vietnam War 
and the draft? The drug scene? The 
Nixon Administration? Motherhood? 
Dear old Maine, State of and Univer­
sity of?

Of the 400-plus questionnaires sent 
to class members, 109 were returned, 
a response of about 25%, considered 

good by most polling standards. As 
a member of Mr. Rigo's committee, I 
agreed to receive, tabulate, and at­
tempt to analyze the returns. The first 
reply was prophetic: Under "com­
ments", the classmate had written: 
"Sure glad I don't have to wade 
through all this!"

It took some wading, but it was 
interesting. Other classes might find 
the project worth trying, not only as 
a barometer of thinking among their 
age group, but as a way of generat­
ing some class interest. We claim no 
scientific accuracy either as to com­
position of the questions or the inter­
pretation of the answers. But we do 
feel we have been able to draw a 
composite picture of the Class of 1955 
in its 15th year "out in the world". For 
whatever they are worth, here are our 
findings.

Most of us are 36 or 37 years old 
(the eldest woman classmate to reply 
was 65, the eldest man, 59, and there 
were a few "babies" of 35). We are 
nearly all (90%) married—happily, it 

appears, for only three reported they 
had been divorced, an enviable rec­
ord in light of the national average. 
We have 2.9 children, many of whom 
are reaching or are already into their 
teens.

Few of the women hold full-time 
jobs, though many are working part 
time. Women's Lib is not a burning 
issue, apparently, for most feel they 
should remain at home to be with 
their children. The men agree. About 
half, men and women, feel a woman's 
place is in the home, while a third 
feel that if a woman wants to work 
she should not be denied the oppor­
tunity.

Most of us (60%) live in the suburbs, 
quite a few (30%) in rural areas and 
only a smattering (10%) in the city. 
Nearly 90% are buying our own 
homes.

Professionally, the men are ad­
vancing nicely into middle and upper 
management positions, with salaries 
to match. Interestingly, many who 
have chosen to remain in Maine are 
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doing better financially than their 
classmates in the rest of New Eng­
land. Earnings of those outside the 
area are a notch above. The bulges in 
the profiles: Maine, $1 4,000-$l 8,000; 
rest of New England, $11,000- 
$14,000; outside New England, 
$1 8,000-$22,000.

The questionnaire was in the mail 
before the Cambodian thrust this 
spring and reached class members at 
about the time GIs were crossing the 
border. Thus, Indochina was on peo­
ple's minds as they prepared their 
answers. Even so, it would not have 
been surprising that a majority 
thought the involvement in Southeast 
Asia was this country's biggest cur­
rent problem.

Neither is it too surprising that 
pollution of our environment ranked 
as second most important. Third was 
civil rights, and fourth, poverty. Asked 
to list other problems, class members 
cited student unrest, a breakdown of 
law and order, the population ex­
plosion, deterioration of family life— 
and, "radical professors".

Was our country right in going into 
Vietnam in the first place? A shade 
over half said yes, a third said no, 
and the rest did not reply on this 
point. Once committed, did we pursue 
the war hard enough? About 60% 
said no, while 10% said we had pur­
sued it too hard, and 8% that we ap­
plied about the right amount of force.

About three quarters of us would 
not oppose the drafting of our sons 
into military service—and a quarter of 

these would have them go "eagerly". 
Five classmates would encourage 
their sons to appeal for review, five 
would urge them to head for Canada, 
three would rather see them serve in 
jail than in Vietnam. Six feel the de­
cision should rest with their sons them­
selves.

We are about evenly split on 
whether the draft should be abolished 
in favor of an all voluntary military. 
A majority feel the draft should be re­
formed, but don't know how it can be 
done. Most of us are not eager, how­
ever, to extend women's "rights" to 
military conscription — but 16 class­
mates (four of them women) think fe­
males should be drafted.

Should 18-year-olds be given the 
vote? More than half, 55%, said yes, 
41% said no. Regarding the "drug 
problem" among young people, near­
ly half think it is underemphasized, 
while a third think it is getting about 
the attention it deserves. A few feel 
it is being overemphasized. Two thirds 
of us do not feel we know enough 
about the problem, while about a 
quarter feel we do. Six class mem­
bers owned up to having smoked 
marijuana (one under clinical condi­
tions).

We seem to be a bit cynical about 
the presidency of Richard M. Nixon, 
responding to an invitation to com­
ment on his administration's biggest 
successes with remarks like, "What 
success?" and, "Just getting elected." 
Nevertheless, two thirds of us would 
vote for him again. Another quarter 

would not; the rest kept their political 
silence. We find his biggest failings 
to be the continuing war in Indochina 
and his lack of success in beating 
back inflation.

