Post Cards from Egypt: A horse with no name

I inhaled sharply, causing the others to turn toward the
sight. Soon, excited voices filled the air, "Look, the pyra-
mids!" The voices were only muffled by the sounds of cam-
eras being hastily pulled out. It is my third night in Cairo, and
the other students in the shuttle bus and I are going for a twi-
light horseback ride near the pyramids of Giza. •

The sun has set, yet the narrow streets are bumper-to-
bumper, three lanes of traffic on a road built for two. A
plethora of shops line the street, each one bearing the name of
a famous pharaoh or goddess from ancient Egypt, names that
people the world over will recognize. I am a combination of
excited, filled with anticipation and fear — I cannot remem-
ber the last time I rode on any four-legged animal.
We arrived at the meeting place. The scent of horses and

camels filled the air. I am given a sturdy horse, whose name I
was never told, and a 12-year-old guide boy to help me and
another person along. We started on our journey through a
very poor street, run down homes leaning against the fence
that surrounds the Giza Plateau. My guide, Omar, sat on the
neck of the other person's horse, speaking surprisingly good
English and giving us a bit of information about the pyramids.
I paid little attention, for as we rode through the dark desert,

I was convinced that I was going to die. That horse,
however, did not let me down.
We made our way across the sand dunes with little

light to guide our way, and the
pyramids in the distance
behind the fence.
Omar, one of the old-
est guides in the
group, continued to
make small talk with his
passenger between yelling at
another boy in Arabic and
telling people, "Let's go!"

Our destination was a small shack
on a hill overlooking the pyramids, with a fire for
light. The wind carried the sand softly, not enough to
be inconvenient, but enough to be noticed. Blue, red,
white and yellow lights shone on the pyramids, creat-
ing a beautiful effect. I attempted to get pictures; but
they came out blurry. I had my picture taken with the
horse — after which the man who took the picture
asked if I wanted some horse hair. I declined. I sat
down and looked at the pyramids and all the times I've
thought about the moment when I could be in Egypt

UMaine mourns "amazing mentor"

Elise Turner, 49, a profes-
sor at the University of
Maine, died Aug. 14, 2008
after a long struggle with
cancer.

Turner devoted her career
to UMaine for 13 years as a

computer science associate professor and served as head
of the computer science program.

Her husband, Roy Turner, also a UMaine professor,
said it is impossible to describe the person she was in just
a few words.

"She was just an amazing woman — she always
enjoyed being around people, laughing, singing; she was

an active member of her church. I think she would like to
be remembered as a professor who cared about her stu-
dents. She was an excellent department head, and pas-
sionate about encouraging and mentoring all her stu-
dents."

Erik Albert, Ph.D. candidate in the computer science
program, was one of Turner's advisees and she was the
chair of his graduate committee. "She was an amazing
adviser and student mentor," Albert said. "I owe a lot of
my teaching style to her guidance."

The Turners ran an artificial intelligence lab at
UMaine. Their last project focused on autonomous under-
water vehicles and communication between the robots
and their human controllers. Turner specialized in intera-
gent communication and was working with her husband
on multiagent systems.
"One of the things that struck me, and most people

when they spoke to her, even for a short time, was that she

was very passionate, not only in her work, but everything
she believed in," said professor Sudarshan Chawathe,
who worked in her department. "She was very busy, but I
got the feeling that no matter how busy she was, she could
always make the time for the things that were important —
she always made sure things got done right.

Joe Carr, director of University Relations said Turner
was "certainly someone who was well liked and respect-
ed as a teacher."

Turner received her doctorate from Georgia Tech and
taught at the University og New Hampshire before com-
ing to UMaine in 1995 to teach and continue researching
artificial intelligence and natural language processes.

She was also a member of the ACM and IEEE com-
puter science professional societies and the Association
for the Advancement of Artificial Intelligence.
A funeral service was held Aug. 18 at the All Souls

Congregational Church in Bangor.

General Student Senate (GSS) welcomed the
school year with seven new senators, one officer
and an executive in the first two meetings.

