To Chas. B. Stuart, Constable of the Town of Belgrade. 

Greeting: 

In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby 
required to notify and warn the inhabitants of the said 
Town of Belgrade qualified by law to vote in town 
affairs, to assemble at Belgrade Grange Hall in said 
town on Monday, the first day of March, A.D. 1926, 
at ten o'clock in the forenoon, to act on the following 
articles, to wit: 

FIRST—To choose a moderator to preside at said 
town meeting. 

SECOND—To choose all necessary officers for the 
ensuing year, including one member of the Cemetery 
Committee. 

THIRD—To see if the town will vote to have one or 
more road commissioners and to choose the same. 

FOURTH—To see if the town will vote "yes" or 
"no" on the question of appropriating money necessary 
to entitle the town to State Aid as provided in Section 
19 of Chapter 25 of the Revised Statutes of 1916. 

FIFTH—To see if the town will appropriate extra 
money for State Aid Highway No. 2 in order to take 
advantage of Section 21, Chapter 25 of the Revised 
Statutes of 1916, as amended by Section 5, Chapter 
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258 Public Laws of 1917, which provides for towns 
making additional appropriations and receiving addi­
tional aid and a bonus, and if so, what sum. 

SIXTH—To see if the town will appropriate and 
raise the sum of Six Hundred Dollars ($600.00) for 
improvement of the section of State Aid Road No. 2, 
as outlined in the report of the State Highway Com­
mission in addition to the amounts regularly raised 
for the care of ways, highways and bridges, the 
amount being the maximum which the town is allowed 
to raise under the provisions of Section 18, Chapter 25 
of the Revised Statutes of 1916. 

SEVENTH—To see if the town will vote to raise 
money and what sum, for the maintenance of State 
and State Aid Highways during the ensuing year, 
within the limits of the town under the provisions of 
Sections 9 and 18 of Chapter 130 of the Public Laws of 
1913 or under the provisions of Section 21 and Chapter 
25 of the Revised Statutes of 1916. 

EIGHTH—To see if the town will grant and raise 
the sum of Seventeen Hundred Dollars ($1,700.00) as 
estimated by the town treasurer to pay interest on the 
town debt for the ensuing year. 

NINTH—To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to grant and raise to be paid on the town debt for 
the ensuing year. 

TENTH—To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to grant and raise for the Support of Poor for the 
ensuing year. 
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ELEVENTH—To see what sum of money the town 
will vote to grant and raise for the support of roads 
and bridges for the ensuing year. 

TWELFTH—To see what sum of money the town 
will grant and raise for snow bills of the winter of 
1925-1926. 

THIRTEENTH—To see what sum of money the town 
will vote to grant and raise to defray town charges 
for the ensuing year. 

FOURTEENTH—To see what sum of money the town 
will vote to grant and raise for cemetery purposes.

TWENTY-NINTH—To see if the town will vote to 
grant and raise the sum of Three Hundred Dollars 
($300.00) to enlarge the Washington School at North 
Belgrade. 

THIRTIETH—To see if the town will grant and 
raise the sum of money necessary to purchase a strip 
of land fifty feet wide at the North end of the High 
School ground. 

THIRTY-FIRST—To see if the town will authorize 
the school committee to sell the Lakeside school-house 
to the best advantage. 

THIRTY-SECOND—To see if the town will authorize 
the school committee to sell the Adams school-house to 
the best advantage. 

THIRTY-THIRD—To see if the town will vote to 
grant and raise Five Hundred and Eight Dollars 
($508.00) to pay the high school teachers six weeks 
back salary to bring the accounts up to date. 

THIRTY-FOURTH—To see if town will vote to grant 
and raise the sum of Two Hundred and Ninety-Eight 
Dollars ($298.00) to complete the payment on the Ford 
truck chassis now being rented of R. E. Hammond on 
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which One Hundred and Sixty-Nine Dollars ($169.00) 
has already been paid in rental. 

THIRTY-FIFTH—To see if the town will vote to grant 
and raise the sum of Three Hundred and Fifty Dollars 
($350.00) and thus receive Three Hundred and Fifty 
Dollars ($350.00) from the State for the purchase of 
a school transport. 

THIRTY-SIXTH—To see if the town will vote to carry 
the High School scholars free of charge on the town 
Busses while running.

FIFTY-SEVENTH—To see if the town will vote to 
accept One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) from Florence 
Colby, the income to be expended on the lot of John 
Partridge in Pine Grove Cemetery. 

FIFTY-EIGHTH—To see if the town will vote to 
accept One Hundred Dollars from the heirs of F. L. 
Tibbetts, the income to be used for the perpetual care 
of his lot. 

FIFTY-NINTH—To see if the town will vote to raise 
the Tax Collector's bond from Five Thousand Dollars 
to Ten Thousand Dollars.
