


In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby re-
quired to notify and warn the Inhabitants of the Town o f  
Blaine, qualified to vote in the town affairs, to assemble at 
the Town Hall, in said Town of Blaine, on the 27th day o f  
March A. D. 1942 at two o’clock in the afternoon to act on 
the following articles, to wit:

Art. 1. To choose a Moderator to preside at said 
meeting.

Art. 2. To see what sum of money the Town wiH 
vote to raise and raise, for general governF’ ™*

Art. 3. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, for fire protection.

Art. 4. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise and raise, for hydrant rental.

Art. 5. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, for the repair and maintenance o f 
Town Roads and Bridges.

Art. 6. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, for maintenance of roads during 
the winter season of 1942-43.

Art. 7. To see what sum the Town will raise and 
appropriate for State Aid road construction (in addition ta 
the amounts regularly raised for the care of ways, high-
ways and bridges) under the provisions of Section 19, 
Chapter 28, Revised Statutes of 1930, or under the provis-
ion of Section 3, Chapter 229, Public Laws of 1937.

Art. 8. To see what sum of money the Town wiir 
vote to raise, and raise, for the maintenance of State and!
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State Aid Highways during the ensuing year within the 
limits of the Town under the provisions of Section nine 
and eighteen of Chapter 28, of the Revised Statutes of 1930.

Art. 9. To see if the Town will vote to raise, and 
raise $209.00 for the maintenance of Third Class Roads or 
to be used in conjunction with the State apportionment for 
the construction of Third Class roads in the Town of Blaine 
in 1942.

Art. 10. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, to pay for lighting the streets in 
Blaine and Robinsons Villages.

Art. 11. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise for repairs on snow removal equip-
ment.

Art. 12. To see if the Town will vote to plow such 
roads as may be accepted by the State Highway Commis-
sion for snow removal or designated by the Town Com-
missioner during the winter of 1942-43.

Art. 13. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, for the purchase of snow fence.

Art. 14. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, for Welfare and Dependent Children 
as follows: Town Paupers; Aid for Dependent Children; 
Board and Care of Children committed to the custody of 
the State.

Art. 15 To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise for Common Schools.



Art. 16. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, for High School Tuition.

Art. 17 To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise and raise for the purchase of school text books.

Art. 18. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, for the purchase of school supplies.

Art. 19. To see what sum of money the Town wil 
vote to raise, and raise, for school repairs.

Art. 20. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise for discounts and abatements.

Art. 21 To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, to pay the salary of the Superin-
tendent of Schools.

Art. 22. To see what sum of money the Town will 
vote to raise, and raise, for a sinking fund designated “Ac-
counts Payable” , this fund to be used for the sole purpose 
of paying the outstanding town indebtedness.

Art. 23. To see if the Town will fix a time when 
taxes shall be due and payable, and will vote to make any 
discount on taxes paid, at such time or times as it may de-
termine, and, if so, what per cent; also fix a time and rate 
of interest to be added upon taxes unpaid.

Art. 24. To see if the Town will authorize the Town 
Commissioner to bring writs of entry for the recovery of 
possession of such parcels of land as have been conveyed 
to the Town for the non-payment of taxes thereon and to 
take any other necessary legal or equitable means to re-
cover the possession of said parcels of land.
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Art. 25 To see if the Town will vote to authorize the 
Town Treasurer at the direction of the Town Commis-
sioner, on behalf of the town, to sell and dispose of any real 
estate acquired by the town for non-payment of taxes there-
on on such terms as the Town Commissioner deems advis-
able, and to execute quit-claim deeds for such property.

Art. 26 To see if the town will vote to raise, and 
raise, a sum of money for the maintenance and care of the 
Tapley Cemetery, so-called, and if so, how much.

The Selectmen hereby give notice that they will be in 
session at the Town Hall at 1.00 P. M., on the day of said 
meeting for the purpose of correcting the list of voters.
