THE WARRANT

HANCOCK ss. STATE OF MAINE.
To Ernest L. Osgood, a constable of the town of Bluehill, in
said County, GREETINGS:

In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby directed
to notify and warn the inhabitants of said town, qualified by
law to vote in town affairs, to meet in the Town Hall, in said
Bluehill, on Monday, March 7, 1932, at nine o’clock in the fore-
noon, to act on the following articles, to wit:

Article 1 To choose a moderator to preside at said town
meeting.

To choose a clerk for the ensuing year.

3 To hear and act on reports of town officers for the past
year.

4 To see if the town will vote to combine the offices of tax
collector and treasurer and fix the compensation for the
same.

5 To choose selectmen, assessors, overseers of the poor,
auditor and treasurer. =

6 To choose collector of taxes, vote his compensation and
fix the date when taxes shall become due.

To choose all other town officers.

8 To see if the town will fix the compensation of the select-
men,assessors, ovei'seers of the poor, treasurer, auditor,
road commissioner, labor and teams and trucks on the
highways.

9 To see what sum of money the town will appropriate and
raise to defray salaries, current expenses, support of
poor, repairs on schoolhouses, supplies and text-books,
common schools and free high school.

10 To see if the town will vote “Yes” or “No” on the ques-
tion of appropriating and raising money necessary to
entitle the town to State-aid road as provided by sec-
tion 20, chapter 28, Revised Statutes.

11 To see if the town will appropriate and raise the sum of
$2,800.00, for State-aid road, the same to be expended
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in accordance with section 27, chapter 28, Revised
Statutes, and known as “The Three-Town Act”.

To see what sum of money, if any, the town will vote to
appropriate and raise in accordance with provisions of
sections 26 to 32, inclusive, of chapter 28, Revised
Statutes, for the construction of a State-aid highway,
beginning at the town line of Penobscot and Bluehill on
route 106 and extending in a generally southeasterly di-
rection to Bluehill village; thence over route 175, as now
routed, through the towns of Bluehill, Brooklin, Sedg-
wick and Brooksville; over route 176, through the towns
of Sedgwick and Brooksville.

To see what sum, if any, the town would recommend to
take from the joint State-aid account for the purpose
of applying bituminous surface treatment to State-aid
road built within the last five years, in accordance with
the provisions of chapter 271, P. L. 1931

To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the
sum of $2,800 for State-aid road, the same to be ex-
pended under section 22, chapter 28, Revised Statutes.

To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the
sum of $732, for improvements of the State highway as
outlined in the report of the State Highway Com-
mission.

To see if the town will vote to appropriate and raise a
sum of money (not less than $1,000) for maintenance
of patrol of State-aid road during the ensuing year
within the limits of the town, under section 18, chapter
25 R. S. 1916.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate a sum >f
money to comply with the laws governing third-class
highways.

To see what sum of money the town will raise and ap-
propriate for winter roads.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate a sum of
money to purchase calcium chloride, and apply the
same in sections of the town where the houses are not
more than 200 feet apart for a distance of a quarter of
a mile.

To see if the town will enter an agreement with the State
Highway Commission to tar the following sections of
the road: From Stanley’s store to Bunker’s Comer, on
bath sides of the road; from the Academy down to the
turn by the fire house, the whole road; also to vote to
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appropriate and to raise a sum of money sufficient to
pay for the same.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate a sum of
money for the support of highways and bridges.

To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the
sum of $2,000; $1,000 of which to be used for tarring the
road already built and $1,000 for further construction of
the third-class road at East Bluehill, beginning at the
residence of IT " J';s heirs.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate the sum of
$10,000 for highways and bridges; $5,000 of this sum to
be spent in building a permanent piece of road, com-
mencing at corner of Main and Union streets and ex-
tending to Beech Hill schoolhouse.

To see if the town will vote and appropriate a sum of
money to grade and tar from Bunker’ corner up Ten-
ney hill to the Bluehill Inn.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate a sum of
money for the purchase of a new road machine.

To see if the town will instruct the selectmen to dispose
of the old town trucks.

To see if the town will vote to discontinue one of the
cross aisles in Seaside cemetery, that it is now impos-
sible to use, thus allowing six or eight additional lots to
be sold.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate the sum of
$300 for the upkeep of village cemeteries.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate the sum of
$50 for South Bluehill cemetery.

To see if the town will accept the following sum of money :
$500, the interest of which to be used for the perpetual
care of the following named lots in Seaside cemetery:
The N. F. Twining lot, the Charles D. Miller lot and the
Leroy Grindle lot.

To see what sum of money the town will raise and ap-
propriate for the following purposes: Street lights, fire
department, forest fires, Memorial Day, mothers’ pen-
sions, dental clinic and four-town nursing service.

To see what sum of money the town will vote to raise and
appropriate for sidewalks and see what instructions, if
any, the town will give the selectmen.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate sums of
money for the following: Rent of Bluehill academy
($120), support of East Bluehill library ($50); and see if
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the town will authorize the superintending school com-
mittee to make a contract with the trustees of Bluehlll-
George Stevens academy for tuition of secondary stu-
dents.

To see if the town will appropriate and raise a sum of

money to pay notes, interest due and insurance on the
town hall, 1932.

To see if the town will authorize the selectmen and treas-
urer to make a temporary loan if necessary.

To see if the town will instruct the board of selectmen to
purchase all town fuel by competitive bids.

To see if the town will raise and appropriate the sum of
$300, providing the Bluehill Country club will raise the
sum of $200, and the State will add $150, for the pur-
pose of fighting the white pine blister rust.

To see if the town will vote to change the street light near
the Electric Light Company’ plant on Green’s hill to a
location near the primary school on Pleasant street, at
no expense to the town.

To see if the town will vote to accept as a gift the piano
in town hall now owned by the Bluehill Moving Picture
Company.

To see if the town will vote to have the boundary lines
established between the land of W. I. Partridge and the
town wharf property.

To see if the town will accept the names as drawn as
jurors by the selectmen to serve for the next three
years.

To see if the town will raise the sum of $600 for the pur-
pose of putting flush closets and septic tanks in the
town hall—the work to be let out by competitive bids.

To transact any other business that may legally come be-
fore said meeting.

The selectmen hereby give notice that they will be in ses-
uon at their office at eight o’clock in the forenoon on the day
of said meeting, for the purpose ofrevising and correcting the
list of voters.
