Wilhelm guides readers to the subtle or explicit standards connections with sidebar 
references. 

The experiences are about struggling, yet making strides toward better practice, what 
worked and what didn't, but most of all, about how exhilarating and exhausting teaching 
well can be, Wilhelm explains. 

"This book shows teachers with problems, but also with the knowledge, expertise and 
freedom to be an independent decision-maker. These are teachers helping students to be 
learners and designers of knowledge, " he says. 

Just as good teaching is dynamic, the standards represent a living document, something 
that constantly changes, according to Wilhelm. "Far from being the final word, the 
standards encourage and leave a lot of room for individual decision-making and action.," 
he says. The specifics are left up to the teachers, and that, Wilhelm em phasizes, 
demonstrates the encouragement of professionalism and the respect the standards try to 
highlight: respect for the learning that occurs through teachers' interaction with students, 
and respect for the complexity and importance of daily decision-m aking in the process 
of teaching. 

Other top teachers in the field selected by the NCTE to author the Standards in Practice 
Series are: Linda K. Crafton, Northwestern University (Grades K-2); Martha Sierra­
Perry, Champaign, Ill., public schools (Grades 3-5); and Peter Smagorinsky, Univers ity 
of Oklahoma (Grades 9-12). 

Wilhelm, a nationally recognized teacher, researcher and author, earned his Ph.D. from 
the University of Wisconsin-Madison. His recent research includes studying how student 
reading and thinking can be supported through the use of art, drama and technolog y. In 
July, he will direct the University of Maine College of Education's first Technology as a 
Leaming Tool Institute, as well as a middle level and secondary literacy institute for 
teachers.
