REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT 
To the Superintending School Committee and 

People of Damariscotta, I submit my annual report of 
the schools. 

Our school year has been of its usual length, 
thirty-six weeks, twelve in the spring, fourteen in the 
fall and ten in the winter with a total enrollment of 109 
pupils. 

The precedent of retaining teachers as long as they 
prove their worth, established years ago in this town is 
to be commended. Our scholars are benefited by a cus-
tom that allows no break in this work by constant 
change of teachers. We are not as fortunate at the 
General Grant school as in the others; on account of 
the scarcity of boarding places these frequent changes 
are unavoidable. 

The State Course of Study was placed in our schools 
at the beginning of the fall term. The schools were 
handicapped in the use of this course on account of the 
lack of text books needed for it, yet even without these 
books the grammar school has been able to fall into the 
course without much hindrance. This is due to the 
knowledge and ability of Miss Marjorie Parsons, 
teacher. 

The State Course of Study, compiled by the best 
educators in the state, includes work from grade one to 
grade eight. Those children who are able to complete 
one grade in a year are advanced to the next until they 
reach the eighth grade where, if the work has been 
done to the satisfaction of both teacher and superin-
tendent, and the report shows the required percent, the 
scholars are given a certificate of entrance to the Acad-
emy ; if the work is not done satisfactorily a state 
examination is taken, thus giving the scholars a second 
chance. Because of these conditions much better work 
has been done in the fall and winter terms than has 
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been done in any previous year of my supervision. 

The school work of the fall term in most instances 
was above the average, although it was somewhat hin-
dered by many holidays. These holidays were not 
taken by the wishes of the teachers. It has been the 
custom for many years to allow two days at the county 
fair. Labor day teachers may, according to the State 
Laws of Maine, close their schools and draw their pay 
as if their schools were in session. The observance of 
Columbus day, October twelve, is given by vote of the 
superintending school committee. The State teachers' 
convention is held in the fall. Teachers may suspend 
their schools for two days in order to attend these 
meetings without forfeiture of pay. 

Owing to the kindness of Miss Gertrude Huston 
the General Grant was opened in the spring when it 
otherwise would have been closed for lack of a teacher. 
Miss Huston should train for a teacher. We were 
fortunate to secure the services of Miss Eleanor Par-
sons in that school for the fall and winter. She cer-
tainly has done well. Those children who were behind 
their grades are now advanced and doing the work with 
confidence. 

Miss Linscott completes one year's work at Round 
Top. The school there and at the General Grant have 
been much hindered this winter by weather conditions. 
It is difficult to find brighter and more interesting 
scholars than some of those at Round Top. Miss 
Linscott has done her best. 

It has been a real sorrow to lose our faithful 
teacher of so many years, Gertrude Dunbar Monk-
house. During her long service parents and pupils 
came to know and appreciate the value of her efforts,, 
and her loving interst in her scholars. It will be long 
before Gertrude Dunbar and her excellent work will be 
forgotten. 
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Fortunately, Mrs. Madeline Hopkins took up the 

work where Mrs. Monkhouse dropped it, and the school 
was carried on without a break, owing to Mrs. Hopkins' 
ability. 

Four pupils from Miss Marjorie Parsons' room 
entered the Academy last fall. Miss Parsons' work for 
a young teacher equals many, and exceeds some of 
teachers of long experience. 

Much needed repairs were made at the village school 
house. Money to put the house at Round Top in good 
condition should be raised this year. 

Because no mention has been made of late about 
the unsanitary conditions of the outbuildings of the 
village school house, is no indication that they do not 
exist. Be sure that the subject it not dropped. It is 
n^t hard to create an interest in any good movement in 
our town except that of the surroundings of our school 
children, and yet they are the best of our town.

In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby 
directed to notify and warn the inhabitants of said 
town of Damariscotta, qualified by law to vote in town 
affairs, to meet in Lincoln Hall in said town, on Monday 
the fifteenth day of March, A. D., 1920, at ten o'clock 
in the forenoon, then and there to act on the following

road commissioners. 

Art. 13. To choose a road commissioner or road 
commissioners. 

Art. 14. To fix the compensation of road com-
missioners, men and teams. 

Art. 15. To see what method the town will vote 
to adopt for the collection of taxes and to fix the com-
pensation of the collector. 

Art. 16. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for sinking fund. 

Art. 17. To see what sum of money the town 
will vote to raise for interest. 

Art. 18. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for hydrant rental. 

Art. 19. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for common schools. 

Art. 20. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for school text books. 

Art. 21. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for repair of school buildings, for insur-
ance and supplies. 

Art. 22. To see if the town will vote to instruct 
the superintending school committee to contract with 
the trustees of Lincoln Academy, or other secondary 
schools for the tuition of scholars of said town of 
Damariscotta, and what sum of money the town will 
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vote to raise for the payment of tuition in standard 
secondary schools. 

Art. 23. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the support of poor. 

Art. 24. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for sidewalks. 

Art. 25. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for fire department, and to see if the town 
will vote to have the same expended in accordance with 
all other town appropriations. 

Art. 26. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for street lights. 

Art. 27. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for snow work and snow bills. 

Art. 28. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for a regular road patrolman, as provided 
by section 27 of chapter 25 of the Revised Statutes. 

Art. 29. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the repair of town highways and 
bridges. 

Art. 30. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the permanent improvement of high-
ways, not designated as state highway or state aid 
highway. 

Art. 31. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the sweeping and cleaning of the 
macadamized portion of Main street. 

Art. 32. To see if the town will vote 'yes" or 
"no" on the question of appropriating and raising 
money necessary to entitle the town to State Aid, as 
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provided in section 19 of chapter 25 of the Revised 
Statutes. 

Art. 33. To see if the town will vote to raise and 
appropriate not exceeding the sum of five hundred 
thirty-three dollars ($533) for the improvement of the 
section of state aid road as outlined in the report of the 
state aid highway commission, in addition to the 
amounts regularly raised and appropriated for the care 
of highways, bridges and ways; the above amount 
being the maximum whicn the town is allowed to raise 
under the provisions of section 18 of chapter 25 of the 
Revised Statutes. 

Art. 34. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for public library. 

Art. 35. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for town clock. 

Art. 36. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the observance of Memorial Day, the 
same to be expended by Harlow Dunbar Post, G. A. R. 

Art. 37. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for current expenses. 

Art. 38. To fix the salary of town officers other 
than the tax collector, and including the sealer of 
weights and measures. 

Art. 39. To see what action the town will take in 
the matter of hydrant rental, claimed to be due from 
the town to the Twin Village Water Company, for use 
of hydrants for the year 1919. 

Art. 40. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for flags and flagstaff's. 

Art. 41. To see if the town will vote to transfer 
the balance of the "improvement of Main street" ac-
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count to the "Sweeping Main street" account. Said 
balance being $56.33. 

Art. 42. To see if the town will vote to discon-
tinue the road leading from the Trunk Line highway-
near the residence of John Batteese by the Lincoln 
County Fair Grounds to the Back Meadow road. 

Art. 43. To see if the town will vote to condemn 
land for gravel purposes, and to appropriate money for 
the same. 

Art. 44. To see if the town will vote to construct 
a receiving tomb and to appropriate money for the 
same, and to appoint a committee to supervise the 
locating and constructing of the same. 

Art. 45. To see if the town will vote to construct 
a sewer or sewers and to appropriate money for the 
same. 

Art. 46. To see if the town will vote to appoint 
a committee to draft a code of town ordinances and 
submit the same to the voters at the June primaries.
