SCHOOL REPORT.

To t h e  C i t i z e n s  o f  F r y e b u r g :

In  reporting  the condition and work of your schools for another 
year, i t  can be said, I  think, tha t they have been fairly  prosperous 
and successful. W ithout referring  to the teachers individually, or 
undertaking to give each the due m easure of cred it o r criticism , it 
gives me pleasure to speak favorably of th e ir work, so far as it  has 
come under my observation. Perm it me to rem ind all parents th a t 
they can do m uch for the welfare of th e  schools by taking a deep 
and active in terest in them , visiting them , heartily  cooperating w ith  
the efforts of the teacher for the advancem ent of th e ir children, and 
above all by keeping the ir children under such home influences and 
train ing as will tend to  cultivate in them  good moral habits, virtue, 
respect and obedience. Children should be so brought up a t home 
th a t the governm ent of the school will alm ost take care of itself, and 
the tim e and attention  of the teacher can be given mainly to the in-
struction.

One serious ditticulty w ith the educational work in th is tow n is 
the num ber of very small schools th a t m ust be maintained. In 
seven ou t of our fourteen schools the num ber of scholars in a tten d -
ance lias only been from four to twelve. The cost of such schools is 
nearly as much as th a t of schools num bering twice or thrice as 
many, while the grade of instruction and scholarship will usually be 
inferior. Probably in tim e some of them  can be discontinued or 
united w ith others, b u t a t present I have only found it practicable to
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send the scholars of Mo. 17 to E ast Fryeburg, and those of Srhart’s 
H ill, for the sum m er term , to Lovell Village. Since there are now a 
few young children in the old M ount Tom distric t, it  has been nec-
essary to open again the school there, which has been suspended for 
several years.

T his ex tra  school and the fact th a t the resources are more than 
one hundred dollars less than those of last year have cu t down the 
length of the schools for the year to 23 weeks. In  my judgm ent 
our children should have, yearly, at least 25 weeks of good schooling. 
I  would therefore recommend th a t the appropriation be increased 
two hundred dollars the coming year.

Schoolhouses Mo. 4, Mo. 7 and No. 14 have been shingled, the 
scliool-rooms of No. 6 and No. 10 have been sheathed, and many 
o ther slight repairs have been made. The p lastering  in several of 
the schoolhouses is now in bad condition, nearly all of them  need 
painting, outside or inside, and more modern and com fortable seats 
would be a very desiiable im provem ent for some of them . School-
houses No. 12 and No. 13 are the poorest of all. I  recom m end m ak-
ing an appropriation sufficient to p u t the la tte r in thoroughly  good 
condition, or, w hat may perhaps be more advisable, to  build  a  new 
house in place of the old one. I beg again to rem ind the tow n of 
the urgent need of a suitable building, containing th ree rooms, to 
accommodate all the scholars of Fryeburg Village. School No. 1 is 
so large th a t there is work enough for two teachers, b u t in the same 
room they  work at m anifest disadvantage.

Since the schools are now well provided w ith good tex t books, 
I  th ink  an appropriation of $100 will be amply sufficient to purchase 
all th a t may be needed the coming year.

The whole num ber of scholars belonging to the town is 408.
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Two vacancies in the board of Superintending School Committee, 
caused by the expiration of the term s of Mr. Seymour Farrington 
and Mr. John  Pike, should be filled a t the coming town meeting.
and a tru an t officer should be chosen, as required by law.
