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zealous and conscientious in discharging thelr duties, having a
strict regard for the rights of the pupl]b and as far as we are
able to Jud(fe, have received the co-operation of the parents.
The attendance during the year has been good, and in looking
over the Registers retumed we find that many of the schools
have been flequently visited by the parents and others interested
in school work. This we believe to be a duty you owe your
children; a duty you owe the cause of education and the future
well-being of society. It is also your duty to see that your chil-

. dren are in the schoolroom every day the school is in session

unless prevented by sickness, and never encourage them,
(whether your own children or others placed under your care,)
in that dishonest practice of deserting the schoolroom the last
week or ten days of the term, in 1dlmu away their time in the
chimney corner, through fear of dean' their indolence and waunt
of learning exposed at “the examinations. We do not pretend
that such pupils necessarily grow up vicious in life, but they

-generally prove unreliable and untrustworthy citizens.

The condition of our schoolhouses will claim your attention at
our next annual meeting. While most of them are in very good
repair, requiring only the usual yearly outlay of mouey, a few,
however, are in a s‘tdly dilapidated condition. We refer to dis-
tricts No. 1, (Litchfield Corner,) No. 10, (Earle,) No. 14,
(Farrin.) We would not advise the bmldmcr of new ones in the
two latter districts for we believe there is enouo'h unexpended
money, now in the treasury, amply sufficient, if Judlclously ex-
pended, to sufficiently repair the old ones. In regard to the one
at Litchfield Corner, we cannot make any change in what has
been said by my predecessors in office, as to its condition. That
they need a new schoolhouse, every one will admit, and the sum
of $800 caretully expended will, we think, erect a building suit-
able for the evidently pressing needs of this district.

The question of text books will also claim your attention. All,
or neariy all of the books now used in our schools, have been in
use 1 number of years, we think, past the legal limit of their
introduction, and in our opinion a change should be made. As
the various matters rejating to our school will call for a decision
from you at an early day, we leave them with you, hoping that
you will give them that consideration their importance demands.

In conclusion we will say that money spent for schools is well
invested. It raises the standard of intelligence of the citizen¢
and no better advertisement is needed for a town than that it

. liberally supports its schools.
