REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS.

To the School Board and Citizens of Jonesport:

GREETING :—It is again time to submit annual
reports thus for the eighth year I am making a final
report of your schools, trusting that ail readers will
agree that brevity is the soul of wit and that a long
discourse on what has happened in the school system
during the past year woud be a waste of time since
very few people ever read school and town re-
ports.

I have found upon some investigation that not
over twenty per cent of the voters ever read the
verbal reports and not many more ever look over the
statistical part of reports. This year I intend to
throw out a few hints and briefly take up a few
special things for the benefit of the schools during
the coming year and I hope some of these ideas may
be carried out.

To all people who can’t see why things are not
taught as in years gone by, or why some pupils do
not grade while others do, or why excellent experi-
enced teachers can not always be secured, a kind
invitation is extended to you to look into school af-
fairs in a kindly spirit and find out how many im-
provements you can actually make in reality, not
the elusive ideas which foam from the uninformed.
Why not take a few minutes of your superintend-
ent’s time in finding out the exact status of school
conditions, and aid that idea with a good visit to
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several of our schools. This invitation is extended
for several reasons. You should visit the schools
because you ought to be interested in the educaticn
of the children, you ought to know the teachers
yourself and not entirely from out of school hear-
fay, you ought to know how your child is getting
along and how much he hothers others that want
to learn, you ought to know what is taught so ycu
can add at home what the school leaves out, and
you ought to visit the schools to compare the man-
ners and discipline of the teachers and pupils in
¢chool with the manners and discipline of parents
and children at home.

It is commonly reported by those that do not
know, that good teachers could be secured if more
money was paid. Such a statement is not so. There
are not enough experienced successful teachers to
fill one half of the schools that are now in dire need.
To quote from statistics given recently by Dr. A. O.
Thomas, out of 4508 teachers in the common schools
last September 1788 were beginners and less than
200 of them had any technical training in summer
or normal schools. There are 566 less normal grad-
uates in the schools than last year, and our normal
school will be able to graduate only 50 per cent as
many this year as any of the years before the war.
Dr. Thomas says ‘“No matter what we do we can
not expect to recoup in one year. It will take from
three to five years to put us on our feet again and
ready to go ahead.” So you see it will be necessary
for us to take the teachers we can secure and do the
best we can with them. We can not expect all well-
qualified experienced teachers for some time to
come, but we can encourage our high school gradu-
ates to qualify, to take summer training and normal
courses. Parents it is up to you to try to turn some
of graduate hoys and girls into school work and
help to develop an adequate supply.
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The boaru question is responsible in some re-
spect to the teacher problem. It is the hardest
duty that devolves upon me, to secure boarding vla-
ces. This year I have sent two experienced teachers
to the W. Jonesport schools, but was unable upon my
part and upon the teachers’ part to secure places.
At the present time those schools depend wholly up-
on local teachers, which have come to the rescue,
but with too many changes for the best interests of
the schools. Citizens, if you prefer experienced
teachers be sure that you do your part in providing
homes for those that can be secured.

The high school cry seems to be to pay more
money, and we are doing that, but during the past
two years our standard has barely held its own, and
unless there is a more hearty cooperation on the
part of parents the standard will decline even if ex-
cellent teachers are secured. Parents you have not
cooperated during the past two years as you did,
but have not realized it, five years ago. You have
let down the bars, and because your children in gen-
eral, study less at home and romp more. Pupils are
too tired to even study days when itney run loose
nights, and not even high priced teachers can get
proper results. The school offers or should offer
social life enough so that students need not attend
any but educational functions.  This ever present
tendency of high school pupils to spend from four to
six hours each evening or at least two or three so-
cializing publicly on the streets, in stores, and in
halls is running the high standard of preparation for
life. To be serious minded and practicable requires
at least some meditation and study and rest.

Just a word in regard to our high school hall.
It is very fine that the town possesses such a hall. It
will be needed for physical training next fall when
the new law goes into effect. Therefore I rcom-
mend that th stairway be finished for several rea-
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sons. In the past we have used it for school socials
which use I sti]l recommend. The hall has also
been used for besket ball which I would rcccmmend
if a responsible man was in charge of the hall at all
timcs when in such use. I am against the use of hall
by the high school boys and also the town boys in
genctal without supervision because they lack hon-
or, responsibility and common decency in taking
care of the hall. High school seniors who ought to
have honcr and respect for the nice building, have
against stipulated rules gone on the hall floor, the
best foor in town, with spike na:l shoes or hob nailed
shoes and scratched the floor unjustly. It has been
my duty and privilege to drive off such from the
floor scveral times. Smoking is not allowed in the
building, yet town’s people have been caught smok-
ing therein, but only 2 little since a strict watch has
been made at all games. Why can not parents and
¢ tizers help te instill into cur young men more re-
spect for ovr public buildings, o that it will be an
easier tagk to cpen these places for proper use?

The common schools have had a better year than
for the rast few years since the :cheols hava rof
bcen closed on account of health conditions. The
a“ cndance has been for most part very good. Ow-
ine to the severe winter the past term attendance in
the lower grades has not been as gonod as desired.
We have registered 503 as compared with 491 last
ycar in the grades. Although we have had more
changes in our teaching force this year yet we have
not been obliged to close any of the schools excert
Sealand for any length of time. Teachers’ wagcs
have been increased and greater increases are under
way to meet the new conditions. Most of the teach-
ers have cooperated and a generally successful year
has resulted. The greatly increased cost of fuel and
labor will necessitate a greatly increased school bud-
get for the support of common schools the coming
year.
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Your superintendent advocates a change in our
grades, that of developing a junior high school. At
our high school building we have plenty of room to
allow the present ninth grade of our system to at-
tend at that building, therefore we can compose this
schoel of the freshman class and the ninth grade
under the name of junior high, with the three upper
classes in our high school to be known as senior fiigh.
This scheme will reduce the number of teachers one
and allow us to dispense with one assistant in each
part of the town. This scheme would also over-
come the crowded conditions that exist from time to
time in the West Jonesport Intermediate school and
the Cove Lower Grammar School. This is the most
important change that I hope to evolve for the fu-
ture development in September, and can be made
with very little change in equipmeiit, books, or
tachers. I am quite sure that this pian will meet
with hearty aproval and will right several features
in our school system.

Not much has been done toward repairing and
painting our school buildings for several reasons, but
the most bothersome thing was to get labor who
would or could do the necessary work. It looks as
though that labor would be easier to get the com-
ing year and even though material is very high,
something should be done to improve the condition
of our school buildings.

The usual textr books and school supplies will
be required as in years past. Whenever a new and
up to date series of geographies is put on the mar-
ket, it will be necessary to buy quite a large num-
ber as the old books are in bad condition and are
out of date. A part of the Latin and history texts
should be changed for similar reasons as above.

May I conclude,, by stating that I shall have
typewritten copies of complete statistics of school
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expenditures at the town meeting and that one will
be left at the public library for public perusal dur-
ing the year. I certainly appreciate the many
pleasant things that have happened in our schools
and the confidence of the people, teachers and school
officials. Since all school system must undergo of-
ficial changes I ask that all the people lend a help-
ing hand at all times in support of your schools
which are the key to the success of ycur posterity.
