getting the feel of a basketball and the
polished floor, and are rounding into what
looks like an aggregation that will be
fully as good as last year's team if not a
bit better. Handicapped by the absence
of any letter men, Brice is building the
team on new material. The only excep-
tion is "Speed" Branscom, star center of
last year's team, who bids fair to eclipse
his record of past years, and who will
attempt to lead his team through a vic-
torious season.
The squad was cut last Friday to eight

forwards, four centers, and six backs. A
tentative first team has been picked from
these, the personnel of which is Brans-
com, right forward, Bailey and Kent, left
forward, Abbott and Fitzhugh, backs.

2. That it should be an occasion corn-
inemiirative of all phases of University
activity. A glorification of Maine's ac-
complishments, aims and ambitions along
any and all lines.

3. That it sh•mld be a homecoming
time for alumni.

I want to find out what the men and
women now attending Maine think about
it. I have already asked the alumni.
Will every student interested enough to
give this some thought please write me his
or her opinion? Suggestions will be most
welcome. Discuss the program too, if
you will. Once the popular opinion is
known we can take a direct road to better
and better Maine Nights.
