The Parent-Teachers meetings have been a great 
help to keep the parents more in touch with the work 
being done for their children, for it is only by the com­
bined efforts of all, that the best can be accomplished. 

We feel that the schools of our town were never in 
a better condition nor the pupils, parents, teachers and 
officers taking a greater interest in them. 

The papers have kept you informed as to the 
finances from time to time, as seemed necessary and 
timely.

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Report of the Superintendent of Schools . 

To the School Board and Citizens of Paris: 

I herewith submit my second annual report cover­
ing the work of the schools of Paris. 

I t is well at times, for us to stop a moment and look 
our school system over from an unprejudiced stand­
point. Are we satisfied with it and its results? Do we 
want to make it better and more efficient1? Are we all 
of us doing our little bit to make them give the boys 
and girls the chance they ought to have ? 

This is an age when the affairs of men seem to be 
more complex than ever before. I t is an age when 
every man, woman and child in this land of ours should 
be thinking seriously of the future. Our children of 
to-day must take upon their shoulders the responsibili­
ties of to-morrow. Are we doing all we can to help 
them get ready1? 

Nine-tenths of the failures in school are due to lack 
of study. Children are not putting in the time in their 
school work which they should. There is not time 
enough in school for them to do all their work and a 
large amount of time must be put in at home under the 
supervision of the parent. I t is the duty of the parent 
to see that this work is done. I t can be done, as there 
is no subject in our schools which cannot be mastered 
by the average boy and girl. 

Work is a habit. While the boy and girl is young, 
habits are easily formed and the parent should see that 
good habits and not bad ones are acquired. The chil­
dren up to the age of eighteen are acquiring the habits 
which will follow them through life. If they are 
habitually industrious about their work in school they 
will be industrious about their other work. I believe it 
is the duty of the parent to see that his boy and girl 
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spend a certain time each day on their lessons at home 
and to investigate the work at school by consulting the 
teachers. 

Intellectual laziness is a malady, common to many 
men and women, because they have not been trained to 
put forth effort. I t is stated that 90 per cent of men 
and women do not do what they started out to do and 
the chief cause of these failures is that they are unwill­
ing to do the hard work necessary to their success. 
The difference in men is largely a difference in their 
willingness to put forth effort. I t is by overcoming 
hard tasks in the school room, that we learn to over­
come the hard problems of the world. 

From time to time we hear much about the in­
creased cost of our schools. The cost has mounted by 
leaps and bounds until now it seems enormous. Com­
parisons are made with the appropriations of ten and 
twelve years ago, without thought of the purchasing 
power of the dollar. 

The first impulse of the taxpayer is to assume that 
the money is being wasted. The fact that ' more and 
better education is being dispensed has not been 
brought to the attention of the public. Everyone 
agrees that the scope of our schools has been increased 
but the fact is that education, considering quality and 
quantity, has never been obtained as cheaply since the 
establishment of our school system. I t may not be out 
of place to state that if society makes greater demands 
upon our schools, it must also meet a greater cost. 
Again, we may ask ourselves whether this greater cost 
in our direction does not spell a lesser cost somewhere 
else. 

The quantity of education diffused is greater. This 
is conceded. The school day and year have been 
lengthened and a larger percentage of pupils has been 
held in the schools over a longer school period. In 
other words the children are coming to school just as 
you ng and staying longer than before. 
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The physical welfare of the child has become a 
matter of concern. Medical examinations nave come in 
with all its corrective influences. We have the school 
physician and community nurse. Examinations of the 
eye, ear and throat are given. In many cases the 
matter of nutrition is taken into consideration. 

All these things are fine and should be done, but 
they impose a greater responsibility on the schools and 
therefore add to the cost of maintenance. I may add 
that the reduced purchasing power of the dollar or in 
other words, the average increased cost of labor and 
material during recent years has added burdens to the 
school cost. 

There are a few people who are always ready to 
argue against our schools. They admit that they do 
not know anything about the basic principles of school 
operation, and yet around town meeting time they pose 
as oracles. They can tell us exactly how much money 
we should expend, and how we should expend it. The 
reason they do not know more about affairs is because 
they are too indifferent to take the trouble to find out 
about them and familiarize themselves with a few 
fundamental details regarding school work. 

