The amount received from the state this year was $125 less

than the amount received last year. This reduction,

together

with the unusually severe winter, has made it a matter of very
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close reckoning to be able to keep the schools in session for
tl}irty-two weeks. Thereare still unpaid some small bills for
fuel.

OVERDRAFT IN REPAIRS ACCOUNT.

The eost of insuring the school buildings and the expense
of taking the school census have heretofore been borne by the
town expense account. This year the selectmen decided that
these bills must be paid from the school funds. But as no pro-
vision was made for them when the appropriation was made,
these items are responsible for much of the overdraft in this
account.

REPAIRS NEEDED.

The floors in nearly all the school buildings in town are of
soft wood, badly shrunk and worn. In this condition it is im-
possible to keep them clean, and they not only look badly but
are a menace to the health of pupils and teachers. There should
be provision made each year for relaying at least one of these
floors with kiln-dried hard wood. The grammar school bnild-
ing and the Oyster River building are badly in need of paint.
The Bailey building needs to be shingled, and there must be a
new walk and platform in front of high school bui:ding.

NEED OF BETTER SCHOOL BUILDINGS.

The attention of the citizens has been frequently called to
the over-crowded condition of the intermediate schools. At
present the Bailey intermediate school is in the worst plight.
The room which is now expected to accommodate about sixty-
five pupils, has practically no ventillation, without exposing a
a portion of the pupils, is over-crowded by one-half and is not
adequately heated or lighted.

Each of the primary teachers has her pupils divided into at
least four classes, and as a consequence cannot give adequate at-
tention to all. With the present arrangement and distribution
of buildings it is impossible to remedy either of these difficulties.

ADDITION TO GRAMMAR SCHO®L BUILDING.

Some years ago the town appropriated $3,000 to make an
addition to the grammar school building, the intention being to
make a four room building of it. But in the judgement of the
committee, who had the matter in charge, the change would not
accomplish the relief sought for and the matter was dropped.
To make a four room building of it would not relieve the situa-
tion, but to make a six room building of it would make it possi-
ble to grade the schools as closely as it is done anywhere. 1
have consulted a carpenter who has had long experience in
building matters, and it is his opinion that the change can be
made at a cost of from five to six thousand dollars. I would
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urge that the town be asked to appoint a comuittee to tlllllvefsti-
gate the matter and report at an adjourned meeving, for the fol-
lowing reasons: :

1. It will put the seven higher classes each in charge of a
separate teacher, ina well-ventilated and well-lighted room, and
thus relieve the congestion in the intermediate grades.

2. It would still leave a primary school at each end of the
village for the accommodation of the two lowest classes.

8. It would make possible the abandonment of the Wads-
worth St. building and the brick building, both of which, if they
continue to be vccupied, must have new'ﬂoors and new seats and
be thoroughly repaired in the foundations. The brick school
house will also have to be at least partially replastered. ]

4. The grammar school building, even if the change is not
made, is badly in need of new hardwood floors throughout, and
new heating apparatus. The furnaces now in use are old and
improperly placed and are an annual expense in the way of fuel
wasted that would go no small way in helping to make the change.

! SALARIES. .

The salaries at present being paid to the teachers of the
elementary schouls are not sufficient. During the past few years
the cost of living has greatly increased while the teachers’ salar-
ies have remained the same. It may seem to some that seven,
eight, nine or ten dollars a week is pretty good pay, but they
forget that this comes to the teacher for only two-thirds of the
year. They forget also that the teacher’s work is so wearing
that she needs the other third of the year to rest and keep: her-
self prepared for her work If her services are worth anytbing
her pay should enable her to make provision for the time when
she will be too old to teuch. But at the present rate of pay she
cannot make such provision.

Especially in the primary schools is there need of better
salaries. The teachers in these schools need just as much ability
and just as good preparation and have just as much responsibility
resting upon them as any of the higher grade teachers. But to
induce the graduates of our high school to go away .to normal
school to prepare themselves properly to teach in .these schools
or to retain good teachers when they are fuund, more than seven
dollars a week must be paid.

LENGTH OF SCHOOL YEAR.

