











Warrant For Town Meeting

Oxford ss. State of Maine.

To james A . McMennamin, a Constable in the Town
of Rumford, In said County.

Greeting:

In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby
required to notify and warn the inhabitants of said Town
ot Rumford, qualified by law to vote in Town affairs, to
assemble at the Wigwam In Rumford Falls, In said
Town, on the first Monday Iin March, the third day, at
9 o’clock iIn the forenoon, to act on the following
articles, to wit:

Article 1st. To choose a moderator to preside at
the meeting;.

Art. 2nd. To choose a Clerk for the ensuing- year.

Art. 3d. To choose Selectmen, Assessors and
Overseers of the Poor for the ensuing year.

Art. 4th To choose a Town Treasurer for the em
suing year.

Art. 5th. To establish a rate per cent of salary

for collecting taxes and to choose a Collector for the
ensuing year.

Art. 6th. To choose one or more Road Commis-
sioners for the ensuing year.

Art. 7th. To choose one or more members of the

School Committee for the ensuing year.

Art. 8th. To choose a Town Auditor for the ensu-
Ing Vvear.

Art. 9th. To choose all other Town Officers for
the ensuing year.

Art. 10th. To see if the Town will vote to grant
and raise such sums of money as may be necessary for
the maintenance and support of Schools, to purchase
nooks, to repair Schoolhouses, to care for the poor, to
pay Town Debt and interest, to repair roads and

oridges and to pay all miscellaneous expenses, and de-
fray all other town charges.

Art. 11th. To see If the Town will vote to fix the
salary of all town officers.

Art. 12th. To see if the Town will vote to allow a
discount on all taxes paid before a specified time, or
charge iInterest on all taxes unpaid after a specified

time, or both, and to raise a sufficient sum of money to
defray the discount voted.

Art. 13th. To see if the Town will vote to author-
ize the Town Treasurer, with the approval of the

Selectmen, to hire such sums of money as may be nec-
essary to defray town charges.

Art. 14-th. To see If the Town will vote to contin-

ue the Free High School as established and raise
money for the support of same.

Art. 15th. To see if the Town will vote “Yes” or
“No” upon the adoption of the provisions of Chapter
112 of the Public Laws of Maine for the year 1907 as
amended by Chapter 69 Public laws of 1909 also Chap-
ter 21 Public Laws of 1911 and Chapter 183 Public
Laws of 1911, relating to the appropriation of money
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necessary to entitle the Town to State Aid for the high-
ways for the year 1913.

Art. 16th. To see if the Town will raise and ap-
propriate In addition to the amounts regularly appro-
priated for the care of ways, highways and bridges, the
sum of $1,100.00 being the maximum amount which
the Town is allowed to raise under the provisions of
Chapter 112 of the Public Laws of Maine for the year
1907, as amended by Chapter 69, Public Laws 1909,

also Chapter 21, Public Laws of 1911 and Chapter 183
Public Laws of 1911,

Art. 17th. To see what additional sum the Town
will vote to raise by taxation for the State road and
direct how same shall be expended.

Art. 18th. To see If the Town will vote to raise a
sum of money for the proper observance of Memorial
Day, to be expended under the direction of the Joseph
E. Colby Post, G, A. R.

Art. 19th. To see what sum of money the Town
will vote to raise for the support of the Rumford Pub-
lic Library.

Art. 20th. To see If the town will authorize the
school committee to provide for the medical examina-
tion of school children and raise two hundred dollars
for the same.

Art. 21st. To see If the town will vote to raise

and appropriate the sum of $300.00 to provide for a
course In domestic science.

Art 22nd. To see what sum of money the Town
will vote to raise and appropriate to iInstitute a course
In manual training in the Rumford Public Schools and
provide instruction therefore.
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Art. 23rd. To see what sum of money the Town
will vote to raise and appropriate to improve the ap-
proaches and play grounds of the Chisholm, Pettengill
and Bisbee schools.

Art. 24th. To see If the Town will vote to unite
with the Town of Hanover for a term of three years
and form a union school district as contemplated by the
Revised Statutes.

Art, 25th. To see what sum of money the Town
will vote to raise and appropriate to extend the side-
walk on the easterly side of Penobscot Street on Penob-
scot past the high school building on said street.

Art. 26th. To see if the Town will vote to buy the
lot at the corner of Crescent Ave. & Linnell St. next
the Virginia school house for school purposes and ap-
propriate money for the same.

Art. 27th. To see if the Town will vote to grade
Franklin St. or any part thereof, between Maine Ave-
nue & Oxford and what sum of money the Town will
appropriate for the same.

Art. 28th. To see what sum of money the Town
will raise and appropriate to build two or more suitable
sheds to store Town property including all appliances
used on the highways both in summer and winter. One
of said sheds to be located at the town farm, one near
Rumford Center, and the others to be located at such
places as the Selectmen may deem proper; and also to
raise and appropriate a sufficient sum of money to move
to another location and make such additions and im-
provements as may be needed to the pest house, so-
called, on the Town farm.
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Art. 29th. To see If the Town will vote to make
permanent 1mprovements on the stage road leading
from Rumford Center to Andover beginning at road
leading to J. H. & F. B. Maitin’s and ending at resi-
dence of Guy Dolloff and raise money for same.

Art. 30th. To see what sum of monev the Town
will vote to raise for the abatement of taxes.

Art. 31st. To see what action the Town will take
In regard to money due the Town by abutters of side-
walks*

Art. 32nd. To see what action the Town will take
In matter of collecting pay for fuming action from peo-
ple able to pay for such fumigating.

Art. 33rd. To see if the Town will vote to build a
bridge across the Androscoggin river at some point be-
tween the ferries at Rumford Corner and Rumford
Center,said point to be determined by the County Com-
missioners.

Art. 34th. To see If the Town will vote to Instruct
the Selectmen to petition the County Commissioners to
lay out a highway at the point decided on for said
bridge.

Art. 35th. To see If the Town will vote to raise
and appropriate such a sum of money as may be neces-
sary for the purposes of building the highway and
bridge across the Androscoggin river as may be located

by the County Commissioners and direct how the same
shall be raised.

Art. 36th. To see If the Town will vote to raise
and appropriate the sum of thirty thousand dollars or
any other sum that the town may deem necessary, for
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the purpose of building a bridge across the Androscog-
gin River, as now located by the County Commission-
ers, at or near the Ferry at Rumford Center in the
Town of Rumford, and direct how the sum of money
shall be raised.

Art.37th. To see if the Town will vote to issue Its
Interest bearing bonds for the sum of thirty thousand
dollars or such other sums as the town may deem nec-
essary, for the purpose referred to In the preceding
article, and to authorize and direct its Selectmen and
Treasurer to fix and determine the time and place of
the payment of said bonds and iInterest and to execute
sald bonds and sell and dispose of the same as shall be
for the best interest of the Town.

The Selectmen give notice that they will be In
session for the purpose of correcting the list of voters
In saild Town, and hearing and deciding on applica-
tions claiming the right to have their names entered
upon the said list at Selectmen’s Office at Rumford
Falls, Saturday, March 1st, A. D. 1913.
