Meild. ejohn, Doherty win close election

After a controversial cam-
paign that featured two candi-
dates running independently for
president and vice-president, un-
official results show that the un-
orthodox nature of these cam-
paigns did not decrease support
for Ben Meiklejohn and Dusty
Doherty.

While official results will not
be available until Thursday, bar-
ring any challenges, Meiklejohn
student government's incumbent
president, unofficially received
362 votes while Doherty received
332 votes in Tuesday's election.

The ticket of James Leblond and
Scott Morelli received 297 votes.

The Leblond/ Morelli ticket
had expressed concern about low-
er voter turnout due to the chang-
es in the ballot. These changes
did not seem to discourage voters
as approximately 11 percent of
of the undergraduate student body
showed up at the polls.

Any degree of confusion re-

garding the split-ticket was re-
portedly lessened by detailed in-
structions printed at the top of
each ballot. Chad Sherrets a mem-
ber of the Fair Election Practices
Committee, answered the ques-
tions of perplexed voters.

"There was some confusion
regarding the student government
ballots because it's a ticket ver-
sus individual candidates," said
Sherrets.

Sara Silverstein, a sophomore
international affairs major, did
not think the split ballot was con-
fusing and saw no reason for
changes in the current electoral
regulations.

"As long as students are aware
that there are people running who
care about the university, then it
doesn't matter about the logistics
of the election process," said Sil-
verstein.

FEPC chair Chris Barstow has
announced intentions to ammend
the guidelines for the next elec-
tion.
"We don't want to use this as

a precedent," said Barstow.

Council refuses to alter poll date

Holding municipal elections
on March 12 sends a negative
message to Orono' s absent stu-
dent population, a candidate for
town council said at Monday's
meeting of the Orono town
Council.

"Having the elections when
students are on spring Break
sends a message to students that
says, you're not part of our

town'," Maha Sabawi said.
Orono has held elections and

town meetings on the second
Tuesday in March since the
1800s , and tradition dictates that

the date doesn't date, Counselor
Frank martin said.

In the late '70s, the U.S. Su-
preme Court concluded that stu-
dents have the right to vote in
their college town. And voting
when a large percentage of the
population is gone is a violation
of this right, according to S a-

bawi. The council should con-
sider changing the date , she said.

Other counselors said that the
university often changes the date
of spring recess. Orono can't al-
ter the date of its municipal elec-
tions each time the university
shifts its format, they said.

"The students have the same
right as anyone else in town to
apply for an absentee ballot,"
Martin said. "We're not denying

Uncensored Internet
remains at UMaine

Though it's touched off enough
immediate controversy to inspire
nationwide protests and lawsuits,
the University of Maine's Internet
users won't see any changes be-
cause of the controversial Tele-
communications Reform Act just
yet.

Rather, according to CAPs di-
rector Jay Johnson,UMaine's elec-
tronic side will operate as usual,
awaiting the final outcome of law-
suits and hearings related to the
bill.

"Our position is that we ought
to obey the laws," Johnson said,
"but it's not clear what the law is."

Currently pending are national
lawsuits filed against the govern-
ment by groups like the American

Civil Liberties Union and the Elec-
tronic Freedom Frontier, who hold
that a section of the bill, the Com-
muncations Deceny Act, violates
the First Amendment.

The CDA states that users or
access providers who "knowingly
transmit" obscene or "indecent"
material over any telecommunica-
tions medium in the U.S. can be
faced with penalties up to $100,000
and 2 years in prison.

A federal judge has agreed to
restrain enforcement of the act un-
til the challenge is settled, accord-
ing to EFF's website.

The CDA has been most con-

trovesial on the Internet itself,
where users wary of federal re-
strictions on a hitherto unregulated

President slacking off, people wary

PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti (AP) — It's been nearly a week since Rene Preval

became president, and no one is running his government. Investors and members of
the governing party that helped elect him are growing impatient.

Preval won international backing by saying he would pursue economic austerity measures
to secure millions of dollars in foreign aid and promote investment in impoverished Haiti. All
plans are on hold, however, while he negotiates with Parliament over a new premier.

"This hesitation to take things in hand makes international investors even more wary
about investing than we are," Gerard Bailly, an importer and former president of the Haitian
Chamber of Commerce and Industry, said Monday.

Local investors with projects involving millions of dollars are waiting for Preval to defme his
economic policy, a prominent banker told The Associated Press on condition of anonymity.

About half of a $1.2 billion foreign aid package also depends on austerity measures that
would cut thousands of jobs from the state payroll.

Preval was elected Dec. 17 with the support of the Lavalas Platform of political parties that
embraced his predecessor, Jean-Bertrand Aristide. He began his five-year term on Feb. 7.

Divisions within Lavalas — which holds 80 percent of 110 seats in Parliament — have
drawn out the process of selecting a premier. Lawmakers must confirm the appointment.

Scientists jubilant over
recent discoveries

EIN GEDI, Israel (AP) — High on the rocky slopes4 overlooking the Dead Sea oasis of Ein Gedi stand the
ruins of a massive watchtower, its entrance sealed with a

huge circular stone.
"Cursed be he who reveals the secret of the village," warns

a centuries-old inscription on the mosaic floor of a synagogue
nearby.

The secret of the long-buried village lies inside the tower,
where the Jews of Ein Gedi made a prized balsam oil used to
anoint biblical kings, Hebrew University archaeologist Yizhar
Hirschfeld says.
A team led by Hirschfeld and Jonathan Rosenfeld of the

University of Hartford, Conn., recently uncovered the fourth- to
sixth-century tower and the village it guards. The discovery was
made public Monday.

"Nothing like it has been found anywhere in the countries of
the ancient world," Hirschfeld told The Associated Press.

The balm was made from a species of persimmon tree found
only along the shores of the Dead Sea and in nearby Jericho. The
tree became extinct in the sixth century, Hirschfeld said.

On the slopes around the watchtower are the remains of
ancient terraces where Hirschfeld believes the persimmon trees

were grown. The brown slopes contrast sharply with the green of

Ein Gedi's date palms and the deep blue of the Dead Sea.

Germans not trying former Nazis

2 FRANKFURT, Germany (AP) — The last Nazi war crimes trial in Germany
has probably already taken place because remaining suspects may be too old or
sick to face trial, a top German prosecutor said Tuesday.

A Jewish leader disputed that contention, however, saying many German authorities
did not want any more trials and had dragged their feet in pursuing investigations.

