To Our Citizens
In closing the third year’s work of the present board of 

municipal officers of your town we desire to add to the fin­
ancial exhibit a few words explanatory of the.report as sub­
mitted by us for the year 1908-9.

The town debt account has been reduced by the pay­
ment of the last of the six per cent, interest bearing obliga­
tion; we had hoped to still further reduce the endebtedness, 
but several extraordinary and unforeseen items calling for 
expenditures prevented ; among these were the following: 
the heavy expense of fighting the bog fire during the drought 
of last September; the expense of investigating and report 
on the village water supply ; the purchase of a complete out­
fit for the sealer of weights and measures, and the repairs to 
the town hall roof costing more than had been estimated. By 
the expense incurred of controlling and keeping in check the 
bog fire between the village and trotting park, doubtless much 
valuable property was saved from destruction. By reason of 
the expentiture of a little over one hundred dollars for the 
investigation of the present water system, valuable informa-, 
tion has been derived, and the town placed in a position 
where it can act understandingly, as occasion requires. The 
$136 00 paid for standard weights and measures was requir­
ed by law, as well as by vote of the town sometime ago. 
While the town hall roof has been amply strengthened and 
made effective against leakage, yet it is necessary that the 
ceilings be repaired, a fire escape should be provided, and 
the building painted, which will require a further appropria­
tion, as well as to make up the overdrawn account of the 
past year.

The need of a more efficient fire protection is a matter . 
that should require the thoughtful attention of every voter; 
The members of the fire department always do all men can
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do in fighting flameS) but the time will come when the 
necessity of different and more effective apparatus will be 
clear to all; a conflagration, once under headway, cannot be 
checked by means of present facilities and apparatus.

Your highway eomissioner sul anils a comprehensive •re­
port of his doings for the year 1908; the report shows an ex­
penditure of a sum larger than the appropriation; in 1906 
this same result happened when three commissioners were in 
charge of the highways. AVe find that by summarizing the 
appropriations for state road construction by the town for the 
past seven years, adding thereto the sums received from the 
state, and deducting from this amount the actual expenditures 
during this period, that the town is ahead just about enough 
to balance up the overdrawn road and bridge account during, 
the same period, and we have applied this method of balanc­
ing these department accounts.

W e  reiterate the statement of last year that permenent 
construction of village sidewalks should be continued from 
year to year. During 1908 we constructed 1213 square yards 
of new walks : 1023 and f  yards for the town at an average 
cost of about 60 cents per square yard, and 219 and £ yards 
for obutting property owners at an average cost of about 68 
cents per square yard. The town walks have been construct­
ed along the followsng streets: easterly side of Elm street 
from the Maine central Railroad tracks to Park Avenue, a 
distance of 401 feet, 5 feet in width : 492 feet along the west­
erly side of Abater street, 300 feet of which is 5 feet in width 
and 192 feet, 6 feet in width; 340 feet along the southerly 
side of Main street, reaching from where the old concrete 
walk ended to Shaw street, 5 feet in width :■ 552 feet along the 
easterly side of High street, extending from Main street to a 
point opposite the Union church, 5 feet in width- AVe have 
used 56 barrels of coal tar in this work and have 8 barrels now 
on hand. \

AVe have completed the payments due on account of the 
Sebasticook Avenue Sewer; the town part of the cost having 
been borne by the Maine Realty Development Company, and
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the town making yearly payments on the 1904 contract un­
til the whole amount has been paid. Nothing will be due 
the Company on the road construction and general improve­
ment contract unless actual improvements are made, satis­
factory to your selectmen-

Acting under instructions given by the town at its last 
annual meeting, the selectmen authorized the town agent to 
bring suit for the balances due from the tax collector of 
1904 and .1905; this after proper demand had been made for 
a settlement. The suits have been decided in favor of the 
town and executions are now in the hands of the sheriff for 
satisfaction; we expect that before this report is placed before 
the voters that the full sums due will have been paid to the 
town, and that a part of the money thus received will be ap­
plied towards paying the town notes now outstanding; the 
sum of $966.23 is due for this purpose, as per the within re­
port ; Town Debt and Interest account; and this sum should 
be set apart in liquidation of the debt, as intended when the 
appropriations were made by the. town. The suit on the 
balance due on the 1906 tax committment has gone to the 
law court on a point of law involved in the interpretation of 
the bond given by the collector of that year. We expect a 
favorable dicision after the June law term.

