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Report of the Superintendent of Schools 
Fellow Citizens :-In presenting my annual report as Superinten­

dent of Schools, I wish to state that the course of study adopted last 
year has been a ge11eral guide and inspiration. It has become well 
established and altho a success we believe, as we have watched ,the 
progress of its development a few additions might profitably be made. 
Certainly a teacher must be bigger than a course of study and capable 
of modifying it to suit conditions, but must surely maintain its general 
culture while safeguarding to principles and its real educational result~ 

The establishing· of the Palmer Method of Business Writing has 
been met with success This method has nothing in common with copy 
books, which have been so largely used in public schools. Tl1e two 
methods of teaching writing are absolutely antagonistic. The pupils 
are now following the muscular method absolutely and many have 
·earned to \Vrite a good, free, rapid, easy and legible hand. Our aim 
is to have all students become good, practical business writers. 

In July your superintending school committee took advantage of 
the last liberal offer to purchase the Encyclopredia Britannica for the 
High School which the students are now making practical use of and 
the faculty assure us the reference work is proving a valuable asset 
to their small librarv. 

'fhe purchasing of water tanks and individual drinkinS? cups as the 
state law now requires us to do has also been an additional expense. 

The attendance in most schools has been excellent and scholarship 
€XCeptionally good, as nea~ly every. pupil in town was promoted last 
June for his year's work. I believe compulsory attendance to be 
effective must carry a sufficient penalty for non-enforcement 

• 

Your superintending school committee have voted to make a rule 
in this town to admit children, beginning the first grade 011ly during 
the first four weeks of the fall and spring terms. We hope to correct 
so many divisions in the first grade, ttius making less grades in the 
mixed schools, or in other words t-0 get our school system more per-
fectly graded. • 

School government, moral training and school incentives in most 
cases have been excellent. 

The marvelous industrial development of recent years, tog~ther 
with the attitude of Jabor unions towards apprenticeshit)S, creates a 
demand for a reconstruction of our course of study in High School. 

Much of the education that was secured in the shop and field must 
now be furnished in the scl100L ''Educate the wl1ole child'' is the 
watchword. The motor activities must be trained as well as the 
mental activities. Indeed, the ltttter cannot attain their proper devel­
opment without the former. Hence. manual training has been 
adopted as a part of our I-Iigh School curriculum.

Report of Principal 0f High Schoel 
To the Superintendent OJ Schools : 

I submit with pleasure my report of the work of the High Schoo) 
during the first half of this school year . 

I 

A complete cha!lge in the teaching force was evident at th~ begin-
ning of the year. M1iss Hamilton, a teacher of experience, has charge 
of all the classes in Latin and-French." . Miss Adams has charge of the 
work in English and History. ~ Both teachers have taught in this 
school b~£ore and are highly qua]jfied for their work.· They are con- ' 
ducting t~e work in their departments smoothly and efficiently, and I 
wish here to express· my appreciation· qf their co-operation in -all 
branches of the school work. "' 

The discipline of the school has: been a comparatively small pr.ob­
lem. I have been very pleasantly impressed by the orderly and re-• . -
ceptive attitude of. the student body. 

.. 
The work in agriculture has been car.ried·on as usual. A class in -

Household Science, which ·has aroused considerable enthusiasm, has 
been in charge of Miss Adams.. She has also conducted a one-period . -
course in Elocution for the sophomores. At the beginning of the year, 
public speaking was introduced, and while I fear it will riever become 
a ''popular'' br.anch of the work, it has been productive of excellent 
results. · The classes speak in rotation, thus securing excellent train-' 
ing befor.e completing a four years~ course. A portion of every friday 
afternoon js ;regularly set apart for these exercises, and t4e publiC' is 
cordially invited.. After pr.eliminary contests in the sc)lool building, 
·nine speakers from the senior and· iunior classes participated in a Prize 
Speaking Contest, in the Town Hall, on the evening of. December 18. 
This was the first time the sp~ake:rs had taken part in such a contest, 
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but the teachers, at least, are highly gratified by the manner in which 
they represented the school. I wish here to thank the citizens who so 
appreciated the importance of this kind of work that they contributed 
materially to its success. I hope that instead of ten dollars, there 
may be next year twenty-five dollars for the prizes. 

In connection with the public speaking, a Lyceum has been organ ... 
ized. The meetings are helc1 Friday afternoons after school, and are 
much enjoyed by the students. They furnish excellent training in 
composition and speaking. I believe there are few things in a high 
school course more important than to acquire the ability to express 
one's thots clearly and logically. To further this art from a literary 
standpoint, a school paper was founded, and the initial copy of ''The 
Observer'' was issued in December . 

Besides fitting many for the ordinary vocations of life, we are 
fitting several for college. I believe that the work of those who 
attend the higher institutions of learning will be such as will not only 
reflect credit upon themselves, but also maintain the standing of this 
school as a ''Class A'' high school.
