To the Superintending School Committee and the Citizens o f the 
town of Hartland.

It is with pleasure that I submit my annual report on your 
school system.

I feel that we are all aware o f the crowded conditions that 
exists in our lower grades. Therefore, I will only say that we 
have plans to build needed classrooms and add more teachers 
for next year. These plans can only be carried out if the voters 
of the town see the need and vote favorably at the annual town 
meeting.

BUDGET

It is true that the school budget is the largest ever in this 
town. So is the number of pupils in our elementary schools. The 
school population is increasing at the rate o f one extra classroom
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or more a year and the indications are that this increase will 
continue for sometime in the future. The children are here and 
continue to arrive weekly, it is our obligation to give them an 
education. Today, like everything else, an education costs more 
money than formerly, hence the increase in the school budget.

In the past my chief concern has been the housing and in­
struction of elementary pupils in this immediate area. However, 
in the very near future we must consider the increased enroll­
ment on the secondary school level, for example this year there 
are approximately 16 Hartland students in the Senior Class of 
Hartland Academy and there are 30 students in the 8th grade. 
It would look like an increase of 14 pupils going into the Academy 
from Hartland next year. In addition to an increased enroll­
ment on the secondary level another vital area that must be 
considered is a new law that becomes effective in 1960 relative 
to the accrediting o f Maine Secondary Schools. Standard 
criteria has been set up for the accrediting of Maine High 
Schools. Many changes and improvements must be met before a 
secondary school is accredited. I am sure that you all want your 
children to graduate from  an accredited secondary school. Just 
this past week I have received information listing the Standard 
Criteria for approval o f vocational courses, which are reim­
bursed from  Federal Funds. Just a glance at this criteria 
shows me that changes in the buildings and equipment must be 
made in order for our two courses to be approved.

Before I paint a picture that seems too dark, may I close 
with this thought. I feel, and I think rightly that the Hartland 
Schools, both elementary and secondary, have been as good as 
any in this state for a community of its size. Many of the schools’ 
product have made good use of the training received here. How­
ever, this area is growing and in order to continue the good 
work of the past we must plan for the future.

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Report of Public Health Nurse

DIVISION OF PUBLIC HEALTH NURSING 

January I to Decem ber 31, 1956

The responsibility of the Public Health Nurse is one of 
education and guidance. The nurse works as a member o f a 
team whose aim is to further community health. The members 
of the team are all members of the local community, school 
personnel, doctors and anyone that may be called upon for 
assistance. The health program consists o f many activities, 
but in all instances emphasis is placed on the prevention of 
disease, promotion o f health and rehabilatation.

The puretone audiometer has been used to check the hearing 
of the pupils in your school. Polio vaccine has been offered to 
all children from  5 to 15 years of age.

Orthopedic and Pediatric clinics, sponsored by the State 
Department of Health and W elfare are held regularly. These 
clinics provide opportunity for medical consultation and care 
for crippled children, also children with cardiac or rheumatic 
fever complications. Regional x-ray clinics and the services of 
the State Sanatorium are available to those referred for diagno­
sis, x-ray or medical care.

Your Public Health Nurse wishes to thank everyone who, in 
any way, helped to promote better health in your community.

An audit has been completed of the books and records of 
the Town of Hartland for the year ended February 10, 1957.

The records maintained by the Selectmen, Treasurer, Tax 
Collector, Assessors, and Town Clerk were audited. The system 
of internal control was reviewed. Accounting records and other 
supporting evidence were reviewed or tested to the extent 
deemed necessary under the circumstances.

It is believed that the accompanying balance sheet together 
with the related financial statements fairly present the financial 
position of the town at February 10, 1957, and the result o f  its 
operations for the year then ended.

ASSETS

At the year end, the cash balance amounted to $6,766.58 and 
was accounted for as follows:

Cash on Hand $2,903.33
Time Deposits 3,863.25

Total $6,766.58

The cash on hand was verified by physical count on February 10, 
1957, and the time deposit was verified by physical inspection of 
Book No. 11341 issued by the First National Bank, Pittsfield. 
Since it is the practice to transfer from  the savings account to 
the checking account an amount equal to  the warrant to the 
Treasurer, there is no balance in the checking account. All 
disbursements are made from  the checking account.

