Report of the Superintendent of 
; Schools

To the school board and citizens of Hebron:

I. herewith submit my sixth annual report of the schools of the town 
for the municipal year ending February 1, 1928.

During the past year five schools have been maintained for the full 
length of a 36 week year. The town of Hebron is to be congratulated 
for the school privileges it is giving to the children. While some of 
the neighboring towns are providing only 30, or at most 32 weeks, the 
citizens of this town consider it an act of wisdom to grant to their 
children the same length of school year that is to be found in the cities 
and large manufacturing towns of this state. I f  the best legacy that 
we can leave to-our children is a sound body and a well developed mind, 
and the wise men of all ages have constantly affirmed this to be true, 
then those of us who are doing all that in us lies for the education of 
our children should feel that we were doing the very work that we 
were placed upon this earth to do, that is, to advance the cause of 
education among all classes of men.

It is a pleasure to write that of the five teachers now engaged in the 
town three are normal graduates, one of the other two has had more 
than one year at normal and the last has had two or more summer 
terms. It is an undisputed fact that our teaching standard is growing 
better with each succeeding year. Three things are bringing this 
about: the introduction of normal trained teachers from outside 
cities and towns; the accumulative experience of our local teachers; 
and the attendance of our young teachers at summer schools. The re­
cent changes in requirements for certification are weeding out gradual­
ly those who have no professional interest in their work and their 
places are being taken by a class of workei's who are more alive to 
the requirements of modern pedagogy. It is a fine thing, too, to call 
in occasionally a trained teacher from some outside city or town. With 
her different training and experiences she will often impart new ideas 
to her co-workers and will prove a source of strength to all who come 
in contact with her work.

There are those who censure the methods of the modern school; but 
those of us who have been in the educational (business for many years 
and are still familiar with the school of our childhood days know that 
there has been a constant progress in education. The old school may
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have taught a few branches more thoroughly so far as they went; but 
the new school is educating for a many sided citizenship. We expect 
to see this progress continue till none but highly trained teachers are ' 
found in all our schools. When that time comes then our schools will 
be standardized in so far as a uniform system of teacher training can 
make them so. Continue this process till we have a school year of 
uniform length, a uniform system of text books, a uniform system of 
school building construction, then we will approach the standardized 
school. Not a school turning out all children in one educational 
mould; but a school turning out many products each standardized af­
ter its kind and ready to take its place in the complex affairs o f mod­
ern life.

There is no question but what the exigencies o f modern methods of 
living are demanding more of us as time goes on. This demand will 
continue to our children in ever increasing measure so long as human 
progress is possible. It is our duty to start our children out in life 
with the best equipment we can give them and every voter should bear 
this in mind when the question of school appropriations comes up at 
the annual meeting next march.

The people of Hebron have done well for their schools in past; may 
they continue to do so in the future.

We are submitting to the people quite a large estimate for expendi­
tures for schools next year; but we believe this to be necessary if  pro­
gress is to continue. Next year we expect a heavy conveyance bill; and 
one of our sources for common school tuition is cut off. We expect to 
continue repairs to our school buildings till they meet the requirements 
in heating, lighting, and ventilation. The Brighton Hill building is 
the next to be repaired and the appropriation asked for this year will 
be used for that purpose.

Sixty per cent of the teachers are normal trained and they are giv­
ing good service. With every year of added experience they will give 
you still better service. Experience is a great factor in teaching, but 
training must go along with it. Ib id  onto the 36 week‘year and give 
us money enough to put normal trained teachers in every school room.
