At the end of the spring term, Miss Dorothy Eaton, the com-
mercial teacher, resigned. Mr. Leslie Andrews, a graduate of
Hampden Academy and the Beal School of Commerce was en-
gaged to take her place. Because of other resignations, the
following teachers were transferred: Mrs. Ellen Wight from
Reed Hill to the Webber School; Mrs. Elizabeth Snow from
the Webber School to Reed Hill; Mrs. Tena Felker from Her-
mon Corner to the Junction Grammar room; Mrs. Alice Good-
ell from the Coldbrook Road to Hermon Corner. On account
of the death of Doris Emerson during the Christmas vacation,
Miss Vera McLean, who was serving as class room assistant
on the Coldbrook Road, was transferred to Hermon Pond. Miss
McLean is a graduate of Farmington Normal and has had sev-
eral years of successful teaching experience. As the Coldbrook
School has become very much smaller than it was at the begin-
ning of the year, we do not consider it necessary to have an
assistant there at present.

Work in all the rooms is going smoothly. In spite of the
heavy cut in salaries for the past municipal year, the teachers
have shown a fine attitude and are doing their best for the chil-
dren.

The Hermon school system was well represented last year
at various summer schools in the state. Mr. Chaplin attended
the University of Maine; Mrs. Emerson and Mi’s. Wight, Farm-
ington Normal; Miss Mary Leathers, Washington Normal at
Machias. >

It is hoped that we may be able to keep the length of our
school year at 36 weeks. This is the minimum for high school
according to state requirements. As it will be impossible to
cut the length of the high school year, it would hardly seem fair
to cut the elementary school year. If a change should be made
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it will probably be necessary to change our eight grade system
to nine grades, for:

8 x 36 weeks is 288 weeks
and
9 x 32 weeks is 288 weeks.

According to these figures every child would be kept in the
.elementary schools one year longer in order to get the 288 weeks’
schooling which he now has. Of course, every one will realize
that this means an extra year in the elementary grades for his
child, who will consequently be a year older when graduating
from high school. This also means an extra year’s expense to
the parent besides the loss of a year’s earnings by the child.
We trust that every parent will give this matter careful con-
sideration before voting for such a measure.

Rent of the school gymnasium amounts to 840.50. From
this fund 811.55 was used towards the chairs; the local P. T. A.
paid the rest. Five dollars was paid to V. F. Hawes and three
to Wilbur Kimball for work on pipes during the Christmas
vacation. This leaves a balance of 820.95.

HIGH SCHOOL

It has been necessary to purchase many supplies for the high
School and these have been expensive, running into money rap-
idly. Two typewriters, an L. C. Smith, and an Underwood,
have been bought. We now hve five typewriters; one more
Wl be needed next year. The Woodstock is, at present, a popu-
lar office machine, and it would seem advisable to purchase one
[of this make to give an opportunity for the commercial students
[to become familiar with it.

A laboratory table has been built and chemicals and appara-
tus purchased. The equipment was paid for from a special
Itate fund.

This year the bookkeeping sets, which formerly the individ-
ual pupils paid for, have been supplied by the town. Textbooks
and other supplies have been provided as needed.
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The commercial course has proved to be a popular, practi-
cal but expensive course. If it is to be maintained in the fu-
ture, the necessary funds for its support must be forthcoming.

The high school year has been very successful. We have
an excellent corps of teachers whom we should make an effort
to hold. There have been no serious disciplinary problems for
the whole year, and this is saying much for any school the size
of ours.

The enrollment has been the largest ever and there are in-
dications that it will be still greater each year. We have a
large number in grade eight and we hope to secure more tuition
pupils next year. We must remember that the tuition rate
cannot legally be in excess of the cost per pupil; that is, if it
costs only $40 a year to school one of our own pupils, $40.00
must be our rate of tuition to out-of-town pupils.

Our high school investment is certainly a good one and is
bringing excellent returns. Mr. Leather’s report follows:
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Report of the High School Principal

Because of the unsettled economic conditions, it is with some
misgivings for the future of the school that | submit my annual
report for the fiscal year of 1933-,34. As with other institu-
tions, so with Hermon High School, it cannot stand still. It
must either go ahead or fall back. Until now, the tendency
has been to go ahead; in the two years since the fire, we have
erected a new building, and acting upon public demand, in-
troduced the Commercial Course, which has been very popu-
lar, because of its practical value.

During my three years principalship, this progress has been
accompanied by a steady growth in enrollment, increasing from
57 in 1931-,32, to 79 in 1932-,33 and to 88 in the present year.
The division of students by classes is as follows:

An increasing number of out of town students have come to
the school as it has become more widely and favorably known,
in surrounding towns. This should give considerable satis-
faetionto the citizens of Hermon, whose attitude has been, on
the whole, very Progressive.

But we cannot rest content with what we have done; we
must go on. Until now, we have been able to maintain a class
A rating, which means that your children have an equal stand-
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ing with those of any other school. But it is impossible to
maintain that rating without constant addition to our equip-
ment. At each inspection by the State Department of Educa-
tion, their comment has been the same: *“You must have more
eq‘uipment for your laboratory; you must have more books for
your library; you must give the students more supplementary
work.” The State Department, considering our heavy mis-
fortunes, has been very lenient; but it cannot long continue so.

