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TOWN MANAGERS AND COUNCIL REPORT 
 

The Town Council and I have spent quite a bit of time discussing where we stand with an 
economy that continues to stagnate and talk of possible reduced revenues for Towns and Schools 
and we are happy to report that our Town is “ALIVE & WELL.”  Winterport remains in good 
fiscal standing thanks to the hard work of all involved with running this Town, our residents who 
diligently pay their property taxes, and by not living beyond our means, something we wish the 
State and Federal Government would try.  

The Town of Winterport would like to welcome Frankfort into our school district.  With 
Frankfort’s addition we now become a Regional School Unit and are no longer a Maine School 
Administrative District, so it’s in with R.S.U.#22, and out with M.S.A.D.#22.  Frankfort is the 
perfect fit for our region as we share many ties between families, Church’s, and social gatherings, 
all dating back to when Winterport was part of the Town of Frankfort.  They also bring with them 
increased State and Federal aid for the schools and in reality will help with the tax burden on our 
property owners by sharing in the costs of running the schools along with assuming their share of 
the new High School loan debt. 

We would also like to address the talk around town about a new fire/town office/public 
works building and dispel any rumors or misinformation.  Yes we are in the early stages of 
looking into a project of this nature, something that should not surprise anyone as we have voted 
on saving money for quite a number of years at our annual town meeting towards this end.  We 
are gathering information on costs and looking into where we would locate this multi-purpose 
building.  It makes good economic sense to combine these three town functions into one building 
and in the long run it should save our residents money by eliminating two buildings to pay 
upkeep and utilities on.  The current Fire Station is stuffed to the gills with equipment, the town 
office is antiquated and in need of repair, and we currently do not have a public works building 
and as such we store most of the equipment outside or pay for storage space.  We still are looking 
a few years down the road for this project to take place but when it does we will sell both the 
Town Office and Fire Station building and property and use that money to help retire some of the 
debt on the new building.  Once we have gathered all of the information we need we will start 
conducting Public Hearings in order to keep all of you informed about this long anticipated 
project. 

  In closing, the Town Council and I look forward to seeing all of you at Town Meeting 
on Thursday evening June 13th at the Wagner School cafeteria.  We promise you that we will do 
our best, working with you, and for you, as Town Manager and Town Council, to keep 
Winterport the place we love to call home. Please remember that when you are at the town office 
make sure you take the time to say hello.

To the Citizens of Winterport 
 
The Winterport Fire and Rescue Association is a group of volunteers who are dedicated 
to lending a helping hand to the citizens of Winterport and surrounding towns. The 
association operates the Ambulance Service and performs a number of volunteer tasks 
which prepare us to assist you. The members donate many hours receiving training to be 
prepared to render aid on the ambulance when you are sick or injured and to be prepared 
with equipment, such as the Jaws of Life, to assist the ambulance service at accident 
scenes. The ambulance attendants and drivers donate untold unpaid hours responding to 
calls and training. On the fire side of the slate the volunteers attend training three times a 
month. This training is everything from how to operate the different pieces of equipment 
we have, safety, traffic control and fire suppression. 
 
Many thanks to those who donate your returnable bottles at the transfer station, also to J 
& M Redemption for their assistance in getting the bottles to their facility. Through 
donations from such activities as: Burning Grass, Burning Brush Piles and returnable 
bottle money we are able to purchase items for the Fire Department which reduces the 
amount of money which is needed to be raised through taxation to support the Fire 
Department. 
 
The association also takes on a number of volunteer activities, including: Placing the 
Christmas decorations and the banners which take there place during the rest of the year; 
providing traffic control for various functions such as the annual Christmas Pageant and 
Parades. 
 
We are looking at the possibility of raising the height of our antenna on Blueberry Hill to 
eliminate some of the dead spots we have with the existing location.

Greeting Residents of Winterport! 
 
