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REPORT OF HIGH SCHOOL PRINCIPAL

To the Superintendent, Board of Education, and
Citizens of Alfred:—

I tender the following annual review of the activi-
ties of Alfred High School.

School opened Sept. 3, 1929 with a total enrollment
of fifty-one students, consisting of 12 Freshmen, 17
Sophomores, 11 Juniors, and 11 Seniors.

The two courses offered, the College Preparatory,
and the General Cultural are in many respects identical,
differing mainly in the greater emphasis put upon the
purely classical courses to meet college requirements.
These courses are designed to give the youth an appre-
ciation of the finer things in civilization of the past and
present, to afford them a comprehension of some of life’s
fundamental problems, and to broaden their minds to
cope the more effectively with the problems of every
day. The proper blending of scholastic, literary, social,
athletic, and disciplinary endeavors best further the aims
of the school. In every departmentlof school activity
the school authorities and the parents have cooperated
to the fullest extent. ‘

The citizens of Alfred should be complimented upon
their most comfortable school building and excellent text
books and equipment. Attention should be given, how-
ever, before another year, to the poor lighting facilities
in the high school. Cloudy days make it absolutely im-
possible for pupils to study without straining their eyes,
the present lights being futil. It is hoped, too, that in
the near future the new room will be finished and avail-
able for use to add to the efficiency of the high school.
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Extra Cirricula Activities

Beginning with the Freshman Reception last Sepi-
tember, some attention has been given to the social life
of the school. It is pleasing to note the good effect it
has had on the individuals.

Under the expert tutelage of Miss Lane, the Senior
play was offered for public approval Feb. 7th. The play,
“Let’s Get Married,” was enthusiastically received by
the large crowd attending.

Work has already begun on the Junior prize speak-
ing contest, also under the direction of Miss Lane. It
is expected to be most beneficial to those participating.

The basket-ball season got under way early in No-
vember. Both boys and girls have a most enviable rec-
ord to date. The boys have won 14 out of 18 and the girls
13 out of 15 games played. Contrary to the general be-
lief, athletics contribute something more to education
than just mere play. Athletic contests give the boys and
girls physical expression, build courage and good sports-
manship, and develop quick thinking and team work; all
attributes of good citizenship.

To the Superintendent of Schools and Board of Educa-
tion, Alfred, Maine—

The accomplishments of the Alfred Schools along
musical lines has been very satisfactory during the past

year.

Perhaps an outstanding feature of the grades was
the presentation of an operetta “Cinderella of the Golden
Slipper,” at the end of the school year last June.

This current year has been devoted mostly to tech-
nical work—sight reading, interpretation and music ap-
preciation.

We have a rhythm band in the first and second
grades, and are introducing into grades three and four
the same—with the added music scores synchronized
with the victrola records. This develops accuracy and
individual responsibility.

We have an unusually good high school chorus this
year, with a larger boys’ division than in previous years.

We find that our work compares favorably with
other and larger schools who are following the same
“Progressive Method of Music.”

Each year has brought an increase in the number of
people making use of the library and the past year has
shown a graitfying gain in that direction. We have
more card holders than ever before and have loaned more
books than in any previous year.

Our reading room is very well patronized by the
younger people of the town and we think some older
folks might find something of interest in the numerous
magazines on the library table.

The number of books loaned during the year was
7;508, about one-tenth of these being non-fiction, show-
ing an improvement in the class of literature being read.
There have been added 157 new books and 26 have been
replaced while 19 worn out volumes have been discard-
ed, not being worth renewing.

The number of books in the library at the present
time is 9,875. Number of card holders 390.

We are putting into the library a Dictionary of
American Biography, three volumes of which are already
published. New volumes will appear from time to time
as it becomes necessary and only the biographies of per-
sons no longer living are to be found in this work.

W hile quite a large proportion of books purchased
is fiction. We try to select the best of that and als© to
