The recommended appropriation for High and Ele­
mentary Schools, including teachers’ salaries, janitors’ 
wages, fuel, text books, and supplies, is $580.00 more 
than was appropriated last year. This increase pro­
vides for the increase in the cost of wood, a salary of

$20.00 per week for all elementary teachers, a salary 
of $1500.00 per year for the high school principal and 
$1250.00 for the high school assistant, the increase to 
begin in September. On the same salary schedule as 
at present an appropriation of $3800.00, or an increase 
of $230.00 over last year, will be necessary.

It has been suggested that the Central School, be­
cause of the low enrollment, be closed and the pupils 
conveyed to the village schools. If conveyance could 
be provided at $25.00 per week this arrangement would 
affect a saving of approximately $500.00 for the next 
municipal year. There are twenty-one pupils enrolled 
in both the primary and grammar grade's. In view 
of the nation-wide shortage of teachers, if permission 
can be obtained from the Office of Price Administra­
tion to establish another bus route, this will be a com­
mendable move.

Owing to the scarcity of labor the committee was 
unable to carry out any plan of repairs on the build­
ings this year. The need of repairs and painting has 
reached serious proportions in some of the buildings. 
The shed and toilets at the Hamlin building should be 
repaired as soon as possible and many of the old sashes 
in the high school building should be replaced.

The following table shows the enrollment in the 
various schools as reported by the teachers at the 
opening of school in September.

The enrollment this year dropped 6.8% below that 
of last year. Attendance in the high school has 
dropped considerably since the opening of schools in 
September. Owing to the various rationing programs 
that have been handled by the teachers, a slight epi­
demic of mumps, and the extreme cold weather, at­
tendance has been irregular and the school program 
somewhat disrupted throughout the year.

Only one change has been made in the staff of 
teachers, Mr. Wakefield succeeding Mr. Richard as 
principal of the High School.

In the aggregate the progress of pupils and the work 
of the teachers has been satisfactory.

In closing I wish to again acknowledge the coopera­
tive spirit of all teachers and to thank the members of 
the superintending school committee for their help and 
advice.