Two thirds of us are active in our 
community organizations, and are 
regular church goers. Most of us are 
about as religious as we were when 
we left college, and some (31%) are 
more religious. A few (15%) are less 
religious.

For the most part, we favor the 
consolidation of the state colleges 
into the "super university". About 
60% think today's students are re­
ceiving a better education than we re­
ceived. However, about the same 
number think the education we re­
ceived was "good", while about a 
third feel it was "average", and 5% 
that it was "mediocre".

Wherever we may be, we still hold 
Maine dear. If we are living away, 
we would like to reside in Maine, 
were it professionally possible. Many 
of us journey "home" as often as we 
can, on vacations or whenever else 
the opportunity arises. We urge pres­
ent students to stay if they can, as 
many of us wish we could have.

A bridge across the generation 
gap? The survey results do not pro­
vide an overwhelming body of evi­
dence that the Class of 1955 can lay 
claim to that distinction. Maybe some 
of us are still "tuned in" to the youth 
scene, but most seem to be standing 
firmly on the Establishment banks of 
the great divide.

1920 GEORGE ALVA POTTER, 71, recipient in 
June of this year of the General Alumni Service 
Emblem, the highest award granted to an alumnus, 
died August 19 in a Boston hospital. He was born 
May 18, 1899 in Mystic, Connecticut.
Affectionately known as “Kid” Potter, his activities 
on behalf of the University of Maine have been 
many and varied. He was past president of the 
Black Bear Club of Greater Boston, a past mem­
ber of the Alumni Association Council, Council’s 
executive committee, the Annual Alumni Fund 
Committee, and president and class agent for the 
Class of 1920. He had served as chairman of special 
gifts in Eastern Massachusetts for the Arthur A. 
Hauck Building Fund, chairman of the New York 
Metropolitan Area for the Memorial Gymnasium 
Fund and was the first chairman of the Annual 
Alumni Fund committee in 1960. He was very active 
in the University of Maine Alumni Club in Boston. 
He received a B.A. degree in Economics from the 
University of Maine in 1920. He was a member 
of the Senior Skulls, Phi Eta Kappa Fraternity and 
Sigma Delta Chi honorary fraternity.
Mr. Potter was with the Liberty Mutual Insurance 
Company for 43 years, as claims investigator and 
adjustor, and later as claims manager in Wilming­
ton, Delaware; Albany, New York; and Newark, 
New Jersey. He also served as Chief Adjustor for 
the company in Chicago, New York and Boston; 
and in New England as Division Claims Manager. 
In 1950 he became assistant to the president of the 
company. He assumed additional duties in 1954 as 
assistant treasurer, and in 195-6 as secretary of the 
company. He retired in 1965 as Corporate Secretary 
and assistant to the president. He served in the U.S. 
Navy during World War I.
He is survived by his wife Helen (Clark) Potter, a
1921 graduate of the University of Maine; one son 
Clark Potter of Brewster, Mass.; one daughter, Mrs. 
Frank (Joan) Robart of Needham, Mass.; one sister, 
Mrs. John Brady of Mystic, Conn.; and three 
grandchildren.

1903 EDEE GAMMON CROWE (MRS. JOSEPH 
W.), 90, of Boise, Idaho on August 9, 1970 in 
Boise, Idaho. Born in Presque Isle she attended the 
University of Maine for one year. She taught in the 
Old Town school system for 35 to 40 years.

Commercial Street

Commercial Street today is such a permanent harbor­
side boundary of Portland that it is difficult to realize that 
until 1850 no street existed there. The waterfront was 
bounded by Fore Street—narrow, paved with round cob­
blestones, lined with a jumble of grogshops, sailors’ 
boarding houses and a few business establishments. 
Fronting on the docks jutting out into the harbor, 
crowded with oxen-drawn wagons or teams of six to 
eight horses hauling the material of commerce, Fore 
Street became, in the great expansion ptiiod of the 
1840’s, a veritable jungle of movement and confusion.

In 1840 a move was started to fill in the waterfront 
and build a wide street to care for all this commerce. 
Two railroads had established their terminals at either 

end of Fore Street, and the hauling of freight between 
them, plus that destined for the busy ships lying at dock 
awaiting cargo, accounted for much of the traffic snarl.

In its early days Commercial Street suffered regularly 
from high tides seeping through the fill that formed the 
foundation. Cellars flooded and parts of the street at 
times were impassable. The large cobblestones with which 
it was paved were easily dislodged by horses’ hooves, 
and walking across the street at any time was a hazardous 
and terrifying experience.

The Island steamers, a new Atlantic service to Liver­
pool, and other increased activity soon made Commer­
cial Street truly the “commercial way” of Portland.