James Lyons, who served as vice president of
Student Government last semester under former
president Steve Moran, took his oath of office
Sept. 2. Lyons became vice president in January
2008 following the resignation of former presi-
dent Bill Pomerleau.
"My goal as student body president is to

increase student representation in both student
government as a body as well as the university
as a whole while working to insure that student
voices are constantly heard and that the issues
of students are never overlooked," Lyons said.

Lyons also announced that he selected Erica
Paradis to succeed him as vice president of GSS.
Paradis accepted her appointment at last
Tuesday's meeting.

hope to strengthen the communication
between students and the Senate," Paradis said
of her goals for this year. "I want to keep stu-
dents informed of what we do."

For the past three years, Paradis has been a
member of Residents on Campus, most recently
serving as its vice president last year. She was
never a senator, but has worked closely with
GSS as the ROC representative to cabinet meet-
ings.
"A lot of thought went into selecting the vice

president," Lyons said. "I worked with Steve

[Moran' and all the current executive board and
came up with a list of potential candidates. We
discussed each thoroughly before deciding on
Erica Paradis. We felt she had the qualifications
given her experience in ROC. She has a strong
track record and all of us felt comfortable work-
ing with her."

Paradis' first act as vice president was to
swear in the six newest senators. Brian Harris,
Sushil Khadka, Derek Jones, Cynthia Hunter,
Matthew Ducharme, Owen McCarthy and Chris
Harmon filled all but three of the open seats in
GSS.

All senators will be up for re-election this
year. Each senator represents an academic col-
lege at UMaine, with the number of senators
from each college depending on the number of
students enrolled in each program.

According to the standing rules, senators who
leave mid-term can be replaced by a student
from any college, as long as that potential sena-
tor collects the necessary signatures, is nominat-
ed by the vice president and receives approval
from the GSS. For this reason, some senators
represent colleges they are not enrolled in.

During re-election, senators may only cam-
paign for seats within their college, meaning
some senators could lose their seats this semes-
ter. Campaigns will begin Sept. 18 and end Oct.
I. Elections are scheduled for Oct. 2.

In other business, the senate also elected
Senator Brian Bink to the office of Sergeant at

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Peace rally Zipcar program revoked after
on Saturday students "voted with their feet"

Peace activists from across the state will descend
upon Bangor this Saturday to call elected officials and
candidates for office to End The War, Build The
Peace, and Rebuild the Economy. The rally, at Paul
Bunyan Park, will be at 1 p.m.

Chiefly sponsored by The Peace and Justice
Center of Eastern Maine and co-sponsored by more
than 30 groups from around the state, the rally will
include speakers and music.

"There is so much concern about the [presidential.'
candidates and personalities that it's important to
remember that we're spending billions to occupy
Iraq. It's time to bring the troops home and find bet-
ter ways to spend all that money," said Ilze Petersons,
program coordinator for the Peace and Justice Center.

Performers at the event include Larry and Leslie
Latour, Judd Esty-Kendall, Marsha Lyons and Cora
Rose. Speakers include Mary Trotochaud, who lived
in Iraq after the invasion and Hosain Aghamoosa, an
Iranian University of Maine student. Also speaking
will be labor-activist Katrina Bisheimer, Bangor
social worker Doug Crate, Veterans for Peace mem-
ber Al Larson, and the Rev. David Grainger from the
Orono Methodist Church.

Aghamoosa, a sophomore history and Spanish
major, will speak at the rally about his perception of
U.S. policy toward Iran, Iraq' and Afghanistan and
what changes should be made.

"I think my perspective will help. I have been
exposed to a different culture, one that most people
only see on television. It helps to hear it from some-
one who knows a little more and in a different way:"

The connection between labor and the war may not
be immediately apparent, but to Bisheimer, it is.

"This war is fought on the backs of the working
class and working poor," she said. "When Americans
lose their jobs and move into poverty, they often have
no choice but to join the Army, much in the way that
impoverished Iraqis join the insurgency. The working
class is really paying for this war. The taxes on the
rich have dropped and dropped, while the taxes on the
working class stay the same. We finance this thing."