There is a class of people which takes little active 
interest in school affairs, except when something comes 
up that is going to increase school taxes. There is a 
goodly number, I am glad to say, who are interested 
enough to visit our schools and investigate, not only 
the finances, but our methods and get acquainted with 
the teachers. 

During the last few years teachers' salaries have 
taken a tremendous boost and school teachers are now 
paid more nearly in proportion to other workers, than 
before. Yet the public is slow to appreciate the need 
of increased salaries if good teachers are to be retained. 

There is a class of agitators in the country who 
play on rural taxes. I have seen men purposely play on 
the farmer's tax as a means to defeat a school budget. 
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I know the farmer is taxed heavily and I am anxious 
to do all I can to keep from adding to his burdens. But 
doesn't the farmer want his schools maintained? 
According to the opponents of the schools it would 
seem not. This opponent is always a man who does not 
investigate or understand the needs of the schools. This 
lack of understanding of school problems and school 
need and the continual agitation against school taxes 
by persons who do not know how far a dollar of the 
school appropriation will go or what it is supposed 
to do, keeps the rural population continually on edge. 
No matter how urgent the needs of the school may be 
or how much return in community benefit the people 
would receive in return for any increase in school taxes, 
these agitators are ready to fight against any rise in 
taxes for school purposes. 

I believe that public indifference is one of the 
worst enemies of a public school system. I know it is 
the worst enemy of the schools of any community. 
Public indifference breeds ignorance of actual condi­
tions and needs in the school. And the ignorance en­
gendered by indifference is always a fertile breeding 
ground for all sorts of wild rumors and anti-school prop 
aganda which is spread by persons who assume to know 
all about school affairs and who in reality know little or 
nothing. 

I have urged the parents and taxpayers to visit our 
schools and find out the work we are doing. I know 
that both the public and the teachers would come to a 
more sympathetic understanding if this was done. The 
public should remember that the schools are their insti­
tutions and an occasional visit by the citizens is appre­
ciated. Personally, I would welcome a visit and friend­
ly talk from any person who is interested enough in the 
schools to visit them. 

I especially urge that the citizens visit the two new 
buildings. I believe it is the duty of the taxpayer to 
do so. I am urging this because it will be for the best

interests of the town. Your building committee has 
worked hard and has spared neither time nor effort to 
do their work well. 

I call your attention to the appended reports of the 
high school principals and the music supervisor. 

MANUAL TRAINING AND DOMESTIC SCIENCE. 

The value of Manual Training and Domestic Science 
cannot be overestimated. These two courses are 
immensely valuable to a boy or a girl. The matter of 
State Aid has already been explained to you and some­
thing should be done at once. The information which 
the boy and girl assimilates out of such courses is in­
tensely valuable in life. Abstractly, Manual Training 
develops the ability to observe, to reason, emphasizes 
habits of industry, neatness, accuracy and order ; tends 
to create self-confidence; bring the mind, eye and hand 
into more perfect coordination, in construction ; and al­
together makes the individual who receives its advan­
tages a more efficient citizen. 

AGRICULTURE. 
I believe that serious consideration should be given 

to the matter of instituting a course of agriculture in 
our high schools. The instructors in such a course 
would come in the same class as those in the manual 
training and domestic science course and the State Aid 
would also be the same. This section of our state is, 
and probably always will be, largely agricultural. 
Something should be done to give the boys and girls 
from the farms a chance to study farming from a scien­
tific standpoint. The farmers have a right to expect us 
to do this. The country depends on the farmer and we 
should do as much for him as for the urban resident. 

I respectfully urge you to consider this matter 
seriously. 

THE PAST YEAR. 

As a whole the work of the past year has been very 
pleasing to me. I feel that we accomplished something 
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in the way of construction work in both the high and 
common schools. The morale of our high schools has 
been raised as has the standard of work done all along 
the line. 

The policy of supplying much reading material has 
been followed and will be in the future. I t is absolute­
ly essential that our schools be supplied with all the 
reading material they can use. No one subject is as 
important as reading. Ability to read well is reflected 
in every day life as in the studies. 