With the amount available for the past two or three years
it has been possible to keep the schools in session only thirty-two
weeks a year. This is not long enough nor as long as other
towns keep their schools in sesxion. To make provision for re-
adjusting the salaries and lengthening the school year two or
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three weeks, I would recommend that an increased comnnon
school appropriation be asked for.
ENTRANCE OF PRIMARY PUPILS.

There has never been any regulation as to the first entrance
of children into the primary schools, and parents have been
accustomed to send them to begin their school life at almost
any time during the year. This has made it impossible to grade
them and has been a disadvantage to the pupils as a whole and a
great waste of the teacher’s time. I therefore recommend the
adoption of the following rule:

Children just coming of school age and entering scheol for
the first time will be allowed to enter Thomaston schools only
during the beginning of the fall term, when the first grade class
ig being formed. Provided, however, that a child, who has re-
ceived an equivalent amount of instruction elsewhere, may be
allowed to enter at another time during the school year, on
-application to the superintendent and proving to his satisfaction
that the child is qualified to enter the class that was formed at
the beginning of the fall term and go on with profit to himself,
and-without detriment to the class.

o TRUANTS.
" During the year the usual amount of trouble has been experi-
enced with the non-attendance of some pupils. The law requires
children between the ages of seven and fifteen to attend school
during the time that it is in session, and imposes a penalty upon
the parent or pupil who does not comply with the law. Several
parents have been notified that the law would be enforced
against them if they did not comply with it. One boy has been
arrested and placed on probation.
SIGNALS FOR NO SCHOOL.

Sometime last spring the selectmen gave their consent to
the ringing of no-school signals at noon, and the following was
read in all the schools:

On days when it is considered unsuitable to have a school,
the fire alarm will ring 1-5 at 8 A. M. This will mean no school
for the forenoon only. If there is also to be no school in the
afternoon, the same signal will ring again at 12.15 P. M.

BEECIIWOOD SCHUOL. )

This school has been in session during the year, and is
giving great satisfaction to its patrons. The total attendance
has been ten pupils with a high average. Some of these pupils
are very small'and it would seem better for the present to keep
this school in session.

TEXT BOOKS. )
During the year the introduction of Roddy’s primary geo-
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graphy has been completed for the fourth and fitth grades.
Frye’s grammar school geography has been introduced into th,e
sixth and seventh grades. The introduction of book 1 of Hyde’s
two-book course in English has been completed for the fourth,
fifth, sixth and seventh grades. The introduction of the new
Walsh arithmetics has also been completed. During the com-
ing year a portion of the book money should be expended for
supplementary reading books throughout the grades.
HIGH SCHOOL '

A year ago the eourse in French was increased from a two-
years’ course to a three years’ course. This year a four years’
course in history was started. The course in English also ex-
tends through the four years. The new laboratory, which has
received many compliments from visitors from out of town, al-
though not expensively fitted up, has made possible a thorough
year’s work in each of the two sciences, chemistry and physics.
This year a new system of teaching book-keeping has been tried.
It is published by Powers & Lyons and by some very simple
devices enables the pupil to receive, make out and handle all the
papers and books as in actual business. It also provides for a
bank to be kept by one of the older pupils. To those pupils who
are adapted to work of this kind, it has proven an excellent drill.

Miss Edith Bicknell who has now been two termsin the school
as assistant teacher is doing very good work

Never since my conneclion with the school has the attendance
been so good as during the last two terms. The spirit of the
school is excellent. The pupils as a whole are hard working and
ready to respond heartily when the teachers lead the way.

Last June a class of eighteen, twelve girls and six boys,
graduated from the school. This is the largest graduating class
in the history of the school.

There is need of more reference books for additional work
a’ong historical, scientific and literary lines as an addition to the
school library. There will also be needed some small additions
to the apparatus in the laboratory.

CONCLUSION.

In the school system there are many things to commend. The
tables of attendance show that as a whole the attendance is
good. The pupils are as a whole doing excellent work. The
teachers are hard working and as a rule well prepared for their
positions.

I wish to thank the school board, the teachers, the citizens and
the pupils for their hearty cooperation.