Four elderly Germans have been charged with Nazi war crimes but have not been
brought to trial in local courts, said Alfred Streim, the chief prosecutor who heads the
Ludwigsburg-based Documentation Center on Nazi crimes.

He said the charges were filed "some time ago" but the dates for trial have not been
set.

"Presumably the suspects are too old and (prosecutors) are waiting to see if their
health condition improves or not," Streim said in a telephone interview.

He would not identify the four, but said they all are around 80 years old.
The charges include such crimes as mistreatment of concentration camp inmates

resulting in deaths.
Michel Friedman, a leading member of Germany's Central Council of Jews, said the

age of a suspect does not justify dropping prosecution.

Rescue team attempts
to free passengers

FURUBIRA, Japan (AP) — As rescuers strug-

gled for a fourth day today to blast their way into a
highway tunnel where 20 people lie buried beneath a

huge fallen boulder, the government ordered a nationwide
inspection of tunnels to guard against any more cave-ins.

The safety checks, to be completed by the end of March,
will be conducted at thousands of tunnels that are near cliffs
and other potentially unstable sites, officials from the con-
struction and transport ministries said.

Meanwhile, at the remote northern coast where a 20-
story-high rock sheared off the mountain Saturday, smash-
ing the tunnel, explosives experts were trying a new tactic
in hopes of reaching the people aboard a bus and a car inside.

Villagers in the nearby fishing community of Furubira,
where nearly everyone has a friend or relative among the 19
people on the bus, have all but given up hope.

"It's been going on so long, and they have blasted the
rock so many times," said resident Ryoko Honma. "It
seems useless to keep watching and hoping."

After trying for two days to blow the boulder off the top
of the tunnel with tons of explosives, crews began setting off
smaller blasts aimed at turning the rock to rubble that could
be cleared away.

Cultural diversity a key to college life

Being a black student in an overwhelm-
ingly white university such as the UMaine
can be extremely tough psychologically, a
Time magazine journalist said Monday.

"You have no idea how culturally isolated
70 black students can be on a campus of
10,000," Sylvester Monroe, a Los Angeles-
based correspondent for the magazine, said.

Monroe spoke about his own experiences
as a black student and reporter as part of

UMaine's Black History Celebration Month.
The event, sponsored by the office of Multi-
cultural Student Affairs and the Black Stu-
dents Union, took place in the at Dexter
Lounge, Alfond Arena.

Monroe began his journalism career at
Newsweek magazine in 1973, after graduat-
ing Harvard University. He wrote his best
known story — "Brothers" — for Newsweek
in 1987. In it, he told the life-histories of 11 of
his friends with whom he grew up with in a
black Chicago housing project. He joined
Time magazine's staff in 1989. Many of his

stories deal with major social and minority
issues. His most recent coverage for Time
magazine includes the 0.J. Simpson trial, as
well as the Million Man March.

"Racism is America's Achilles' heel,"
Monroe said, "the dirty secret" everyone
knows but no one confronts openly.

Monroe urged his responsive and racially
diverse audience of about 30 students ,faculty
members and other guests to shed their racial
prejudices and try to look at social issues
from different perspectives.

"I'm trying to say that we in America have
an opportunity that very few other countries
have — we have the strength of diversity,"
Monroe said.

He said that his life "is a testament that the
diversity principle works."

"I've been blessed to see the world from
two windows," Monroe said. "But the price I
paid at Time and Newsweek was this constant,
dull pain of social isolation."

"That is why diversity is an imperative,"
Monroe said. "You get to know blacks, Lat-
inos and Asians as people, not as stereo-
types."

Monroe pointed out that after 27 years of
Affirmative Action there are still very few
black people in upper-level positions in high-
er education and the mass media.

According to Monroe, 94 percent of the
tenure professors in the University of Cali-
fornia system are white. In Time magazine,
only seven of the more than 70 correspon-
dents are black.

"And how many minority faculty do you
have at the UMaine?" he asked.

Monroe told the audience about the need
black students have to talk to someone "with-
out translating" from time to time.

UMaine associate professor of education
John Maddaus asked Monroe how to make
the campus more hospitable to minority stu-
dents, Monroe said to hire as many minority
faculty as possible, as well as create ethnic
and cultural studies programs.

Thomas Wendt, a residence life coordi-
nator at the UMaine, also reccommended
recruiting more black students instead of just
black athletes.

Monroe described how he had felt at
Harvard University, which was very polar-
ized at the time he studied there.

"I never sat at a table in the dining room
with a white man after my freshman year,"
Monroe said. "Now we have the chance to get
beyond that!"

Monroe said that all he is trying to do in
his writing is to "bring the people from the
two worlds I live in together."
"We don't have to love or even like each

other," Monroe said.
But having in mind the increasing per-

centage of minorities in the U.S. population,
Americans will have to cooperate in order to
be able to move ahead as a nation. Coopera-
tion is impossible without mutual trust and
understanding, Monroe emphasized.

The words of Paula Codrington, a mem-
ber of the UMaine Black Students Union,
added a touch of optimism to Monroe's mes-
sage:

Few meet the challenge of the Federal Deficit

Weaving between tables and chairs, the
waitress, holding the dish high enough for
all to see, made her way to the booth. The
other customers stared in disbelief as they
whispered to each other about what they had
seen.

After seeing the chocolate and whipped
cream-covered diet breaker, the three peo-
ple waiting for the huge treat wondered what
they had gotten themselves into.

"There's not a snowball's chance in hell,"
said 26-year-old engineering student David
German when asked if he could eat the
whole thing by himself.

German, his wife Andrea and friend Don
Frost, were sitting face-to-face with The
Federal Deficit, the famous specialty des-
sert of the Governor's restaurant chain. It is
a mammoth-sized concoction of one of each
of the dessert specials, complete with every
flavor of sauce known to ice cream lovers.

"This is for at least six people," says the
menu. "You cannot eat it alone." And for
German, that's the truth.

The three eaters, probably having skipped
dinner, managed to get it all down in about
one hour. But the real challenge, boasted by
the menu, is to eat the whole thing alone in
one hour.

"If I were really hungry, I know I could
eat all of it," said Frost, who estimated the
dessert to weigh 5 or 6 pounds.

But very few people meet the challenge.
Tammy Young, head cashier at Governor's
for two years and one of the employees who

gets the sloppy assignment of making the
colossal dessert ,remembers a few people
who tried to tackle The Federal Deficit.