During the past year two vacancies have occurred in the 
list of town officers elected at the last annual meeting: the 
first being in tire office of Town Clerk, caused by the resigna­
tion of Ben,j. T. Shaw on his moving from our town. It was 
with regret that we received the resignation of Mr. Shaw; 
during the several years that he has served the town as its 
clerk the important duties of the office were discharged with 
ability and painstaking care. We supplied this vacancy by 
the appointment to the office, for the balance of the Municip­
al year, of Mr. Chas. E- Smith, deputy clerk under Mr. 
Shaw.

The second vacancy has recently occured in the death of 
James M. Sanborn, Esq., who had served as Town Agent 
for the past six years, as well as filling other important town
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offices for many years prior to term of service as Town Agent, 
and it is but fitting and proper that mention should here be 
made of the worth and ability of this native son of Newport; 
whom, not alone his own townsmen, but many elsewhere, 
held in high esteem, and it was their earnest desire that he 
might have been selected to have filled public office of even 
more trust and honor than were the >se already held by him. He 
had successfully taught in our public schools; ably served 
for a number of years as Supervisor of our schools; filled the 
position of Chairman of the Municipal Officers for two terms 
with satisfaction to all; and had honored the town as class rep­
resentative to the State Legislature- A man exceptionally 
well-fitted for his chosen profession, he ever had the interests 
of his town at heart, and by wise counsel and painstaking 
skill had proved himself to he most valuable as legal adviser 
to our municipality, as well as to all those who looked to 
him for advice and friendship. Truly, Ins death is one that 
affects us all and is a distinctive loss to our community; we 
grieve with those who by reason of tender domestic ties have 
sustained a loss more severe than is our own.

I have the honor to submit- to you my first annual re­

port of tire public schools of Newport
■ The work for the past-year has been, quite generally, 

the same as that outlined in the last annual report; only 
deviating from that plan as arising conditions made it seem 
necessary or expedient to do so.

Drawing-books will) instructions have been placed in the 
hands o f  the teachers, and they have full charge o f  the draw­
ing- in their respective rooms. This is deemed a slight advant­
age, as this department does not interfere with the regular 
High school work. I  do wish, however, to suggest the advisa­
bility o f  carrying on this work in a more comprehensive plan : 
combining it with music, and procuring one teacher for both 
departments. It does not seem necessary for me to discuss the 
benefical results to he obtained from these two courses, espec­
ially the latter. It must, o f  necessity, in the years to come, sup­
ply a much needed want. The logical place for such instruction 
is in our schools ; because it is here that all children will have 
an opportunity to obtain such instruction at an age when it, is 
most easily acquired.

RURAL SCHOOLS, •
Ail o f  the sohoolhouses in our rural districts are nowin 

good repair, spacious and well lighted : amply accommodating 
the number o f  pupils attending. Thcv are pleasant rooms and 
cell supplied with the necessary apparatus. A  part; o f  which, 
together with appropriate pictures which adorn the walls, have 
been obtained by money raised through the efforts o f  teachers, 
parents and pupils o f the several districts.



The grading in these schools lias been kept, as far as 
possible, up to the schedule provided for the village school. On 
the whole they are doing very credible work.

VILLAGE SCHOOLS
What has been said concerning the schoolhouses in the 

rural districts will in no wise hold true for our village schools. 
Kor the most part they are entirely inadequate, both in regard 
to location, size, lighting, ventilation and repairs. These con­
ditions are known to a large number of you. It seems impera­
tive that something should be done in the near future to re­
lieve the existing conditions in these schools.

For the present at least we have an adequate teaching 
foi'ce in our village grades. Each teacher having charge of two 
grades. The schools are well graded ; each grade requiring one 
year for its completion. Scholars are granted promotion cards, 
advancing them to the next grade, when satisfactory work has 
been accomplished in the preceding one.

HIGH SCHOOL

For the present year, as for the last, our High school is 
up to the standard, and is so accepted by the State Superin­
tendent of Public Schools. There is one condition. Namely: 
that the certificate of approval may be withdrawn at any time 
providing it is found that the work is not kept strictly up to 
the prescribed course. This applies to us only so far as our 
chemical and physical apparatus is below standard. It is far 
too meager to satisfactorily fulfill the requirements of the 
course. It has not been considered advisable to purchase more 
apparatus since no suitable laboratory is provided for its use, 
nor a place for keeping the same when not in use. We expect 
this condition will be removed before the time for issuing the 
next certificate of approval by the State Superintendent.

\ TEACHING FORCE
During the past year quite a few changes have been made 

in the teaching force. Vacancies have been brought about by 
the resignation of several teachers. It was with much regret to



all concerned that their resignations were received. They had 
proved capable and popular teachers. Those secured to take 
their places are meeting with good success, and laboring faith­
fully to can y  on the work unimpaired.