The 1956 tax commitment was accounted for  as follows:
Cash Collections $60,907.66
Abatements 56.76
Taxes Receivable 5,395.34

During the year under review, unpaid real estate taxes on 
the 1905 commitment totaling $1,189.44 were secured by tax liens. 
At the year end, unmatured tax liens totaled $630.50. Matured 
tax liens totaling $295.44 together with 1955 taxes of $216.07 were 
transferred to tax acquired property.

LIABILITIES

Notes totaling $3,198.00 matured and were paid during the 
year. Therefore, at the year end there were no notes out­
standing. Tax anticipation notes totaling $15,954.13 were issued 
and paid. Accounts payable totaled $23.50 at the year end.

RE SER VES AND SURPLUS

Unexpended balances in certain appropriation accounts which 
were carried forward to the current year for expenditure totaled 
$4,859.75. This represented a decrease of $8,489.22 from the 

amount carried forward a year ago. The principal decrease 
appeared in the school account. Complete detail o f the accounts 
comprising this balance appears on Exhibit D.

During the year two new capital reserve funds were estab­
lished and an appropriation o f $1,500.00 was made to the al­
ready established school bus fund. The new funds established 
were school building and cemetery water. An appropration of 
$3,000.00 was made for the school building fund. This is still a 
part of general fund cash, never having been invested. The 
Hartland Cemetery Association transferred $736.94 to the ceme­
tery water fund. To this has been added a donation o f $20.00 
plus interest earned of $7.71. The proceeds of the school bus and 
cemetery water funds were disposited in savings accounts in the 
Skowhegan Savings Bank. These deposits were verified by 
physical inspection of the bank passbooks.

Unappropriated surplus totaled $6,597.10 at the year end. 
This represented a decrease o f $14,646.84 from  the balance at the 
end of the last year. The principal reasons for this decrease

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Town Of Hartland Destroyed By Fire

Only a Few Houses Were Saved From  the Flam es

HALF THE BUILDINGS ARE BUT RUINS

Flames started in the Town Hall and spread rapidly— 
No fire apparatus—Two Hose Companies Sent from 

Pittsfield—Mills Escape Destruction—Heavy Wind 
Increased Force of the Blaze

P IT T S F IE L D , M A IN E , June 9.— There cam e over the w ire 
about eight o ’c lo ck  ton ight, a call fo r  help from  the little tow n of 
H artland, situated about eight m iles up the branch  line o f the 
Sebastic.ook & M oosehead L ake railroad, and stating that the 
tow n w as threatened w ith  destruction  by  fire. T w o hose com ­
panies w ere dispatched from  here by train.

In the m eantim e the northern  heavens had becom e illum inated 
by the conflagration , and in the course o f  an hour or tw o the 
glare increased. It w as learned that the fire started in the 
Tow n H all and w as w ell under w ay  before  it w as discovered.

The tow n has no fire apparatus except w hat is attached to 
the w oolen  mills, w hich  are situated som e distance from  the 
centre. The fire spread rapidly and in the course o f  an hour 
nearly all the build ings on the m ain street, m any o f  w hich  were 
quite new  and o f  handsom e appearance, w ere in flames.

The citizens w orked hard, but the heavy northerly w ind helped 
on the flam es until over h alf the tow n w as in ruins. The tw o 
hose com panies that w ere sent up from  here arrived about 10 
o ’c lo ck  and helped in a great m easure to save som e o f  the 
buildings, but as the tow n  is com posed alm ost entirely o f  w ooden  
structures, on ly a few  could be saved.

The tow n is th ick ly  populated and depends largely  upon the 
w oolen  business o f  the tw o  or three b ig  mills. F ortunately  these 
are situated som e d istance from  the centre and w ere not threat­
ened. A t a late hour ton ight the fire w as still burning.