Probably there is not a citizen of Hermon who is not justly
proud of Hermon High School. Hermon is pointed out as an
outstanding example of a rural community which has made
advances in spite of great difficulties. But how much longer
can we uphold this reputation? Not for long, unless we in-
crease and improve our working facilities, to meet state require-
ments.

There is, perhaps, another suggestion which should be brought
to your attention at this time. There have been so many in-
quiries concerning an Agricultural Course at Hermon, that it
seems fitting to set forth the following facts, regarding such
work:

In the first place, an agricultural teacher is considered an
essential part of the teaching staff of most high schools located
in farming communities. Many of your neighboring towns
have such courses, from which they derive material advantages.
The local P. T. A. which deserves much credit for its loyalty
to your high school enjoyed as a guest speaker at one of its
monthly meetings Mr. John Snell, agricultural teacher at H. A.
He gave us a great deal of information concerning the estab-
lishment of such a department.

We learned that the United States Department of Agricul-
ture gives liberal support, both in establishing and maintaining
agricultural work. The initial equipment for this course can
be secured at a minimum expense, although naturally as the
study becomes more advanced, additional material is required.

As to the benefits, they are to be seen immediately. Many
of the students live on farms. In this course, they combine
a knowledge of theory with the solution of their own practical
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problems. A good part of the work is to solve problems which
are met in the students’ own experience. Such efforts as these
cannot help bringing about improved methods and increased
profits on the farms in the community.

The residents of towns where this course is maintained agree
that in agriculture, they score satisfactory results from a very
moderate expenditure.

Our school year has been entirely satisfactory. Leslie An-
drews, a well known Hermdn man, who has had charge of the
commercial subjects has proved himself to be a very popular
and efficient teacher. Our basketball teams, with Mr. An-
drews as coach of the girls and Mr. Chaplin of boys, have been
more successful than usual. Other outside activities have in-
cluded one act plays, debates, orchestra and chorus work. Dur-
ing the next term we propose to hold a Junior Prize Speaking-
Contest, the first ever held at Hermon High School.

Material is being prepared, and advertisements solicited for
“The Microphone” the school annual paper. Also, rehearsals
are being held for “Fickle Fortune” which the Senior Class has
chosen as a play. The three act play, “Fickle Fortune,” which
the Senior Class expects to present on March 23, promises to be
unusually entertaining.

Since this is probably my last year at Hermon High School,
I wish to take this opportunity, both for myself and for the
other teachers, to thank the many friends and parents, as well
. the Superintendent and the Superintending School Com-
mittee, and especially the students themselves, for the fine
spirit of cooperation which has made the work at once pleasant
and profitable.

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REPAIRS

The repair work has been done largely by Fred Bickford,
Wilbur Kimball, and Lyonis Andrews.

The Burnett, Hermon Corner and High School buildings
were painted, and a laboratory table built for the high school.

Each year one or more schools call for the installation of a
few extra seats and desks, because of increased registration.
This year we bought eighty from the Bangor School Depart-
ment for $40. We have many of these on hand for future use
when called for. But the few that we used would have cost
more than $40 had it been necessary to send away for them.

The Snow Corner interior was redecorated and minor re-
pairs on other buildings. All rooms and toilets were cleaned
and each floor oiled, once or more

From the repairs appropriation, $50 was taken to go toward
paying for the high school insurance.

HEALTH PROGRAM

No appropriation was made for health work in the schools
for the past year. However, the teachers by themselves have
carried it on the best they could. Again the Health Habit
Charts, purchased from the Maine Public Health Association,
have been used. An effort is being made to increase the num-
ber of 7-point children.

Contagious diseases have been prevalent in several schools
but these have been carefully looked after by Dr. Horton.

Children who have been in need of milk have been partly
supplied with it, without charge, by the Federal Government.

TEXTBOOKS |

Our textbooks are not in good condition. Many books now
in the hands of the children are dirty and delapidated. Our
textbooks and school incidental appropriations, along with
others, was decreased at the last annual town meeting. This
would have been unfortunate under any circumstances, but

coming as it did so shortly after the fire when all the extra sup-
plies in the office had been destroyed, it has proved an unusu-
ally severe' hardship., Practically all the geographies, except-
ing a few that have been bought this year, are unfit to use. It
has been impossible to furnish the necessary equipment for
supplementary reading. The arithmetics, while in fair con-
dition, are out of date, and should be replaced with more mod-
ern texts. We are also badly in need of wall maps and refer-
ence books.

It has been necessary to use money from the Common School
and High School Funds to pay for some of our supplies. This
is, however, permissible according to the state school laws.

CONCLUSION

In closing this report, I am asking the taxpayers to make as
liberal school appropriations as possible. We cannot afford to
economize in education further than we have already done, and
still maintain our present standard.

| take this opportunity to thank the members of the S. S.
Committee, the other municipal officers, the teachers, and all
others who have helped to make the past year a successful one.