In 2012 the Ambulance Service had a vary exciting year.  We purchased a new cardiac 
monitor and stretcher, we have a NEW Medical Director.  We are now permitted to the 
Paramedic level and EMT and drivers are paid a stipend on a per call basis for the first 
time in our organization's history.   
 
Congratulation to Brittany Whittlesey and Corey Cole for obtaining their Paramedic 
License. A thank you to Tim Canham, P.A.  for volunteering his time to be our Medical 
Director. 
 
In an effort to gain a quicker response to your home in the event of a medical emergency 
we ask that you please mark the end of your driveway with a clear house number that is 
visible from both direction of travel. Visible numbers will help cut down response time. 
 
During 2012 the service responded to 458 calls with an average call duration of two 
hours.  Normal staffing per call is a Driver and two Emergency Medical Technician 
(EMT) for a total of approximately 2,748 man hours of donated time.  Time is also given 
for training to maintain proficiency and licensing level.  Additional time is donated for 
administrative functions, cleaning and maintenance of the ambulance for an approximate 
total time of 3,600 hours of donated time to the Citizens of Winterport.

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REPORT OF THE WINTERPORT CEMETERY DISTRICT 
 
 

We are still recovering from the loss of our longtime Sexton, Sam Butler. Sam had served on the 
District Board since it was created and we continue to be reminded of all that he did over the years.  Donald 
Nelson has kindly agreed to serve as Sexton and we thank him for that.  The District Board meets on the 
third Wednesday of each month throughout the year.  Time has been spent adopting a unified policy of 
regulations for operation of the cemeteries, developing an updated inventory of the cemetery lots and 
repairing damage caused by time and vandalism. For the first time in many years the Oak Hill Cemetery 
toolshed had been repaired 
 

For those who may not know, there are seven public cemeteries in Winterport: 
 

1.  Oak Hill Cemetery on Lebanon Road 
2.  Bald Hill Cove Cemetery on the Rt. 1A and Old County Road 
3.  Grant/Littlefield Cemetery on Goshen Road 
4. Perkins/Vinal Cemetery on the Monroe Road 
5.  Ellingwoods Corner Cemetery at Rt. 69/Ellingwoods Corner 
6.  Twining Cemetery on Twining Road 
7.  Cole Cemetery on Meadow Road 

 
In addition to providing a final resting place, these cemeteries are also one of the best sources of the 

history of the people of Winterport, commemorating citizens and soldiers from as far back as the 
Revolutionary War.  Unfortunately, time and neglect have put us in danger of losing permanently some of 
this history, especially in the smaller cemeteries.  The Cemetery District is committed to preserving this part 
of our heritage.

 Our meetings are held the second Monday of each month, October through May.

 More Rivertown History, the book published by the historical association and written by archivist 
Teddy Weston, continues to sell well and it may be purchased at the Town Office or the Winterport 
Memorial Library. 
 
 Two meetings were cancelled due to weather but several interesting programs were given this year. 
Jon Johansen gave a slide presentation about “Steamers on the Penobscot”. He gave a history and timeline 
that began in 1824. There were many disasters in the early years of steamboating, the best known for Maine 
was the loss of the Royal Tar in 1836. The steamer Bangor was burned off Islesboro in 1845. Many boats ran 
between Bangor and Boston, making stops in between. The steamboat era ended in 1935. 
 

Teddy Weston presented “Memories 1931-1945”, telling us about her family’s experiences during the 
Great Depression and World War I. Unemployment was at about 25% during the Depression, but her father 
was luckily employed at this time. There was rationing of gasoline, the speed limit was 35mph, there were 
blackouts and many tramps passed through who were helped by local people when they could. Winterport 
had a plant that dehydrated potatoes. 

 
Kenneth Allen, PhD, former Professor and Interim President, University of Maine talked about 

“Company C, 14th Regiment, U.S. Army Engineers (Light Railway)” An Eastport native, he found his 
father’s diary after he had passed away. His father’s WWII unit was composed of 182 men signed up by 
Maine Central RR to construct a narrow gauge RR which could be picked up and moved from place to place, 
all within five miles of the front. Thanks to the diary and subsequent research, Ken was able to share several 
interesting wartime events. When the war was over, there was a big welcoming parade for the Company C 
and the Boston paper even listed all the people who attended the parade to greet the returning men.