After the rally, people can "peace walk" to the
Hammond Street Church in Bangor to hear Amy
Goodman, host of Democracy Now! speak at 3 p.m.
The talk is presented by WERU, a community radio
that has broadcasted Democracy Now! since 1996.
The event will be broadcast live.
"Amy has been here a few times in recent years

and always gets a huge turnout," said Amy Brown,
news director at WERU.

Goodman was recently arrested outside the
Republican National Convention in St. Paul. "I imag-
ine she will probably speak about it. She's very free-
form when she gives talks and open to answering
questions. I'm sure she'll talk about the implications
of journalists getting arrested."

Brown hopes that the election season will bring
even more people to the talk, stating "There are a lot
of people still wondering what they'll do on Ejection
Day, and an informed democracy is the only way that
democracy works."

Bisheimer agrees. "Everyone is more energized
and willing to go to events like these. Weather is the
only wild card."

On Aug. 21 the acting president of the student body, with the
consensus of the Student Government (SG) executive board, ter-
minated the Zipcar program, a rental-car service on campus.

James Lyons, the then acting president, said the Zipcar pro-
gram was not utilized enough to justify the expenses, even when
SG cut the program from two cars, a 2007 Mazda 3 and a lOyota
Prins, to just the hybrid.
"We ended the Zipcar program because it wasn't serving stu-

dents the way we hoped it would," Lyons said. "We weren't
meeting our goals or Zipear's Corporate goals."

Zipcar, a Web-based car rental company, leases vehicles to
organizations. Students and faculty can then sign up to use the
vehicle for a fee of $7 per how. The program  
did not require the driver to pay for gas or
insurance. The program is free to the organiza-
tion if it meets the usage requirements. The
University of Maine was not meeting the
approximate six hour per day quota. This
meant SG had to pay more than $1,(XX) each
month — more thaii originally allocated by the
General Student Senate.
"As of July 200g, Zipcar costs have totaled

$11,542.15, which is $3,542.15 more than
what was allocated to Zipcar throughout the
year and $6,542.15 more than what was origi-
nally allocated for the program. These numbers

over the summer. "I referred to it as being a baby. When you 'lava
a baby you don't throw it in your living mom and tell it to grow
up and supixwt itself; it needs nurturing and support, and eventu-
ally it will support itself," he said. "The time really wasn't put into
it, especially over the summer. I think that led to the financial state
it was in."

Zipcar was brought to campus in the fall of 2007 to help
reduce the need for students to park on campus. Students needed
a license and to have no more than two incidents, including mov-
ing violations and accidents in the past three years.

Zipcar estimates that each of its vehicles takes 19 cars off the
mad. When the program grows, the company sends another
Zipcar — up to 22 cars. If the program had grown to this level at
U Maine it may have freed more than 400 parking spaces. if 10
percent of residents on campus used it.

According to Alan Stoimann, the assistant

do not include Zipcar costs for Aug. 2008, nor do they include
Zipcar program cancellation casts," vice president of Financial
Affairs for SG Justin Labonte said.

"Students voted with their feet— it wasn't being used as much
as it should." Lyons said 120 people signed up for the program,
but most of the participants did not regularly use the service.

Lyons explained that Maine was not conducive to the Zipcar
program, which has gained popularity in cities.

Derek Mitchell, the former vice president of Student
Entertainment who brought Zipcars on campus, disagrees.
Mitchell cited Bates, The University of New England and
Bowdoin as examples that Zipcar can work in Maine. "They all
have campuses a quarter of our size and they are supporting two
Cars each," Mitchell said.

The difference between the other Maine universities that have
Zipcar and UMaine is that Bates, UNE and Bowdoin's adminis-
trations support the program financially — not their student gov-
ernments.
"SG at UMaine took a cutting edge role in the implementation

of (he program. At other schools, the universities took a more
leading role, and 1 think that was an untapped area as well. The
university at first was reluctant to contribute because of the finan-
cial tough times the system is in," Mitchell said. He said the pro-
gram could have been more successful with a financial boost
from UMaine's administration.