The new high schools which have just been built 
are a credit to the people of Paris. Few towns have as 
good facilities for their schools as has this town. I 
would urge the people to make them community cen­
ters and use them as much as possible. 

New toilets have been put into the Main Street, at 
North Paris, and at the King School. These conform to 
the state law in every respect. 

Ventilators have been cut over the doors at the 
Brick School, making it easy to get a proper circulation 
of air. Exhaust fans have been put into the toilets. 

The King and Porter district school have been 
newly painted. 

TEXTBOOKS AND SUPPLIES. 

We now have very few out of date books in our 
schools. These comprise a few of the histories, arithme­
tics, and language books. As fast as funds are available 
we are trying to get better and more modern books. 

We are changing the maps of the foreign countries 
as fast as possible and putting in the latest maps. I 
still find a few of the old ones in existence. 

ACCELERATION. 

Last year I called your attention to the fact that 
many of our pupils are accelerated. In other words, 
they are a year too far advanced. The result is that 
they cannot do the work as well as they could if they 
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were in the proper grade. I believe it is a poor policy 
to force children ahead of their natural class. Parents 
should consider this matter seriously and ask themselves 
whether or not they are doing their children an injus­
tice. I would urge them to consult the teachers 
frequently. 

JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL. 

I believe the time has come when we should seri­
ously consider establishing a Junior-Senior high school 
at South Paris. The facilities for organizing such a 
school are there and I believe that it would be of 
immense value to the pupils. Junior high schools are 
no longer theoretical fancies but are functioning all over 
the country. 

RECOMMENDATIONS. 

The walls in our two high school buildings are now 
white. These will become soiled—especially in the cor­
ridors. I recommend that the walls in a section of each 
building be painted each year so that they can be 
washed and kept clean. 

Something should be done about equipment. We 
need much in the way of necessary working tools for the 
new buildings. This is a matter of grave concern to 
your superintendent. 

The Shurtleff building should be painted and shin­
gled. Extensive repairs are needed at the Tuell school 
and this building must be taken care of at once. 

I recommend that the pupils from the Porter dis­
trict be conveyed to West Paris. I believe they need 
the influence of American children. I also recommend 
that the pupils be conveyed from the Whittemore dis­
trict to Paris Hill. These changes will do away with 
the necessity of repairing and building over the toilets 
at these schools. 

I would suggest that the school houses which have 
been closed a long time be appraised and sold—the 
money to be used to equip the new buildings. 
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Through the generosity of some of the people at 
West Paris, it has been possible to procure an extra lot 
of land for playground purposes. I am sure that nothing 
finer could have been done. On behalf of the school 
department I wish to thank them for their gift and 
assure the donors that we appreciate the fine spirit 
which prompted their act. 

In closing I wish to thank my teachers and members 
of the school board for the hard work and help they 
have given me. Certainly no corps of teachers could 
work harder than those who are in Paris and no super­
intendent could wish for more cordial relations with a 
school board. I also extend my heartfelt thanks to the 
Parent-Teacher Associations and citizens for their loyal 
support.

Report of South Paris High School Principal. 
To the Superintendent of Schools and the Superintending 

School Committee: 
The new high school opens up a wide avenue for a 

principal's report. Much could be said of the splendid 
building that has been made possible through the gen 
erosity of the people of the town of Paris. What possi 
bilities are every day offering themselves to the youth 
of our town ! This institution is and will continue to 
be, in an increasing degree, a source of pride and pleas 
ure to all that are associated with it in any way. 

The scholastic conditions of the present classes of 
the school is far from what could be desired. The foun­
dations in English and Arithmetic are abominable and 
for this reason much of the work in various departments 
is greatly handicapped. More emphasis in these sub 
jects in the early preparation of the students is very 
essential. A standard system of requirements for 
advancements from grade to grade would not seem to be 
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too idealistic for a town to attempt since in several 
cases whole states have programs of the same kind as, 
for instance, New York. 

There has been a splendid response among the stu­
dents to the demand for an increasing amount of time 
on the high school subjects. During the fall term even­
ing study in the building was inaugurated. This proj­
ect reached as many as one hundred students per week 
during the last of the term. 