"Its probably not good business to say
that people get sick but that's what usually
happens when someone tries to eat it alone,"
said Young.

Last year at about this time, she said, one
young woman tried to do just that.

"She didn't look too good when she
left," Young said. "I've never seen anybody
that color green."

In 1960, Lee Wadleigh started Gover-
nor's as a seasonal ice cream shop. About
nine years ago, he created The Federal Defi-
cit as a gimmick. He issued the challenge to
customers coming into the ice cream shop to
see what the dessert was all about. Today, his
son Randy owns all of the Governor's restau-
rants throughout the state, and he offers the
same challenge at each of them. He explained
how the creation got its catchy name.

"Back then the real federal deficit was
becoming more of a concern to people," said
Wadleigh. "The name fit perfectly." Ac-
cording to the menu, The Federal Deficit is
called so because, like its counterpart, it
"gets bigger everyday."

Since 1960 Governor's restaurant has
expanded to three other locations, but The
Federal Deficit is still most popular in Old
Town among the college students of the
area.

"Usually crowds come in for it," he said.
"They do it for the experience or for conver-
sation. It's a sweet tooth kind of thing."

Wadleigh and the rest of Governor's
staff enjoy the times that customers come in

ances with Usenet posts and World Wide
Web sites critical of the act.

Many organizations and individuals fol-
lowed the lead of the civil-liberities groups
with formal protests, including blackened
web page backgrounds and the real-life
wearing of blue ribbons, as soon as Presi-
dent Clinton signed the act into law last
Thursday.

At a meeting last Friday with directors
and users of BBNPlanet, a Boston-based
internet service provider (ISP) that helps con-
nect UMaine's network to the rest of the
world, there was hardly any discussion about
the decency act or its connotations, Johnson
said.

"The only mention was by one of the
speakers, who was from a university, and
commented on it somewhat disparigangly,"
he said.

Peter Thonis, vice president of commu-
nications for BBNPlanet, said that the corn-

pany holds a mixed view of the entire, broad
telecommunications act, which also signif-
icantly modernizes laws and legislation deal-
ing with many forms of communication and
broadcast media.
"We haven't done anything proactive in

regards to the bill," Thonis said. "Some
parts we support wholeheartedly, and some
parts we do not."

The company definitely does not agree
with with the decency portion, he said, be-
cause ISPs such as BBNPlanet would have
tremendous difficulty screening out "inde-
cent" material from all the data it routes to its
users.

"Internet service providers can't control
content any more than a telephone company
can control content," Thonis said.

Johnson said he sees the lack of attention
on the topic as optimistic.
"We have no gotten no word that I know of

that they are dropping any feeds," Johnson said.

Random car searches rejected
FREEPORT (AP) — Freeport High

School students won't have to consent to
random car searches to get a parking spot.

The school committee has voted down
two proposed policies that would have re-
quired students to submit to random car
searches to get a parking pass at the high
school.

"I think it's ludicrous to have the princi-
pal poking around stuff in people's cars,"
Gerald Kennedy, a member of the school
committee, said after Monday's vote.

School officials instituted locker and car
search policies in December to stop students
from taking drugs or alcohol onto school
property.

Students who opposed the car searches
said there was nothing that required officials

to have "reasonable grounds" before enter-
ing cars to look for drugs or alcohol.

Martin Robles , committee chairman, said
the proposed policy was a step in the right
direction to provide a safe environment for
students and keep drugs and alcohol off
school grounds.

"I felt that we had reacted appropriately
to the concerns that were raised," said Rob-
les.

Kennedy said the school's principal told
the board that the problem was in a nearby
private parking lot. The policy therefore
wasn't doing anything to address the prob-
lem, he said.

School officials now have the authority
to conduct searches only if they have rea-
sonable grounds.

Ski resorts merge
CARRABASSETT VALLEY (AP) —

The merger of the two largest ski compa-
nies in the Northeast won't halt the rivalry
between Sugarloaf USA and Sunday Riv-
er, a Sugarloaf spokesman said Tuesday.

Maine's two largest ski areas have
squabbled for years over which one was the
biggest, which opened the earliest and which
was closest to Boston.

The $104 million merger of SKI Ltd.
with LBO Enterprises puts the two areas
under the same ownership.

Chip Carey of Sugarloaf said the resorts
will team up to get more people hooked on

the sport but Sugarloaf will continue to try
to lure more of the business its way.

"There is always going to be competi-
tion with other surrounding resorts in New
England. We all have different attributes. I
don't see any change at all, even though
we're part of a bigger company," said
Carey.

Skip King of Sunday River suggested
that the rivalry may have been blown out of
proportion.

About 25 people on the Sunday River
staff worked for SKI, the company that
owns Sugarloaf, he said.

Recent campus violence keeeps police busy

Two males have been charged in a Hart

Hall fighting incident, according to Sergeant

Laurie Sproul.
The incident, which occurred on Feb. 6 at

2:13 a.m., resulted in Aaron House, 19, of

Hart Hall being charged-with assault and

Todd Fawcett, 22, also of Hart Hall, with

criminal mischief.

Sproul said that Fawcett was allegedly

invited into House's room where he sus-

tained an injury to his upper lip. Fawcett then

went back to his own room and allegedly got

a hammer that he used to smash on House's

door.
The two were summoned to third district

court for March 1.
On Feb. 5, David Steckel, 20, of York

Village was charged with failure to report an

accident.
Sproul said that two witnesses saw Steck-

el strike an unattended vehicle. One witness

asked if Steckel was going to report the

accident to which Steckel replied, "No, are

you going to tell on me?"

According to the report, Steckel was pulled'

over from a description of his vehicle and

then told the officer that he didn't report the

accident because he didn't think the owner of

the car would really care.

Damage to the both vehicles is estimated

at $1,025.
On Feb. 6, Justin Munson, 21, was charged

with following another vehicle too closely.

Sproul said that, allegedly, when the first

car started to go after being stopped at a light,

it stopped suddenly causing Munson to rear

end it.
According to the report, the driver of the

car that was hit didn't see Munson behind

him after feeling a slight bump, so Munson

lost him after pulling into the Jenness parking

lot.
The driver reported the accident as a hit

and run, but because of the confusion, Mun-

son was only charged with following too

a vote."
The council unanimously approved

an order that secures the election date as

March 12.
In other business, the Orono Police

Department is changing the way it eval-

uates officers by placing more emphasis

on community relations, Police Chief

Robert Mulhern said.