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WINTERPORT FIRE DEPARTMENT 
 
To the Citizens of Winterport 
 
Thankfully 2012 found our emergency responses to structure fires was well below the level experienced in 
2011.  The cost of home heating oil and the resulting risks associated with alternate heating methods 
continues to be of great concern. Appropriate care needs to be exercised, including: Being sure that you have 
properly operating smoke detectors in your home; heating equipment is serviced annually and your house 
number clearly displayed.  
 
It is EXTREMELY important that you have your street number posted to make your address easy to locate. 
Since about half the time it is dark, these numbers should be reflective. It is particularly important that these 
numbers are displayed so as to be easily viewed as responders approach from either direction.  “First red 
house on the right” does not work well as a description at night. 
 
Our 2012 application for an Assistance to Firefighters Grant was unsuccessful. We are hopeful that tight 
budget times in Washington are not going to further curtail the availability of these funds and that we might 
be successful. As you read this we will have applied again in 2013. Should we be so lucky as to have the 
“GRANT GODS” look favorably upon us, we will be looking to move forward with our equipment 
replacement plan which is being put together with the Town Manager and the Town Council.  
 
Our fleet is aging. The trucks are 9, 27, 23 and 34 years old (this truck not in service at this time). With the 
effort to keep taxes down the capital reserve account has not been funded to the level which is required for 
timely replacement without borrowing. If we are not successful in getting a grant for a new fire engine soon, 
either the funding of the capital reserve account will have to rise significantly or the purchase will need to be 
financed. I am concerned solutions to budget issues in Augusta may flow down hill causing monies that 
should be utilized here to be diverted to other needs. 
 
Fire permits are required for ALL open burning, year round. Permits are available from Fire Warden, 
Thomas Doe, or at the town office (9 to 5, Monday thru Friday). These permits are issued at no cost. For a 
fee of $7.00 permits may be obtained any hour of the day or night on line at 
http://www.maineburnpermit.com/ subject to the conditions imposed due to the environmental conditions. 
 
The firefighters continue with mandatory training to be fully prepared to address whatever emergency we 
may be confronted with. This training is both internal and working with our mutual aid departments. 
 
We have added additional firefighters this year. Anyone interested in joining our ranks should contact the 
Fire Chief, Thomas Doe at 223-4412, or come to our monthly meeting which is generally the first Sunday of 
each month at 7:00 pm, at the fire station.

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Annual Report of the Superintendent 
Winterport Water District 

2012 
 As Superintendent of the Winterport Water District, I am pleased to present my annual report to the 
Town of Winterport. 
 
 The year 2012 brought big changes to our small utility. A new office manager, Kristin Clark, joined 
the district in May of 2012 (replacing Margaret Muller). Steve Lane served as Superintendent for greater 
than 10 years before accepting a position as Foreman at the Old Town Water District in June 2012. Tristan 
Taggart joined the district in January 2013 (replacing Gregory Ireland). 
 
 The District's sewer division continued to take advantage of very favorable funding that it received 
from various agencies, including the American Recovery and Reinvestment Ace of 2009 and from the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture's Rural Development Utilities Program. Sewer rehabilitation work was done with 
the repair/replacement of several manholes to further our efforts to reduce combined sewer overflows. We 
are pleased to report that the district was able to handle and treat all high flow storm water surges with zero 
overflows in 2012. The financing for the sewer system rehabilitation was funded with the grant and loan 
funds remaining for the project from 2011.  
     Additional changes will be coming for the sewer division as the EPA has revoked all permits that they 
previously issued to primary treatment facilities that discharge into an estuary. The District has now been 
issued a secondary treatment permit and is currently operating under a consent agreement from the Maine 
Department of Environmental Protection to add secondary treatment to our system. The District is currently 
working with Olver & Associates Engineering to create a  facilities plan to determine the most effective and 
efficient means to add secondary treatment. 
 