Mitchell thinks the lack of use stemmed from ixior marketing

director for parking and transportation services,
there are enough parking spots on campus for
students, although they may have to hunt a little
for the spot. Stormann was nonetheless disap-
pointed to hear of the termination of the pro-
gram.

"It's not a matter of adequate parking spaces,
it's a matter of green initiative. It's reducing the
greenhouse gases. That's why we're trying to
reduce the amount of cars on campus,"
Stormann said. "It provides a meaningful alter-
native to bringing vehicles to campus if you
only have an occasional need for a vehicle."

Zipcar was funded by the student activity fee that
each student pays, but that was not enough. "Money has been
pulled from other parts of SG to help the program limp along,"
Lyons said.
"lamp" is probably a good word to describe U Maine's Zipcar

program. The vehicles were in and out of maintenance on a reg-
ular basis after a string of accidents that began when a deer ran
into the Mazda 3. The Pius was then involved in an inclement-
weather accident. The last incident involved an unattended pick-
up truck that slipped out of gear and rolled across the MCA park-
ing lot into the Prins. The three accidents put the cars into repair
shops and out of student hands, which may have contributed to
the lack of use.

"Having simultaneous car accidents within a one-month peri-
od was devastating, and that came at a time when the usage was
getting strong. It was almost like starting over again," Mitchell
said, "but I think we were on the right track."

is to make the BAT bus schedule more readable
to Maine students who may not be public-trans-
portation savvy. "Nobody knows how it runs,"
Lyons said. He hoped to ride the bus to Bangor
but admitted he was afraid of misreading the
charts and landing in the wrong place.

Another option is expanding a staff and facul-
ty-only carpooling program to include commuter
students. This program allows carpoolers to buy
parking permits at reduced rates.

More distant plans include building parking
garages, but that is at least 20 years away.

was accepted to the
University of
Maine's higher edu-
cation program

where he will work with student organi-
zations as a graduate assistant.

Moran's original plan was to finish his
presidential term by taking an additional
major in history. "I tried to tailor it so I
could stay in the presidency to help with
the stability of Student Government, but
other opportunities presented them-
selves," he said.

Like Lyons, Moran took office when
former president William Pomerleau
resigned. Pomerleau got the position
when former president Priyanth
Chandrasekar resigned because of his
acceptance into the London School of
Economics with a scholarship. Pomerleau
then ran and was elected by student vote
into his seat until his resignation in
December of last year.

Moran called the early resignations,
and therefore unelected student body pres-
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idents, "a string of bad luck." He agreed a
lot of the issue is in the scheduling.
"By the time you've built the connec-

tions and leadership roles you're getting to
the end of your collegiate career," he said.

Lyons' experience includes being the
vice president of SG last semester, and a
senator from spring 2007 until the spring
2008. Lyons also worked as an intern for
the Minority Staff of the Senate
Committee on Small Business and
Entrepreneurship in Washington, D.C.
this summer.

"I completely understand students'
frustrations at not having an elected exec-
utive; it frustrates me," Lyons said.

His new vice president agrees.
"I feel that it is unfortunate that James

is the third president, as it is for me to be
in the position of vice president, because
we are here to represent the students by
their votes. And any changes that should
be made I feel should be left up to the stu-
dent body and the General Student
Senate," Paradis said.

More senators and higher
expectations could help SG

The General Student Senate's main priority is to rep-
resent the undergraduate student body at the University
of Maine. To do this, the senate asks potential senators
to collect 25 signatures and to attain the vice president
of Student Government's (SG) approval. The person is
then sworn into his or her seat, as long as the person has
the senate's approval. Pretty basic.

Former SG President Steven Moran — with then
Vice President James Lyons — worked diligently to fill
all the senate's seats. Until the end of last year, the sen-
ate didn't have any concerns about being too full — just
the opposite. Filling 35 seats was a big job the two
eventually succeeded in.

I say good for them. It took a lot of work to get 35
students to dedicate the time and effort into represent-
ing 10,000 or so UMaine undergrads.
Now it has come to the point James Lyons, the new

president of .SG's inbox is filling with inquiries from
prospective senators asking what they need to do to
gain a seat. Problem? The senate reached capacity.