New student activities have been made possible by 
the new building. At the present writing a team of 
girls is practicing for basketball and a boys' team is 
being developed. Gymnasium work will be carried on 
more extensively as soon as equipment arrives. 

A Winter Sports team is entered in the Carnivals 
at Augusta and Auburn. Debating and declamation 
work are going on under instructors as are music and 
work in dramatics. I t is expected that a track team 
will represent the school at the Bates meet next June. 

I t is believed that your high school has an excep­
tionally good physical education program. I t aims to 
give all students some definite physical exercise as well 
as for constructive athletic work by way of competition. 
The program includes among other things two fifteen 
minute periods per week of calisthenics for boys and 
girls, two periods per week of recitation work in Per­
sonal Hygiene for both boys and girls as well as one 
forty minute gymnasium period per week for both boys 
and girls. Plans are underway whereby tennis courts 
will be completed in the spring as well as an outdoor 
court for basketball which with the volley ball court 
and baseball diamond will very well take care of that 
portion of the development of the youngsters. The 
athletic program is used to supplement the moral and 
intellectual development of the student and great 
emphasis is placed upon the necessity of being bona fide 
students of the school in order to represent the school 
in an athletic way. 

And we should expect our young people to avail 
themselves of the splendid opportunities offered and to 
use their own abilities and equipment as well. Time 
was when education and development was brought about 
by sweat of the brow and by toil that would down many 
of the present generation. Such development was all 
the more real and lasting to the individual and for that 
reason we should demand that our young people be 
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required to lean upon their own resources to some 
extent. There are some wonderful lessons that can be 
obtained from the hard knocks of life and the idea that 
the way for our children should be lined with silver 
and bedded with roses is detrimental to the best devel­
opment of youth. 

To my mind, the prevailing point of interest to the 
people of any town in regard to school conditions should 
be, are we getting the results that the money ought to 
bring about? Are the equipment and the teachers that 
our money provides bringing back good interest for the 
investment? I t may be hard to determine the far 
reaching and lasting results, but it is neither hard nor 
impossible to compare our school system and present 
results with those of successful towns and cities of the 
states 

I have been greatly pleased with the show of inter­
est in school affairs that has been manifested on the 
part of the citizens. Also the spirit of cooperation with 
which new methods and ideas have been accepted by 
the parents is all very gratifying. Financial support 
for various school projects has been forthcoming at all 
times and in general, the sojourn of your present Princi­
pal in South Paris has been very pleasant.

I respectfully submit my second annual report as 
principal of the West Paris High School. 

The higb school opened September 24th, with an 
enrollment of fifty-eight pupils, thirty-two girls and 
twenty-six boys. The registration by classes is as fol­
lows : seniors six, juniors twenty-two, sophomores twelve, 
and freshmen eighteen. Of this number one left to go 
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to work. Fifteen pupils were neither absent nor tardy 
during the fall term of thirteen weeks. 

STUDIES. 
Two courses of study are offered; the Classical and 

the General Course. Continuing a practice of last year, 
Miss Clara Berry, the Latin teacher, is giving a course 
in bookkeeping for the benefit of those of the upper 
classes who do not care to continue the study of French. 
I t is hoped that sometime in the future a commercial 
course will be introduced. 

All of the classes take up Current Events once a 
week. For this purpose the Literary Digest, the Out­
look, other periodicals and newspapers which have been 
kindly contributed by townspeople are used. Each week 
one of the pupils sends items of interest concerning the 
town and school to the Lewiston Journal. For these 
contributions we receive the newspaper daily. 

OUTSIDE ACTIVITIES. 

The Senior drama, "The Deacon's Second Wife," is 
to be given during the first of the winter term. 

The Society for Prevention of Cruelty to the Eng­
lish Language organized last year, is continuing its 
activities. 

Several socials have been held in the new assembly 
room. 

A Debating Society was formed this fall to promote 
interest in debating. A literary program followed by a 
class debate is given in the afternoon of the last Friday 
of each month. Parents and friends are invited to at­
tend. 