"Officers used to be evaluated by the

number of speeding and parking tickets

(they issued)," he said. "now they get

credits for community policing activities

and how they interact with citizens."

Since taking the post of police chief

nearly three months ago, Mulhern has

increased the number of officer walking

hours to 25 per week. He also plans to add

bike routes and hold community semi-

nars to educate the public - especially the

elderly, he said.
"One of the worst things you can hear

about is a senior citizen that has only

$5,000 in their bank account, and some-

one comes along and cons them out of it,"

Mulhern said.
The council also passed an order that

will give shoppers quicker access to

downtown businesses by forcing parking

restrictions upon residents and employ-

ees. the council zoned roughly 52 all-

night permit parking spaces to compen-

sate for the resident restrictions.

Fired Packard Bell worker shoots up workplace
SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) — Three

days after being fired over an article on work-
place violence, Phuoc Bui returned to Packard
Bell with a gun and a bag of ammunition,
police said.

He forced his way into a computer assem-
bly area and fired as many as 60 rounds,
missing workers before being shot in the shoul-
der by a security guard, police said.

The bullets hit only the ceiling and a small
office Monday at the computer maker's head-
quarters. Even though nine supervisors were
meeting in the office, nobody was hurt.

"It's really miraculous that somebody

wasn't hit with at least a ricochet," police
spokesman Michael Heenan said.

Bui was treated at a hospital and booked at
the county jail on attempted murder and kid-
napping charges.

The kidnapping charge was added because
Bui grabbed a female worker and forced her
through a turnstile to get into the building,
Heenan said.

Bui, 34, had been fired Friday after he gave
co-workers a newspaper article that discussed
"the wisdom of having a plan to protect work-
ers against violence," Heenan said.

• The System

Crime rate high
among black males

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Nearly 40
percent of all California black men in their
20s were in prison, on probation or on parole
last year, according to a study released Mon-
day.

By contrast, only 5 percent of the state's
white male population in their 20s and 11
percent of Latino men in that age group were
in the criminal system last year, said the study
by the San Francisco-based Center on Juvenile
and Criminal Justice , a nonprofit policy group.

The report also found that while blacks and
whites use drugs at about the same rate ,blacks
were arrested for drug offenses at roughly five
times the rate of whites during the height of the
drug war in 1989.

The prison system "is the most grossly
ineffective public policy in the whole state and
it's the one blindly and madly followed by
more people than any other," San Francisco
Mayor Willie Brown said at a news confer-
ence to release the results.

He said sending nonviolent offenders to
prison hurts society because convicts do not
get the rehabilitation, drug treatment and job
training they need.

left some of his co-workers with the idea that
he admired the idea of settling a grudge by
coming into a workplace with a gun," Heenan
said.

Bui became belligerent when his manag-
ers tried to discuss the article with him and he
was fired.

Bui returned to his former worksite carry-
ing a 9 mm semiautomatic pistol and a bag
with more than 100 rounds of ammunition,
police said.

When the shooting began, worker James
Hunt said he dashed for the nearest exit.
"My instinct at the first shot was I was

gone," he said. "I thought that some of the
workers I knew were killed on the spot."

Packard Bell, which refused to discuss
details of the shooting or let a reporter examine
the area, said in a statement that it was studying
ways of improving security.

Bangor Symphony Orchestra a real treat

The sounds of strings filled the Hutchins
Concert Hall this weekend as the New En-
gland Piano Quartette and the Bangor Sym-
phony Orchestra played successively Satur-
day evening and Sunday afternoon. Their
music remembered past conductors and com-

posers, while at the same time it celebrated

the 100th anniversary of the BSO.
The first performance, Saturday evening,

was by the New England Piano Quartette

and Elizabeth Patches. The concert was

really a performance of four different groups,
with the entire quartet playing the final
piece. The concert began with Trio '79,
which had Frank Glazer at the piano, Curtis
Macomber on the violin, and George Sop-
kin playing the cello. The second piece,
String Trio, was a piece for the violin, cello
and the viola, which was played by Scott
Woolweaver. Vocals were topic of the third
piece ,Three Songs for the Mezzo-Soprano

and Piano , in which Elizabeth Patches
sang, accompanied by the piano. The last
performance of the evening was Quartet for
piano, viola, viola and cello, in which the
aforementioned instruments played.

This concert was a tribute to Werner
Torkanowsky, who wrote every piece in
which the group played. Maestro Tor-
kanowsky was a world renown conductor
and considered to be an excellent and capa-

ble leader in his field. He is lesser known as

a composer than as a conductor. His works,

as with many other composers, are often
based upon life's tragedies and fortunes.
One could sense more tragedy in Tor-
kanowsky' s pieces Saturday, with the con-
flict of certain chords.

The performance on Sunday by the Bang-
or Symphony Orchestra was another re-
membrance of Torkanowsky as one of the

compositions played was written by BSO

bassist and long time friend of Torkanow sky,
Robert Rohe. The piece, entitled Remem-
brance was a premiere playing , and only the
first movement was played.

The first part of the program was an
overture by Christoph Willibald Gluck, en-
titled Overture to "Iphigenie in Aulis." A
wonderful piece, played masterfully by the
orchestra, it was premiered on April 19,

1774, years after its writing. The overture
was a powerful way to start the concert and
put the audience in a definite mood for
listening.

The third piece was another piece writ-
ten for the BSO.Celebratory Overture was
written by Peter Re, former conductor of the
Bangor Symphony Orchestra, from 1964 to
1976. To top the celebration of the Orches-
tra's one-hundred years, Re, himself, con-

ducted the piece, and received a double
standing ovation from the audience.

It was the final piece that separated the

Comedians a must
for upcoming pla

Directing a play, especially one in which
novices are encouraged to try out for, can be
challenging, but with Dr. Sandra Hardy, a pro-
fessor of theatre here at the university, her
provocative, challenging style of teaching and
directing should make directing the spring's
comedy production a bit easier.

"How Suite It Is" will open on April 18, and

will consist of a collection of four one-act plays,
two of which are taken from "Plaza Suite" and
another two from "California Suite." Both are a

series of one-acts by Neil Simon in which all

action takes place in the same hotel. Simon uses

both satire and situational comedy as well as
other common comedic techniques. which
Hardy plans to tap into.

"I'm choosing scenes that will give a sense
of varying comedy," Hardy said.