 The District's water division wrapped up the water systems improvement project with the  redundant 
drinking water well successfully passing analysis and we brought it online in June 2012. The improvement 
project, which included the 2010 North Maine St. MDOT Project, 2 additional hydrants, the redundant well 
and Nason Bean Lane transmission lines, was funded through the U.S. Department of Agriculture's Rural 
Development Utilities program. Of the $434,000 in financial support that the district received for this 
project, included were a $193,000 grant and the remaining $241,000 was in the form of a low-interest loan 
which the district closed on in December of 2012. The Maine Public Utilities Commission approved a 
27.10% water rate increase necessary to finance the additional debt service encumbered as a result of these 
improvements. 
 
 With the project finally wrapped up, Mrs. Weston joined us along with Senator Mike Thibodeau and 
our Board of Trustees to officially dedicate the new water pump station in memory of Don Weston.  
 
 The District continues to participate in a monthly area water utilities meeting, comprised of nine 
nearby water utility systems, that share information and resources. The group meets at the Bangor Water 
District and collaborates on current issues, ways to reduce costs to our customers and maintaining quality 
customer services. 
 
 In closing, I would like to thank the Board of Trustees, the Town of Winterport, our customers and 
employees for their dedication and support through this past year.

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A MESSAGE FROM JOE BROOKS 

 
 
         April 5, 2013 
 
Hi Folks, 
 
 When I wrote this report in April, the 126th Legislature was struggling with a 
budget that totaled more than $6 billion to fund the state for the next two years. 
 At that time, revenue projections showed a gap of nearly $600 million.  It seemed 
a daunting task to find the funds necessary to balance the budget before the statutory 
adjournment date of  
June 19. 
 The Governor's proposal recommended that to fill this gap would require the end 
of Revenue Sharing, the Homestead Act and the Circuit Breaker, all of which would have 
had a dramatic impact on every town's property tax – some predicting tax increases of 
several hundred dollars on many homes. 
  During all of this, it has been an honor to represent the residents of House 
District 42 – Winterport, Brooks, Jackson, Waldo, Swanville and Monroe. When the 
session opened in December, I was selected to work on the Taxation Committee, one the 
two most important committees in the Legislature, the other being Appropriations 
Committee. 
  Taxation Committee holds public hearings and work sessions on the Governor's 
proposed budget, ultimately reporting back to Appropriations a series recommendations 
on how to fund the document. At that point, everything is under consideration, ranging 
from sales and income taxes to exemptions to both of theses. 
 Hours of public hearings and work sessions went into crafting the Taxation 
Committee's recommendations to Appropriations. In the end, a document was sent to the 
House and  
Senate for debate.  
 At the same time, the Legislature managed to pay the Maine hospitals the 
remaining debt owed to them from the Maine Care (Medicaid) Account. The Legislature 
also made some strong gains in putting our financial house in order. I hope that we can 
continue our work in that direction,  
 Many of you corresponded with me during the First Session. Some also received a 
copy of my Newsletter, which I email every few days to more than 100 constituents. If 
would like to join the mailing list, please let me know at any of my contact places listed 
below. 
 Thanks for letting me serve in the 126th Session of the Legislature. I look forward 
to seeing you throughout the six communities in District 42.

It is an honor to represent you in the Maine State Senate for a second term, and I am grateful for the trust 
you have placed in me to work for the betterment of this community and Waldo County.

We 
must work in Augusta to pass legislation that will help grow our economy so that our youth can find 
opportunities here at home to work and live. Until we address these issues, Maine will continue to lag 
behind other states. 
 
This session I have been given the honor of serving as the Senate Republican Leader having been 
elected to this post by my Republican colleagues.  This position brings new responsibilities which 
include helping to steer the direction of the Maine Senate and better position the state for economic 
success.