The GSS' constitution allows for anywhere from 35
to 55 senators. Currently, SG standing rules are set at
35. Now the seats are full and more people want in, SG
will have to host senate elections. This means students
would get a ballot with the names of the campaigning
senators. The ballots have traditionally been divided by
college. For instance, an English student would vote for
the senators running for the position under the College
of Liberal Arts and Sciences.

The other option is this: A senator could bring for-
ward a resolution to punch up the number of available
seats from 35 to 55. If the senate passed this by a two-
thirds vote, this would mean everyone who currently
has a seat and the few extra people who would like to
become senators all have the chance, with no student
vote.

What the decision should come down to is which

solution better represents the students. It is an issue of
quality versus quantity. Do we want more senators to
represent us, or do we want senators to compete for
spots and thereby, hypothetically, have the best repre-
sentatives?

I offer another solution. Let's bump up the seat num-
ber to the maximum, 55, and require more of our sena-
tors. Let's make them collect 100 signatures and
approval of the dean of the college they wish to repre-
sent before they may be sworn into office. How about
making them submit essays to the executive board of
SG that may then accept or reject the application?

I think there are more creative ways to deal with this
situation that are not being explored. The blessing of
student-run government is that it can change. It can be
experimental to see what works. This isn't Washington
D.C., so why not find solutions that work to fit us, the
UMaine student body?

Is it going to be Third
Eye Blind; is it Death Cab for
Cutie?" Gerke also spouted off
John Mayer and 311 in a list of
acts analogous to who will visit
UMaine. "It's definitely a band
that college students are going to
go to."
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The venue is confidential as
well. Trying to get answers out of
Gerke is like conversing with The
Riddler. If the venue won't neces-
sarily be the Alfond Arena or the
temporarily-closed Maine Center
for the Arts, will it be a new spot?

"Could be."
How does the booked act com-

pare to years past?
"There's two instead of one.

Call that raising the bar," Gerke
said. "We're working on our sec-
ond contract right now. I'm confi-
dent these shows are going to do
well."

Then, a break in the mystery:
Gerke revealed that the caliber of
acts performing generally charge
$50 admission — and admission
will come at "all-time low student
rates."

"These shows are going to be
good," added Burkett, who gradu-
ated from UMaine in 2003 with a
bachelor's degree in business and
earned his master's here in 2005 in
higher education and administra-

tion. His surety is in experienced
hands; Gerke worked for the
Cumberland County Civic Center
for several years as the northeast
talent adviser. He booked a Fall
Out Boy show earning more than
$28 per head in merchandise, and
recently returned Bob Dylan and
Cher to Portland. Gerke also
booked Elton John for one of
only three American gigs. At
UMaine, Gerke worked on the
final Bumstock in 2006, the
MTVU Tour, Dashboard
Confessional and Ben Folds with
a resume that stretches as far back
as Gavin Degraw in April, 2005.

Gerke admitted a few items
for sure: the first concert will take
place in the fall semester, will be
announced at least a month prior
to the date. In the meantime,
Rock Against Rape will feature
Mae as its headliner with
Portland-based openers Lost on
Liftoff on Sept. 20.

Aside from occasional big-
name shows, regular student par-
ticipation and six nights of
Campus Activities Board pro-
gramming each week are key
ingredients to the University of
Maine's tremendous campus
involvement.

"We're doing a lot more than
any campus out there, especially
in the northeast. There is no cam-
pus in the northeast that plans
events six nights a week,"
Burkett said. "I go to conferences

and my colleagues ask me, 'How
do you do six nights a week?"

The answer is simple, accord-
ing to Burkett. "We have students
who put their hearts and souls
into this. If not, it wouldn't hap-
pen. Campus Activities Board is
all volunteer. There isn't one stu-
dent who is paid. Students set up,
run and take down the events."

Burkett sticks with what
works, innovating along the way.
"We never do the same thing.

We're always looking to beat
ourselves," Burkett said.