The Parent-Teachers Association which was organ­
ized last year held monthly meetings and has done 
much to better the conditions in the school. 

ATHLETICS. 

Physical Training is given this year, one period a 
day being given to this very important phase of educa­
tion. The boys are instructed by the principal and tbe 
girls are under the supervision of Miss Berry. 

An interclass track meet was held during the first 
part of the fall term, in which nearly all the boys par­
ticipated. The tennis court was put into condition for 
use and volley balls were purchased for the entire 
building. 
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The basketball team was organized and several games 
have already been played. The new gymnasium is an im­
portant factor in this branch of athletics. I t is hoped 
that in the near future we ean obtain adequate gym­
nasium equipment for physical education. At the 
present time we are considering the organization of a 
school rifle club. A baseball team will be formed in the 
spring and track and tennis will be continued. 

THE BUILDING. 
The teachers and pupils are all very grateful to the 

townspeople for the improvements that have been made 
in the school building. When the rooms are adequate­
ly equipped it will be a building second to none in a 
village the size of West Paris. 

For the help and cooperation which our Superin­
tendent; School Committee and Citizens have given us, 
the school is very grateful.

Report of S u p e r v i s o r of Music . 

To the Superintendent and School Committee: 

I hereby submit my sixth annual report as Super­
visor of Music in the public schools of Paris. 

In order to make my report more complete I wish 
to give a brief outline of the work done in music from 
January, 1923, to June, 1923, to the end of the school 
year. 

Our Music Memory Contest started January 15th 
at the Brick School. This was a most interesting and 
instructive contest. 

Twenty-five selections from th« works of the great 
composers were studied and at the close of the winter 
term the final contest was held at the High School 
building where the pupils from the grammar grades 
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heard each record played and wrote down on their indi­
vidual papers the name and composer of each selection. 
Twenty-three pupils passed in perfect papers, and six­
teen had papers with only one mistake, thus proving 
that such contests are surely worth while. 

We were able to organize a Junior Orchestra of 
eleven pieces during the winter term, and on April 13th 
the boys and girls made their first public appearance at 
the Parent-Teachers Meeting. They played again at 
the County Teachers' Convention in Association Hall in 
May. 

The South Paris High School Orchestra of twenty-
two pieces played in public eight times during the win­
ter and spring term. 

This orchestra showed marked improvement in 
their playing from the previous year and the interest 
and enthusiasm in their work was most gratifying. 

The orchestra at West Paris High School did splen­
did work and was very helpful in many of the school 
activities and played several selections for the School 
Festival in June. 

On May 28th the South Paris High School pre­
sented the operetta, "Love Pirates of Hawaii," in Asso­
ciation Hall, the proceeds from this operetta were used 
in buying music and a new bass drum for the orchestra. 

A School Festival was given at West Paris, by the 
grades and the high school, on June 7th. The program 
consisted of drills, folk dances, songs and music by the 
orchestra. 

At South Paris, on June 12th, a School Festival 
was held in Association Hall. The program consisted of 
songs and folk dances by the primary grades and an 
operetta, "The Trial of John and Jane," by the gram­
mar grades. 

The interest which the people of the town have 
always shown in our concerts and operettas is greatly 
appreciated by the pupils and teachers. 

At the beginning of the fall term we made it our 
aim to teach the pupils more of the technical problems 
in music this year, thus enabling them to read music at 
sight more readily. 

Every school in town is now well equipped with 
the books of the Progressive Music Series and an out­
line of the work for each grade and each division in the 
rural schools is being carefully followed. 

As I have said in previous reports, the daily work 
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in music is most important and much of the success in 
this subject is due to the work of the regular teacher. 

Let us all do our part in making our town a "sing­
ing town" for—"a singing nation—a musical nation—is 
a stronger nation for working, for national defense, for 
living. Men work better, are in better health, are bet­
ter comrades, better citizens when there is a song in the 
heart, and rhythm in their movement."

Report of School Nurse. 