In the first act, entitled "Visitor from Philli-

delphia," a man finds himself in a compromis-
ing position. When the lead character's wife
returns home unexpecteclly , he desperately tries
to keep her ignorant of his callgirl companion
still in their bed, sedated from various recre-
ational chemicals.

"It's a farce, it's all about movement and
very physical," explains Hardy. "It's typically
British."

The second scene is called "Visitor From

Hollywood," and depicts a successful Holly-

wood producer who is rather unsuccessful in his
love life. After two failed marriages, he decides
to return to New York to seduce his old high
school sweetheart. The only problem is she is
happily married with two children. This partic-
ular piece is a slight variation of the original.

"I have changed the casting there, I am
going to have the director be a female," Hardy
said, "so the gender reversal gives a sense of a
more modem character who feels that success
and power are going to gain her some in-roads
with some poor innocent schlep from Tenafly,

New Jersey."
"The Visitor From Forest Hills," the third

act, is another form of situation comedy where
the bride-to-be has locked herself in the bath-
room and refuses to meet her groom or wedding
guests waiting for the ceremony. Hardy de-
scribes this scene as a "comedy of character".

The last scene of the show will be "The
Visitor From London."

"It's wit and parry, and it's a kind of a

dialogue war or a sarcasm used when you're

trying to top the other person, again, very Brit-

ish. It gives us another sense of Neil Simon,"

Hardy said."In this scene, we get a satirical look

at actors who don't win Oscars."
Hardy is referring to a married couple the

night of an awards ceremony. The wife is a
famous actor who has been nominated for an
Oscar award, and the anxiety of the night ahead

composers. But more importantly, it was the
symphony that breathed the life into Piotr
Iliych Tchaikov sky ' s Symphony No .6 (" Pa-

thetique"). The piece was Tchaikovsky's

favorite of all his compositions. It strayed

from the traditional genre of a symphony

and started with a slow , somber melody. The
second and third movements were played
with a degree of allegro. The fourth ended

in an adagio, which is quite uncommon for
other symphonies written at that time. What
made this special as far as Tchaikovsky

goes, is it was his last piece written, since he

died four days after its premiere in 1893.
A truly wonderful weekend for remem-

bering the toils of great musicians of the past

and present. The celebration of the BSO's

100th was also well received. It should be

noted that the Orchestra's newest conduc-

tor, Christopher Zimmerman, has taken a

good lead and was given a double standing
ovation himself. Zimmerman is a wonder-

ful addition to names like Torkanowsky and

Re, and many will look forward to his direc-
torship of the Bangor Symphony Orchestra
for years to come.

'Las Vegas' a unique film

"Leaving Las Vegas," written and direct-

ed by a basically unknown writer, Mike Fig-

gis ,received countless praise as was awarded

Best Picture by the New York and Los Ange-

les Film Critics Circle as well as a Golden

Globe for Nicholas Cage for Best Actor.
Both lead actors , Cage and Elisabeth Shue,

have been nominated for Academy Awards.

It deserves every one of these. This movie is

so far from ordinary, it defies critiquing. Its

method of segueing between scenes, as well

as the way it uses Las Vegas' numerous

electronic billboards to enhance plot points

are deliciously unique.
The first 20 minutes of the movie follow

Ben Sanderson (Cage) through a downward

spiral of alcohol abuse and pathetic behavior.

He is a fallen screenplay writer presumably

with permanent writer's block. His wife has

left him, taking with her their son. When his

boss reluctantly fires him due to his alcohol-

ism, he says that he's going to go to Las

Vegas. He returns to his home and proceeds

to burn everything he owns, before sliding
into his BMW with more than twenty fifths of
liquor for the ride from Hollywood to Las
Vegas. Now that the audience believes it is
well into the movie, a shot of Las Vegas from

above is shown, and the title of the film
appears. The audience now knows that it is in

for quite a ride.
Ben first meets Sera (Shue), a high-priced

call girl, when he almost hits her upon enter-

ing the city of lights. When they next meet a

few days later, he asks her if she will have sex

with him for five hundred dollars. They go
back to his room at "The Whole Year in" or
as he sees it, "The hole you're in." (One of the
many ingenious directing techniques.) The
room is covered with fifths of every liquor
imaginable. She asks him what brings him to
Vegas, and he replies in a calm and collected
manner that,"! came here to drink myself to
death." And so a romance is formed.

One of the key scenes in the movie comes
when they are sitting in her house that she has
asked him to live in with her. It is the "meta-
phorical marriage" scene. She makes it clear
that she wants the relationship to progress.
He says, "No... Oh, no... Don't you under-
stand that you can never, ever ask me to stop
drinking?" She says,"! do," and they kiss. It
is tragically beautiful. Through many sad
scenes and a surprising amount of hysterical

scenes, the rest of the movie chronicles his
downward spiral through the sea of alcohol to
his death.

It is impossible to describe the amount of
alcohol that is consumed throughout this

film, except to say that it blows away any

expectations that you could possibly have.

Yes, it is a story of an alcoholic, but it is also
a heart-felt love story between two tragic
characters. Although they are both saturated
with sin, the beauty of the love story is that
they only make love once, which makes it a
true and innocent love. The dialogue moves
well and exhibits a range from deep depres-
sion to complex humor. The acting is impec-
cable, and the directing is unique. This movie
is definitely an Oscar candidate in every way.

Chicken Kiev, don't let

Have you ever sat in a fancy restaurant or
been in your local commons and wondered
how that delicious chicken was made? Or even
what the heck it was called? It was probably a
dish that nobody hates: Chicken Kiev.

Personally, I do not like the usual green
onion and peppers that is served with it,
(yes , it is true , the world—famous Billy Crock-
er hates onions) and Jam not alone. So I have
engineered a new twist that adds a different
green — spinach.

It is a vegetable that we all know well,
especially for all you Popeye's out there.