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Dear Friends, 

It is a privilege to represent Maine in the United States Senate, and I am deepley grateful for the 
trust the people of Maine have placed in me.  Public service is a responsibility I take seriously.  In 
2012, I reached a milestone by casting my 5,000th  consecutive roll-call vote.  I have never missed 
a single roll-call vote, a record unique among current Senators. 
 
As we enter 2013 , the economy and jobs remain my top priorities.  As a senior member of the 
Defense Appropriations subcommittee, I am committed to keeping our nation secure and our 
skilled defense workers on the job.  I secured funding to increase the shipbuilding programs at 
Bath Iron Works and advance essential modernization projects at the Portsmouth Naval Shipyard.  
I was homored to receive the Navy League’s Congrssional Sea Ser vices Award for 2012 as the 
leading advocate for our maritime services and US shipbuilding. 
 
Maine’s economic future recently received a boost with significant federal funds for deep-water, 
offshore wind energy research and development at the University of Maine and in private sector 
firms.  Maine has some of the strongest amd most consistent winds off our coast, and we have 
some of the world’s leading researchers.  These funds will help Maine be a world leader in 
developing this clean, renewable enerby source, ultimately resulting in the creation of thousands 
of good-paying jobs for our state. 
 
As a leader on the Transportation Appropriations Subcommitee, I am also working to ensure that 
investments are made in our transportation infrastructure.  Early last year, construction began on a 
modern, safe, and efficient replacement for the Memorial Bridge at Kittery, a project for which I 
worked to secure funding,  Working with the State Department of Transportation, I also secured 
federal funding to replace the aging Marttin Memorial Bridge in Rumford and the decrepit 
Richmond-Dresden Bridge.  In 2013, I will continue to seek funding for improvements in our 
roads and bridges to make traveling safer amd more efficient for our citizens and to facilitate 
commerce.  It is also gratifying to see the heaviest trucks on the Interstates where they belong 
rather than on our downtown streets and country roads.  This is the result of a law I authored in 
2011. 
 
Maine’s environment is critical to our economy and the health of our residents.  I opposed efforts 
in 2012 that would have weakened the landmark Clean Air Act and would have exposed our state 
to emissions from coal-fired power plants elsewhere.  At the same time, I have continued to work 
with a bipartisan group of Senators to ensure that federal regulations on industrial boilers protect 
our environment without imposing onerous burdens on our forest-products industry and other 
manufacturers. 
 
Many Mainers contacted me last year to express concern about the Postal Service, which is 
essential too our economy and our way of life.  Last year, the Senate approved legislation I co-
authored to help put the Postal Service on a sound financial footing since it has been losing 
billions of dollars.  Although the House failed to act on our bill, the Postal Service has heeded my 
requests to keep open the vital mail processing center in Hampden.  I will continue to work to 
ensure that all Mainers, regardless of the size of their communities, have access to the postal 
services upon which they rely. 
 
As the daughter of World War II veteran wounded in combat, I know how important quality, 
accessible health care is for our veterans.  This past year, I worked to ensure that our rural 
veterans’ health care facilities are fully staffed and to strengthen our Veterans’ Homes.  Federal 
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health agencies also began an investigation into whether Maine veterans were exposed to toxic 
defoliant chemicals while training at Gage town, New Brunswick. 
 
With Shortages of medications putting patients at risk, I co-sponsored legislation to encourage 
manufacturers to report anticipated production problems to help avert shortages.  Through this 
voluntary approach ore than 200 potentially life-threatening shortages were prevented last year. 
 
While Congress averted a huge increase in tax rates for middle-income American families and 
small businesses, there remains a lot of work to be done to reduce our unsustainable $16.4 trillion 
debt.  It is essential that we do so in a responsible way, both that Washington stops delaying 
decisions that will help shape our economy and future prosperity. 
 
I remain committed to doing all that I can to address your community’s concerns in 2013.  If I 
may be of assistance to you in any way, I encourage you to contact my state office in your area.