Consider Late Night (typically
suffixed by "in the Union" or "in
the Fieldhouse"), a historically
well-attended event. This semes-
ter's first Late Night, on
Saturday, Sept. 6, was westerned
themed, with new games and
events, and slated to take place
under the stars in Stewart Quad.
Although it was relocated to
Memorial Union due to rain,
more than 2,500 students took

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Design Challenges
Bangor museum aims for local "Project Runway"

Local designers will have their 15
minutes of fame at the University of
Maine Museum of Art's first Fashion
Challenge on Oct. 3. The event
comes in conjunction with UMMA's
new art exhibit, "Celebrities and
Socialites: Photographs by Andy
Warhol," slated to run Oct. 11 to Jan.
7.

According to administrative asso-
ciate, Kathryn Jovanelli, the Fashion
Challenge is a fun way to bring fash-
ion and society together, as well as
something new for the area. The chal-
lenge aims to involve theater and art
students, among others throughout
the community.

According to UMMA airector
George Kinghorn, the Fashion
Challenge came from a collective dis-
cussion to add another dimension to
the art exhibit. Kinghorn has previous
contemporary art museum experi-
ence, and a former intern of his went
on to be a contestant on "Project
Runway." The staff's hope is to
engage a younger audience in
Warhors exhibit of celebrities. The
show's premise showcases a creative
way to interest people in fashion and
other creative displays.

Lead single "In the New
Year" does well to sum up the
theme of loneliness that per-
meates throughout The
Walk men 's fourth studio
album. The song feels written
as if it were a letter to a lover
who is late in returning to the
narrator's side.

somber night of drinking at a
run-down bar. The stories told
are simple, but this assists
their forceful resonance.

Frontman Hamilton
Leithauser tackles his subjects
in several manners: with dark
lamentation on horn-heavy
ballad "Red Moon," with
mock-optimkm in the strained
shouts of, "I know that it's
true/It's going to be a good
year" in "In the New Year."

Here it's as though the
emphatic cries of the chorus
are meant for Leithauser alone
as he tries to convince himself
that his lost lover will be hack
soon.

These beer-soaked words
are backed by an approach to
raw garage rock that adds lay-
ers through an eclectic arsenal
of instruments. In addition to
the standard guitar-bass-
drums formula, The Walkmen
implement string and brass
sections, as well as an organ
and vintage upright piano. The
result sounds like someone
took hipster favorites Arcade
Fire, threw them in the clubs
Tom Waits would have drunk
at in the '70s and told them to
drop that artsy stuff and just
rock.
That sort of bravado is nec-

essary as Leithauser and his
bandmates play each song —
ballads and catchy hits alike —
with a sense of swaggering
characteristic of throwback
rockers. While other retro
bands like fellow New Yorkers
The Strokes are marked by
irony and a single-heavy
repertoire, The Walkmen have
delivered an album that feels
complete and sincerely emo-
tional.

Redemption was the name of the game. The
New England Patriots had something to prove dur-
ing Sunday's match-up against the Kansas City
Chiefs — mostly that they had left their disap- •
pointing Super Bowl loss to the New York Giants
behind them. For the fans, it was about proving
that the Patriots are more than just a one hit won-
der and, despite their loss last season, that they
were still a great team. The Patriots were once
again the favorites to mach the championship
game and everyone in New England was ready for
the ride. Then, on the 15th play of the season,
everything changed.

Following a frustrating fumble by wide receiv-
er Randy Moss, quarterback and reigning NFL
MVP Tom Brady went down and didn't get up.
Instead, he lay on the field clutching his knee and
was eventually escorted off of the field. He was
then replaced on the next drive by backup quarter-
back Matt Cassel. It wasn't until after the game,
that the true nature of Brady's injury became clear.
His knee will require season-ending surgery.
Nothing could be more devastating to the Patriots
and their fans than such an injury, Just like that, the
entire NFL, specifically the AFC East, seemed
wide open.

The New York Jets and the Buffalo Bills are the
most obvious benefactors from the Patriots' loss of
Brady. As the season began, it seemed as though
both promising teams were going to be fighting it
out for the wild-card spot. Now, the division title is
not out of the picture.