There has been follow up work on the last year ex­
aminations to date in all the schools but four. Of 560 
pupils and 353 defects, 136 defects have been corrected 
and 217 still remain uncorrected. The schools having 
the best record for corrections are West Paris 5th and 
6th grades, 7 out of 9; Hollow, 10 out of 16; Main Street, 
9 out of 15; Brick 7th grade, 10 out of 22; King, Moun­
tain and Whittemore show no defects corrected. There 
are 120 pupils who were examined last year who have 
either graduated or left school. 

Health Crusade work has been organized in all the 
grades and there has been a decided improvement 
noticed, especially in the teeth. The children as a 
whole are interested and are trying to keep their 
records. 

Home Hygiene and Nursing Class has been started, 
with eighteen girls of high school age in the class. 
Classes are to meet once every week and fourteen 
lessons have been planned which will take up this term 
and part of next. 

There have been 64 school visits, and 25 schools 
visited. Eye and ear examinations in all but four 
schools with the result of 67 defective. During the fall 
term four pupils were excluded from school on account 
of skin diseases.

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Report of the Board of Health. 

To the Selectmen of the Town of Paris: 

Gentlemen:—We herewith submit a brief report 
for the year 1923. 

There have been rather more than the usual num­
ber of acute contagious diseases during the year. Only 
one has resulted fatally, and that from complications 
with measles in a young child. The so-called "Chil­
dren's Diseases" are now believed to be a potent factor 
in causing many of the disabilities of adult life. 

The following is a list of the most important 
diseases that have been reported in town during the 
year: 

Measles, • • • 66 
Scarlet fever, 22 
Poliomyelitis, 4 
Small pox, 1 
Diphtheria, 1 
Nuisances, 8 

No marked progress has recently been made in the 
prevention of measles or scarlet fever, and epidemics of 
either can only be controlled by early recognition, faith­
ful care and generous cooperation. Scarlet fever, too 
mild to be recognized, or a person coming down with 
measles who has been previously exposed and is there­
fore believed to be immune, is a greater menace to 
public safety than the most severe type of the disease. 
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Your intelligent cooperation in these two diseases is 
the only safeguard the public can get. 

Poliomyelitis, or infantile paralysis, is always a 
serious disease for the person afflicted, but sometimes 
does not prove very contagious. This, fortunately, 
seems to have been the case in town during the past 
year. 

With the influence of the superintendent of schools 
and teachers, 219 residents, largely school children, 
have been vaccinated against small pox, at the expense 
of the town during the past year. This removes just so 
many potential carriers of the disease and gives con­
siderable protection to the public and even to the few 
who do not believe in vaccination. 

Diphtheria has been recently proven to be prevent­
able by a simple and harmless inoculation, which 
should soon be offered to school children at the expense 
of the town. 

Most of the nuisances have been disposed of accord­
ing to the health laws and in a manner satisfactory to 
the board of health, but a few are still pending. 

An understanding of the conditions necessary to 
public health and an appreciation of their importance 
is becoming more general in town, and this is believed 
the most fundamental sign of progress. 

I t is suggested that more attention be given to, ( l ) 
The ventilation of public buildings, (2) The method of 
sweeping public buildings.

To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for repair of roads and bridges for the 
ensuing year. 

Art. 7. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise to pay snow bills for the ensuing year. 
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Art. 8. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the support of common schools for the 
ensuing year. 

Art. 9. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the support of free high schools for the 
ensuing year. 

Art. 10. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for school building repairs for the ensuing 
year. 

Art. 11. To see wbat sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the school house insurance, apparatus 
and appliances for the ensuing year. 

Art. 12. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for free textbooks for the ensuing year. 

Art. 13. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for district superintendent for the ensuing 
year. 

Art. 14. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for school flags and poles for the ensuing 
year. 

Art. 15. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for a high school library. 

Art. 16. To see if the town will vote to raise 
fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each school in town, the 
same to be expended for school betterment or equip­
ment in such sehools as raise and expend a similar 
amount for school betterment; providing all expendi­
tures shall be subject to approval by the school com­
mittee or superintendent; and further provided that 
each school shall receive aid from this fund, dollar for 
dollar, and up to the limit of fifteen dollars ($15.00). 
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Art. 17. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for physical education in the public schools 
to comply with Chapter 73, Public Laws of Maine. 