This is not a very difficult recipe, by any
means, but you want to give yourself plenty
of preparation time. A good rule of thumb is
to make the Chicken Kiev rolls the evening
before you plan to serve them. It will take
half an hour alone to do just the cooking.
Do not be afraid to keep the rolls in the

skillet longer than the prescribed time. You
want to make sure that the entire breast has
been cooked to a light golden brown. This
keeps the breading from breaking up when
baked. Another thing to keep in mind is that
the chicken like all chicken dishes should be
thoroughly cooked. If you notice too much
pink after the 18—minute mark, keep it in for
another couple of minutes. Never lower the

A Slightly Different Chicken Kiev

2 whole chicken breasts
6 Tbs. butter
2 tsp. garlic
2 tsp. parsley
1/4 cup cooked chopped spinach

cup flour
cup bread crumbs

4 egg whites
1 Tbs. oil

Separate whole breasts into halves. Place
bone side up (the rougher side up) on a piece
of plastic wrap and cover with a second
piece of wrap. Pound with a mallet to tender-
ize chicken. Remove top piece of plastic.
Mix garlic and parsley with spinach. Divide
into four equal parts and put onto each
chicken breast half. Place 1 Tbs. butter onto
each half.

Roll up the sides slightly on each half
breast and then roll completely lengthwise.
Dip into egg whites then into flour. Dip
again into egg white, then into bread crumbs,
making sure to cover thoroughly. Chill for 1
to 24 hours.

Next, melt 2 Tbs. butter in skillet; add
oil. Place each chicken roll in skillet, mak-
ing sure to get all sides. Brown each roll for
about 5 minutes. Put in baking dish and
place in preheated oven at 400 degrees for
15-20 minutes.

Fund it another way
The University of Maine once again

has a brilliant idea on how to make life
better for students. This time it comes in
the form of a $10 million recreation cen-
ter and an $8 million expansion to the
Memorial Union.

All of which sounds wonderful, ex-
cept for when it comes to their payment
plan. According to the Memorial Union
Concept Committee, a maximum fee of
$7 per credit hour would be levied on
UMaine's student bills once construc-
tion begins on the site.

While UMaine students can only ben-
efit from new facilities, an additional $7
per credit hour will weigh heavily on
their wallets. For students taking an
average 15 credits, the additional fee in-
creases their bill by $105 a semester.
While that may not seem like a tremen-
dous burden to many, there are those
students barely making ends meet with
their current bill.

It must also be taken into account that

there are a number of students who have
no interest in a recreation center, or ex-
pansion to the Union.

If
the university feels the need to build a
new recreation area or expand the Union,
than it should seek funding from private
donations.

The fate of this project will be up to
the students; on April 24, a three day
referendum will decide the outcome. If
the $7 per credit increase is not decreased
or removed alltogether, vote no.

Don't force life

Last week, during the
hustle and bustle of get-
ting stories organized at
the paper one of the sec-
retaries handed me a mes-
sage. Scribbled on the pad
was the name David Rand

and his number. The message read: "has a
very interesting story."
So I grabbed my pen and pad and read-

ied myself for what turned out to be one of
the most interesting half-hour-long con-
versations I have ever had with a stranger.

In 1979 David was an art major here at
the University of Maine. He was going
through one of those phases of student
depression; not knowing what his future
held in store had him down.
One day he was in one of the green-

houses on campus setting up his easel for
art class when he noticed something carved
in the concrete at his feet.

It was his last name. Amazed, David
brushed off the dirt surrounding the name
and found an inscription that read "Scott J.
Rand Oct. 10,1932." The inscribed name
was that of his grandfather who graduated
from UMaine in 1935.

"I was really bummed at the time, and
when I stumbled upon it, I knew it wasn't
a coincidence," David told me.

Although he's not a religious man, Dav-
id said from that day on, he knew his
grandfather was looking out from him.
And whenever he got down, he would think
of that day in the greenhouse and his grand-
father's name carved in the concrete.

David's college life continued with
highs and lows. He realized a major in art
was not what he was searching for so he
left UMaine to attend Maine Maritime
Academy. His stay there was short-lived
to say the least. He returned to UMaine,
this time majoring in nutrition. He became
a residence assistant started to enjoy his
life here.
A few years later, nearing his gradua-

tion date, David was at a dinner function a
man by the name of Howard Neville took a
seat next to him. Neville was the president
of the university at the time and David was
interested in exactly how one became the
President of such a large university.

"So I said to Mr. Neville, how did you
ever become the president of a universi-
ty?" David said.

Howard Neville's response was not very
profound, it was not about hard work,
grades or knowing the right people, but it
was an answer that David has never for-
gotten, an answer he wants all UMaine
students to never forget.
"Don't force life,' Mr. Neville told

me, 'Don't narrow yourself down.—
For David these were words of great

wisdom.
After college job opportunities led Dav-

id to Rhode Island, but his work in nutri-
tion didn't last long. When he had an op-
portunity to start his own construction busi-
ness he took it.

"I was on top of the world, making lots
of money," David said. "But then the mar-
ket crash in the 80s ended it all."

David lost everything, but he didn't give
up.

After the market crash he picked up

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positive for the HIV virus. While Clinton
did sign the bill, citing a number of benefits
for those in military service, he has vowed to
fight this blatantly discriminatory section in-
volving those who test HIV positive.

Discharging a soldier who tests positive
is no different than firing an employee who
tests positive, and neither is acceptable. Peo-
ple infected with HIV are able to live rela-
tively normal lives and are certainly able to
live up to their job-related responsibilities.
Families of the discharged soldiers will be
put in a situation where they not only lose a
major source of income, housing and health
benefits, but also the opportunity to continue
with their day-to-day existence like other
families.

Perhaps President Clinton should have
vetoed this particular bill again and forced
an extremist congress to remove Dornan's
archaic initiative. Instead, he signed the bill
and has vowed to lead the efforts to repeal
the objectionable sections of the otherwise
clean bill, but he has to do it within 6 months,
at which time the bill will take effect. Repeal
efforts are underway in both the House and
the Senate, and both bills have the support of
influential lawmakers such as Sen. Edward
Kennedy, D-Mass., and our own Sen. Will-
iam Cohen.

Dornan's extremist message is falling on
sympathetic ears in the House, a trend all too
typical of the modern Republican party; Pat
Buchanan won the Louisiana primary and
finished a close second in Iowa. These events
should make every citizen take notice and
begin to question the motivation driving the
party. While the country as a whole is not
moving towards a position of intolerance,
recent developments on Capitol Hill and the
campaign trail would suggest that the Re-
publican party is.

New company for Dole atop Republican field
DES MOINES, Iowa (AP) — Bob Dole

eked out a victory in Iowa's presidential cau-
cuses but it is Pat Buchanan who gloated today
after a solid and surprising serond-place show-
ing left him crowding Dole for a perch atop the
GOP field.