The Jets, along with future Hall of Famer Brett
Favre, looked strong in their debut win over the
Miami Dolphins, who seem as though they will be
out of the playoff picture despite an attempted
revival by Bill Parcells. Favre passed for 194 yards
and two touchdowns, one of which was a 56-yard
pass to wide receiver Jerricho Cotchery. With
Favre showing very little rust following a dramat-
ic off-season, which included his retiremenf and
ultimate return, the Jets are shaping up to be a legit-
imate challenger for the AFC East title and will try
to maintain that threat during their game next week
against Cassel and the Patriots.

Meanwhile the Bills, coming off a 2007 season
rife with injuries, opened their season on a signifi-
cant high note, blowing away the Seattle
Seahawks, winners of the NFC West for the past
four years. Nothing played a bigger role in their
rout than their perennially dominant special teams.
Punter Brian Moomian even jumped into the
offensive action, throwing a I 9-yard touchdown
on a fake field goal pass to defensive end Ryan
Denney. Moorman's touchdown was accented by
the other outstanding plays made by the special
teams unit including a 63-yard punt return by
Roscoe Parrish and a fumble recovery by place-
kicker Rian Lindell. If their first game is a sign of
things to come, the Bills may very likely sit atop
the AFC East come playoff time.

Throughout the rest of the AFC. the same
shockwaves are being felt by playoff contenders
with new hope. This past Sunday was a let down
for two teams who looked to be the Patriots' prime
rivals for a bid to the Super Bowl —the
Indianapolis Colts and the San Diego Chargers.
Week one surprises are generally expected, and
these disappointing showings may, in the end, play
no role in the final outcome of the season. One
can't help but see both teams' potential weakness
when it comes to injuries. To compete, the Colts
are going to need a healthy season from quarter-
back Peyton Manning, while the Chargers will
have to cope without star linebacker Shawne
Merriman, who is also sidelined for the remainder
of the 2008 season with two tom ligaments in his
knee.

UMaine football squad goes for second straight win in home opener against Stony Brook

Following a lopsided defeat at
Iowa to open the season, the
University of Maine football team
was in danger of falling to 0-2 last
Saturday when they visited
Monmouth.

Trailing late in the fourth quar-
ter, the Black Bears were faced with
fourth-and-21 at the Hawks' 23-
yard line with the game on the line.

Quarterback Adam Farkes' des-
peration throw to the end zone was
deflected off a UMaine player and
into the hands of tight end Derrick
Buttles for the game-winning
touchdown.
"Some say it was luck, some say

it was execution," said junior cor-
nerback Dominic Cusano. "It was
just good to come back from a loss
with a win."

The Black Bears look to contin-
ue their luck and ride the momen-
tum into Saturday's 6 p.m. home
opener against Stony Brook at
Alfond Stadium. This will be the
first game since a new state-of-the-
art FieldTurf surface was installed
during the summer.

UMaine (1-1) dropped a 30-23
decision in double overtime at
Stony Brook last season.

"[Stony Brook's] a good foot-
ball team," said Head Coach Jack
Cosgrove, who with last week's
victory became UMaine's all-time
winningest coach with 81 wins.

entering his first season as the full-
time starter after beginning last sea-
son as the backup to Michael
Brusko and splitting time through-
out the year.

Farkes threw for a career-high
three touchdowns last weekend and

ran two successful drives late in
both halfs that resulted in scores.

"It was good to see him steady,"
Cosgrove said of his sophomore
signal-caller. "I like the two-minute
drill at the end of each half where
he was right on the money, not only
with his throws, but he made a cou-
ple of nice decisions running the
football."

"That's something with the
improvisation and creativity that
we haven't seen here," he added.
"Perhaps we saw it the last couple
years with [former Walter Payton
Award winner] Ricky Santos of
UNH. That's what separates a good
team and an average team."

After inconsistent quarterback
play from Brusko and Farkes last
year, who tried to fill the void left
by four-year starter Ron Whitcomb,
Farkes has been aided by the quick
development of a new offensive
line and Fluellen, one of the top
backs in CAA.

Fluellen ran for more than 100
yards in the -first two games of the
year and ranks second in the CAA
in rushing.