Art. 18. To see if the town will vote to authorize 
the superintending school committee to appoint one or 
more school physicians. 

Art. 19. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the support of an office for the superin­
tendent, pay the school board and buy supplies for said 
office. 

Art. 20. To see if the town will vote to instruct 
the school committee to maintain a school in the Moun­
tain District. 

Art. 21. To see if the town will vote to allow the 
school board to close the Whittemore school, so-called, 
if the board deems such action to be for the best 
interests of the pupils. 

Art. 22. To see if the town will vote to allow 
the school board to close the Porter Rural school, so-
called, if the board deems such action to be for the best 
interests of the pupils. 

Art. 23. To see if the town will vote to iustruct 
the selectmen to sell the school buildings at Snow's 
Falls and the Biscoe District, the money to be used for 
equipment of the two new buildings. 

Art. 24. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the institution and support of Manual 
Training, Domestic Science and Agriculture for the 
ensuing year. 

Art. 25. To see if the town will vote to raise 
money toward the support of the community nurse pro 
dded she is authorized to work in the schools. 
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Art. 26. To see what action the town will take to 
care for or pay the special loan for school house addi­
tions now raised by note of citizens, either by placing a 
part in this year's assessment or raising the sum by loan. 

Art. 27. To see if the town will vote "Yes" or "No" 
on the question of appropriating and raising money nec­
essary to entitle the town to state aid, as provided in 
Section 19 of Chapter 25, of the Revised Statutes of 1916. 

Art. 28. To see if the town will appropriate and 
raise the sum of ten hundred and sixty-two dollars 
($1062.00) for the improvement of the section of State 
aid road as outlined in the report of the State Highway 
Commission, in addition to the amounts regularly raised 
for the care of ways, highways and bridges; the above 
amount being the maximum which the town is allowed 
to raise under the provisions of Seetion 18, Chapter 25, 
of the Revised Statutes of 1916. 

Art. 29. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise to pay miscellaneous bills for the ensuing 
year. 

Art. 30. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise for the support of the poor for the ensuing 
year. 

Art. 31. To see if the town will vote to raise a 
sum of money not exceeding two hundred dollars 
($200.00) to buy household furnishings for the town 
farm. 

Art, 32. To see whether the town will vote to 
raise money and what sum for the maintenance of State 
aid highway within the limits of the town. 

Art. 33. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise to pay town officers' bills for the ensuing 
year. 
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Art. 34. To see if the town will vote to raise two 
hundred dollars ($200.00) to fight the white pine blister 
rust. 

Art. 35. To see if the town will vote to appropri­
ate the sum of one thousand dollars ($1000.00) to con­
tinue toward the center of West Paris village the 
improved road which has been built from Trap Corner 
to a point near the cemetery. 

Art. 36. To see what the town will vote to do with 
the refund on Andrews Brook Bridge and Moose Pond 
Brook Bridge. 

Art. 37. To see if the town will vote to appropri­
ate the sum of seven hundred dollars ($700.00) in favor 
of Harry S. Coombs in full and final payment for plans 
and specifications prepared in 1917 for a proposed new 
school building. 

Art. 38. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise to pay interest on funds. 

Art. 39. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise to pay interest on highway bonds. 

Art. 40. To see what sum of money the town will 
vote to raise to pay interest on school house bonds. 

Art. 41. To see if the town will vote to pay the 
premium on the bonds for the collector and treasurer for 
the ensuing year, the same to be paid from the miscella­
neous account. 

Art. 42. To see if the town will vote to appropri­
ate the sum of seventy-five dollars ($75.00) to be 
expended by William K. Kimball Post, G. A. R., in 
observing Memorial Day, the same to be paid from the 
miscellaneous account.

Art. 43. To see if the town will vote to authorize 
the treasurer to hire a sum of money not to exceed 
thirty-five thousand dollars ($35,000.00), the same to be 
paid on or before January 31, 1925. 

Art. 44. To transact any other business that may 
legally come before the meeting. 

The selectmen will be in session at the Assessors' 
Office, South Paris, at nine o'clock A. M. of the day of 
the meeting, to revise the list of voters.