"The party likes Bob Dole, respects him,
but...it wants someone with new vision, not the
politics of yesterday," Buchanan said. "He
offers simply, 'I'm not Bill Clinton.—

Dole, looking weary, turned today to next-
up New Hampshire, especially important be-
cause its primary has tripped him up in 1992 —
and because he finished in Iowa a scant 3

percentage points ahead of Buchanan.
"It's an honor to be here," the Kansan told

the New Hampshire legislature in Concord.
"There's nothing like a good night's sleep..."

He barely mentioned the Iowa results — or
his rivals — in his 30-minute speech. Instead,he
touted his "tested values."

"Only men and women of character can
lead government," he said.

While Dole was trying to act presidential,
his aides were more willing to snipe at his rivals.
His spokesman Nelson Warfield said Buchan-
an should be taken seriously, but quickly la-
beled him a "hell-raiser and bomb-thrower."

As for Lamar Alexander, who claimed
momentum with a third-place finish in Iowa,
Warfield said he may have taken the "bronze
medal, but in this race there's nothing but first
place."

After learning Monday night's results, a
subdued Dole had declared his win "the first
big step on our road." But Buchanan said that
Iowa established him as "the one conservative
who can win this nomination."

Alexander, meanwhile, said, "Pat ran well
in the caucuses, but in the end it's going to be a
contest between Bob Dole and me."

For wealthy publisher Steve Forbes, a $4
million investment in Iowa caucuses yielded
only a fourth place showing and Texas Sen. Phil
Gramm could do no better than fifth. That
disappointing performance guaranteed Gramm
would face a campaign week filled with ques-
tions about how long his run for the party's
presidential nomination could go on.

After taking a shellacking in Louisiana last
week, Gramm said he would quit the race if he
didn't finish higher than fourth place, but later
backed away from that. Today he said he was
not going to "go back and second guess" his
Iowa performance.

In today's other post-mortems:
—Crowed Buchanan: "I think we're gonna

give Bob Dole difficulty." He conceded, how-
ever, that he still has a "winability" problem.

—Smiled Forbes: "I'm fine.. .We managed
to do what we wanted to do, which was finish in
the top four."

—Said Alexander, in a jab at Forbes: "Io-
wans really got fed up with the mudslinging....
He spent too much money."

With 98 percent of the state's 2,142 pre-
cincts reporting, Dole stood at 26 percent and
Buchanan was at 23 percent. Alexander won 18
percent, while Forbes was trailing with 10
percent. Gramm limped in at 9 percent, edging
out conservative commentator Alan Keyes, at 7
percent.

Indiana Sen. Dick Lugar drew only 4 per-
cent, while businessman Morry Taylor drew 1
percent. Taylor's showing did outdo California
Rep. Robert Dornan, who got 131 votes, less
than 1 percent.

President Clinton had no opposition in Dem-

ocratic caucuses and laid claim to all of the
state's 56 Democratic delegates. Democrats
said a brutal Republican race had opened the
door for Clinton to capture the state in the fall.

Dole shrugged off the inevitable sugges-
tions he'd won a shaky victory, saying he had
done well after a relentless television assault
from Forbes.
"We withstood a barrage of millions and

millions and millions of dollars of negative
advertising and came out on top," Dole said.
"We're going to New Hampshire. It's going to
be a big, big race."

New Hampshire is where Dole's 1988 cam-
paign derailed after an Iowa win, while Bucha-
nan drew 37 percent in challenging then-Pres-
ident Bush in 1992.

The difference in the two contenders' mood
was remarkable. Dole said, "I hope we'll cele-
brate yet another victory," while Buchanan
declared "there's only one conservative left."

Alexander sought to winnow the field on his
own, saying: "I look forward to a race in New
Hampshire with Senator Dole and Pat Buchan-
an."

Though Republicans had predicted the rau-
cous campaign would yield a record turnout,
they were off the mark. Only about 100,000
showed up, below the 110,000 in 1988. Party
officials said the relentlessly negative tenor of
the campaign turned off many activists.

Buchanan's showing demonstrates yet again
the clout of church-based social conservatives
in Republican circles. Entrance polling showed
one in three voters aligned themselves with that
group, and Buchanan ran 2-1 over Dole with
them.

Dole got his strongest support from older
voters who said his age —72 — didn't trouble
them.

Down the ballot, both Forbes and Gramm
sought to put the best face on showings best
described as disappointing. "Eighteen weeks
ago, I was just an asterisk," Forbes said.

But Forbes had emerged as a serious chal-
lenger to Dole on the strength of his television
barrage, before slipping near the end. Some polls
have suggested Forbes was slipping in New
Hampshire even before Iowa's caucuses , and his
showing Monday could aerelerate the decline.

Capriati's comeback halted
PARIS (AP) — Jennifer Capriati

pulled out of the Paris Open today, just
before she was scheduled to play her first
competitive match in 15 months.

Capriati said she strained a muscle
near her right hip and lower back while
practicing earlier in the day.
"I didn't want to push anything and

make it worse," she said. "I was really
looking forward to playing here. It's very
unfortunate. I came all this way and I felt
like I was ready. There was nothing I
could do. Something like this had to hap-
pen."

The injury occurred while Capriati
was practicing in the morning with
Magdalena Maleeva of Bulgaria at a pri-
vate club near the Stade Coubertin.

"I just pulled it," she said. "When
you haven't been playing for awhile, your
muscles are very tight. I was going for a
ball and I just wen too far."

Capriati said she planned to return to
the tour again as soon as she was 100
percent fit.

Kathy Martin, a WTA physiothera-
pist, confirmed the injury.
"She has a strained muscle in the hip

region on her right side," Martin said. "I
taped her up and she tried to practice but
it was too painful to continue."

Capriati, who accepted a wild card
entry into the tournament last week, had
been scheduled to face Sabine Appel-
mans of Belgium.

It would have been Capriati's first

match since a first-round loss in Phila-
delphia in November 1994. That was the
only match she had played since drop-
ping off the tour following a first-round
loss at the U.S. Open in September 1993.

Since then, Capriati had been in the
news for her troubled personal life, in-
cluding a police citation for shoplifting,
an arrest on marijuana possession charg-
es and two stints in drug rehabilitation.

Capriati held the promise of becom-
ing the sport's top star when she turned
pro just before the age of 14.

At 14, she became the youngest Grand
Slam semifinalist in history at the French
Open in 1990. She also reached the semis
at Wimbledon and the U.S. Open in 1991,
won the Olympic gold medal in 1992 and
rose to No. 6 in the world rankings.

But burnout and injuries eventually
took their toll. Capriati quit the tour and
moved away from her family after los-
ing in the first round of the 1993 U.S.
Open.

Then came troubles with the police.
She was arrested on suspicion of shop-
lifting cheap jewelry in December of that
year, and was arrested for marijuana pos-
session in May 1994. The police photo of
a nose-ringed Capriati was published in
newspapers worldwide.

Capriati made an aborted comeback at-
tempt at a tournament in Philadelphia in
November 1994. She suffered a first-round,
three-set loss to Anke Huber, dropped out
of sight and had not played since.

"We had no energy," said Keeling. "I
felt we didn't play very well in the sec-
ond half."

Bell started his onslaught with 17:44

left in the game, sparking a 13-6 Hamp-
ton run to cut Maine's lead to 45-41.
Marcus Jenkins started the run hitting a
two, which Black Bear forward Greg Lo-
gan quickly answered with a layup. Bell
went on to score 10 of the Pirates' next 12
points as Hampton cut the lead to 5 1-47
with 10:20 remaining.

"I just got into the flow of the game,"
said Bell. "The shots were falling, so I
just kept shooting."

Maine played without the services of
Allen Ledbetter and Hampton took ad-
vantage of this. Black Bear freshman
Angelo Thomas played well offensively,
scoring 14 points in Ledbetter's place,
but Maine was out rebounded 44-41 by

the Pirates.
"I thought Angelo played well offen-

sively. I think he played better offensive-
ly than Allen would have," said Keeling.

"We definately missed his (Allen's) re-
bounding."

Moore came up big for the Black Bears
scoring 23 points. Bell did good job fight-
ing through numerous picks and shutting
Maine's leading scorer down as John
Gordon scored just five points.

"It was so hard to guard him because
they set so many screens for him," said
Bell. "He's a good player and he knows
how us the screens, so it was."

Greg Logan added seven points and
11 rebounds for the Black Bears, who
dropped to 12-10 on the season. Casey
Arena had four points and four assists,
while Ramone Jones added six points,
Rahsaan Thompson five and Long two.

Brent Johnson and Jermaine Gholson
each had seven points for the Pirates who
improved to 8-15. Bell also pulled down
a game-high 13 rebounds for Hampton.

The Black Bears return to conference
play this weekend when they face Hart-
ford Friday night and Vermont Sunday.
Both games are on the road.

ence tournament games were played at the
higher seed of the two teams playing in that
particular game. The 10 head coaches in
the NAC (which includes the University of
Maine, Delaware University, Drexel Uni-
versity, Towson State University, Boston
University, the University of New Hamp-
shire, the University of Vermont, Hofstra
University , Hartford University and North-
eastern University) got together and decid-
ed to make the push toward the one-site
tournament.

"It came about because the men's bas-
ketball coaches requested that the tourna-
ment be played at one site, except for the
final game which will go to the highest
remaining seed," said NAC commissioner
Stuart Haskell. "They made the recommen-
dation to their athletic directors, who ap-
proved it."

After the decision was made to change to
a one-site tournament, the conference had to
decide where to hold the tournament. Schools
were asked to submit proposals explaining
how they would host the tournament, and a
five-person committee reviewed the pro-
posals and made a decision.

"It wasn't a bidding process, whether
they would put up X amount of dollars," said
Haskell. "Each school was simply asked to
submit a written proposal and describe how
they would go about hosting the tourna-
ment, what they would do to make it a
special event."

Only two schools made proposals, Del-
aware and the University of New Hamp-
shire. Delaware' s Bob Carpenter Center was
opened in November 1992 and seats 5,058
people. New Hampshire's proposed to play

the tournament in the newly opened Sports
and Recreation Center, which seats over
7,000 people. Over the past three seasons
Delaware has averaged over 3,000 fans for
men's basketball games and therefore was
chosen to host the tournament for the next
two years, but it wasn't an decision, accord-

ing to Haskell.
"The committee voted 3-2," said Haskell.

"It wasn't an easy choice."

Delaware has already started preparing
for the tournament, which runs Mar. 1
through Mar. 3 (the championship game is
scheduled for Mar. 7). According to Dela-
ware head coach Mike Brey, the university
has already sold approximately 2,200 first-
round tickets.
"We have a great facility with 5,500

seats, and there is not a bad one. If we can do
this right, which our administration is capa-
ble of doing, it will be a very positive thing
for this year and next," said Brey, who was
an assistant coach at ACC powerhouse Duke
University for eight year before coming to
Delaware.

While Brey may be excited to be hosting
the tournament, not everyone is as excited
that the tournament is being held in Dela-
ware. The Blue Hens are 22-6 in the NAC
since the Carpenter Center was opened. This
year they are 7-2 in conference play at home.
Maine head coach Rudy Keeling, whose
Black Bears beat Delaware at the Carpenter
Center last Friday, is one who would like to
see the tournament at a neutral site.

"I think it gives Delaware an unfair ad-
vantage," said Keeling. "I think the optimal
thing would have been to play at a neutral
site. It's a monumental task to beat them at
home."

Although not all the coaches in the NAC
like the structure of the tournament, every-
one thought it was necessary because it
brings the conference together and gives it
more exposure. ESPN has televised the en-

tire ACC tournament in recent history, and

the NAC wants to take a step in that direc-
tion.

"I think it is good because it brings all the
teams together, and it gives the media
throughout the conference a chance to see
all the teams in the conference," said Keel-
ing. "It think it makes for a real tournament
atmosphere, and that is something the NAC
has been lacking.

"That (the exposure) is one of the rea-
sons all the coaches wanted to do this,"
added Brey. "The agreement was that we
have to do what is best for the league. I think

we had to bring it to one site. That's what the

coaches are all about, getting the league
more attention and respect."

With the tournament at one site, teams
won't have to worry about traveling as much
as with the old format. With teams spread
throughout New England and its surround-
ing areas, as far apart as Orono to Hamp-
stead, N.Y., it's hard for teams to plan trips,
since they don't really know where they
could be going next.

"When we were going to campus to
campus with it there were some problems,
particularly with transportation," said
Haskell. "It was tough for teams to pick up
and move quickly."

Haskell also likes the fact that teams get
a chance to be together.

"It (the old format) didn't give the coaches
a chance to get together and have meetings
and develop camaraderie," said Haskell.
"At one site, you'll get more of that."
