Annual report ending 2016 

To: Selectmen, Town Manager and citizens of Jay: 

The Jay Police Department continues to be as proactive as possible. The police department handled 
8650 calls for services for 2016. The department consists of a Chief, Secretary, one Sergeant, one 
Corporal, one Detective and two Patrol Officers. The Sergeant and Corporal work assigned patrol 
shifts, as do the patrol officers. The Chief assists with investigations and patrol functions as well as 
performing administrative duties. The department continues to work very closely with all county, state 
and federal law enforcement agencies. 

Remember when leaving your home for a vacation or extended period of time to let us help you keep 
your home safe. We have a property check program that is offered to all our Jay residences. Please 
call the police department at 897-6766 for details. 

These grants were received in 2016 and assist with addedfundsfor equipment and patrol details 
keeping the Police Department budget low and providing more for the community. 

• FEMA grant for $3,200.00 for upgrade to the departments database for property tracking. 
• Bureau of Highway Safety radar grant $6060. 00 for two cruiser radar units. 
• Seat belt grant, $2,880.00 obtained from the Bureau of Highway Safety 
• Operating under the influence grant, $2,880.00 obtained from the Bureau of Highway Safety 
• Byrne JAG grant for an amount o/$2,442.00. This grant was used to purchase equipment to 

better the department with no expense to the town. 

We at the Jay Police Department are always doing our best to seek grants and ways to save money 
and keep our operational costs as low as possible while keeping our taxpayers in mind and still 
providing a proactive well trained police department. 

In closing, I wish to thank the board of selectpersons, town manager and the citizens for their 
continued support of the police department.

Public Works Department 
Annual Report  

 
The winter of 2016 – 2017, as of this writing February 20, 2017, is shaping up to be well above 
normal for precipitation with 99.5 inches having fallen through mid February. Over 41 inches 
fell in a one week period between February 9th and the 16th. This is a big change from the 
previous year which broke long standing records for above normal temperatures and only 41.5 
inches of precipitation over the entire winter. 
 
The department is currently funded for 8.5 employees down from 13 at one time. Overtime hours 
allotted for winter operations are down causing plowing throughout the overnight to be 
suspended completely or dramatically reduced. Please drive accordingly. Also snow removal 
operations will continue to be performed mainly during normal work hours as time allows. 
Again, please be patient.  
 
As another cost reducing measure, this summer, the Public Works crew will also be responsible 
for the upkeep of the Town's nine cemeteries, mini park, monument and town office grounds. 
Adding this to the upkeep of the Town's three ball fields, which the department added last year, 
will take many hours away from road construction and general road maintenance. Again, please 
be patient and if you notice a ditch in need of cleaning or a rotted culvert, give us a call here at 
the Public Works Garage (897-4920) and we will address your concern as soon as possible. 
 
Paving last year consisted of: Cemetery Rd, Smith St, Tweedie St, Belmont Dr, Reservoir Rd 
and Bucklin Dr. Sections of Stone St, Oak St and Merrimen St. Elm St, Water Tower Ln and 
Marcello St were also overlaid. Otis St, Maple St and Pine St were drag shimmed to make them 
more plowable and will need a finish coat next year. The Road Committee has identified the 
Canton Mt Rd as the department’s next area to be rebuilt and repaved. That work will start late 
spring or early summer after streets are swept, lines repainted, ball fields prepped and cemeteries 
readied for Memorial Day.   
 
The MDOT all but finished the Route #4 project last year with just a few small punch list items 
to be completed this spring. It will be good to once again have freedom of movement on our 
Main St. 
 
No new equipment purchases were made in 2016. The department no longer has a capital reserve 
line in its budget which will necessitate that any future equipment replacement be funded at a 
Town meeting or financed adding to the town’s debt service.

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Transfer Station 
Annual Report  

 
Again this year, as has been the case for the past several years, this annual report begins with the 
reporting of another downsizing of the facility. Staff, which had already been reduced from 7.5 
employees to 4.5 employees, has dropped to 2.5 employees and is slated to be further reduced to 
1.5 employees starting July 1, 2017. This staffing reduction is expected to cause the facility to 
once again reduce the hours it is open to the public so that the limited staff has time to transport 
our solid waste, demo, single sort, metal, shingles and tires to various sites around the state and 
process e-waste, freon, used oil, special waste and paint as well as perform a variety of everyday 
tasks. Open hours are to be determined by the Board of Selectpersons in the coming months. 
 
Last year the facility processed/took in over 1,800 tons of solid waste, 275 tons of single sort, 
290 tons of clean wood, 123 tons of metal and 140 tons of shingles to name a few. Also over 
1,850 e-waste items were processed, tons of tires, brush and hundreds of gallons of used oil and 
anti freeze. As a reminder, a change that became effective in December, ecomaine no longer 
accepts plastic shopping bags as part of the Town’s recycling. These bags should no longer be 
put in with your recyclables. They should either be thrown in the trash or recycled through one of 
the stores plastic bag recovery boxes. 
 
New last year, the Town joined Paint Care. We can now take paint, both Latex and Enamel, at 
the facility. This paint is eventually picked up and recycled into new paint products. Prior to 
being a Paint Care site we could not legally accept paint, except for Latex in a hardened state. All 
other paint products were classified as Hazardous Waste. Please stop in to the facility for a list of 
acceptable paint products to be recycled through Paint Care.  
 
Also new in 2016, we lost our Planet Aid boxes which served to separate textiles from solid 
waste, the company pulled out of the entire state. Efforts to attract other companies such as the 
Salvation Army or Goodwill have to this point failed. 
 
We should point out that at the Town Budget hearings held in February 2017, funds were not 
appropriated for the continuance of the curb side collection program, which has been delivered 
by Archie's for the past couple years. We will be putting together a list of private haulers to be 
made available to residents that may want to continue with a self funded home collection 
program going forward. For those who opt to drop their materials off at the facility, new hours of 
operation will be announced as soon as possible.

Transfer Station Crew 
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Jay Sewer Department 
Annual Report 

 
In 2004, Livermore Falls (LF), Jay and the ME DOT started the design & funding process for the 
Main Street/Route 4 reconstruction project. This project included the replacement of sewer, 
water and storm drain infrastructure as well as reconstruction of the road base and surface from 
Bridge Street in LF to Tweedie Street in Jay. Construction began in 2010 and lasted through 
2016 with a two year break occurring in 2013-2014. As part of this reconstruction project, the 
Jay Sewer Department replaced portions of gravity sewer main and sewer service laterals within 
the reconstruction areas.  The sewer force mains from pump stations 1, 2 & 3 were also replaced.   
This road reconstruction project improved the aesthetics of our downtown area and also assured 
that the infrastructure below ground will serve our communities into the future.  However, even 
with the infrastructure under Main Street renewed, there is much more work to be done in other 
areas of our Town to provide quality service to our citizens and to assure regulatory compliance.   
  
The staff of the Jay Sewer Department is responsible for the operation and maintenance of the 
North Jay WWTF, 6 duplex pumping stations, 14.8 miles of gravity sewer main, 0.81 miles of 
force main, 370 sewer manhole structures, 3 flow metering stations, 2.34 miles of cross country 
sewer line easements and we provide service for 807 sewer connections.  In addition to the 
infrastructure in Jay, we also oversee, monitor and assist with the operation of the Livermore 
Falls WWTF via an Interlocal Agreement between Jay and Livermore Falls.  In 2014 we 
received the Charles E. Perry Award from the Maine Water Environment Association for 
Excellence in the Operation and Maintenance of our WW Collection System.  In 2016 we 
received the Operator Award from New England Water Environment Association for our High 
Level of Performance in Wastewater Operations.   
 
In 2001, The Jay Sewer Department transitioned a 20-25 hour per week part time position to a 
full time position to address Local, State and Federal regulatory and safety requirements as well 
as to assist with the general workload.  This gave the Sewer Department a total of 2 full time 
employees.  With the additional 15-20 hours per week, we were able to increase efficiencies 
within this Department that has translated to over $1,700,000 in cost cuts, efficiencies and/or 
cost avoidance over the past 16 years which equates to over $106,000 per year savings to our 
citizens.  With the upgrade of 5 pump stations and 2 WWTF’s on the horizon, our current 
staffing levels will allow us the necessary time, resources and manpower to pursue cost saving 
ideas, designs and equipment and to implement efficiencies that will assure the Town of Jay will 
receive “the biggest bang for the buck” to provide initial savings and cost avoidance into the 
future.

To: The Town Manager, Selectpersons, and the Citizens of Jay 

The Jay Fire Department has just finished up with the busiest year to date, responding to 318 
calls, 92 of which were medical-related.  The Department has a very dedicated staff of 35 
members.  All members continue to train countless hours to stay up on today’s new standards 
and techniques.  We had 5 members complete firefighter 1 & 2 training, and 4 members attain 
their EMS license, bringing our medically trained roster to 11. 

Our department, like many others in the state, lacks the manpower during the day time due to 
many of our members working out of town. When they are unable to respond to calls, we have to 
rely on our mutual aid departments. 

We are still operating out of two stations with a fleet of 5 vehicles. We had the frame replaced 
this past year on our 2006 E-One pumper. The frame was very rusted and was in dire need of 
replacement. I worked with the trucks manufacturer E-One and although the truck was out of 
warranty, they came to the conclusion that the paint used on the frame was defective. E-One was 
fair and donated the new frame. The Town was just responsible for the labor cost. The frame 
replacement cost us $35,000.00. The frame replacement should extend the life of the truck. 

The department also teamed up with the American Red Cross. Working together we installed 
over 200 smoke detectors throughout the town of Jay bringing peace of mind to many residences. 

The Livermore Falls Fire Department continues to rent 2 bays at our Chisholm Station. That has 
seemed to work well for the last couple years. We have also started to share firefighters which is 
in hopes to further help both communities.   

In closing, I wish to thank all the firefighters and their families for their support and dedication to 
the department, also the Town Manager, Select Board, and the Citizens for their continuing 
support.

To the Residents of the Town of Jay: 
 

The Jay-Niles Memorial Library staff and Board of Trustees would like to extend our 
appreciation to the residents of Jay, the Select Board and Budget Committee for their continued 
support of our library. If you have never visited our library, please stop by and see what we have 
to offer! Libraries are for everyone and information comes in many formats. We have an 
excellent selection of books and audiobooks for all ages, as well as, DVDS, CDs, and magazines. 
We have 6 computers for the public to use, as well as, access to wi-fi. Other services we offer 
are: computer printouts, photocopying, faxing and tax forms. 

 
A number of community groups use the hall and boardroom as a meeting space, 

including: homeschoolers, the Grange, The Country Square Quilters, the Quirky Quilters, the Jay 
Historical Society, and the Jay and North Jay Water Districts. 

 
We held a number of programs this last year including a Maine Reading Group (for 

adults), a Book and Film Discussion Group (also for adults), and two summer reading programs 
(one for the younger children and one for tweens and teens). The Summer Reading Program 
Theme (for the younger children) was “Spark Your Imagination”. We had 52 readers and an 
attendance of 165 kids and 113 parents throughout the summer. The tween and teen program had 
a Star Wars Theme. We had 12 readers and an attendance of 57 tweens and teens and 41 parents 
throughout the summer. 

 
The total attendance for the library in 2016 was 15,928 for an average of 58 people per 

day. Our library collection includes 32,749 items. We circulated 38,223 items (physical units: 
books, cds, dvds, etc.) and 832 (virtual units-e-book and audiobook downloads) via the Maine 
Infonet Download Library in 2016. We also had 3,595 people log on to our computers and use 
our wi-fi. Computer users were online for a total of 2,333 hours. In closing, the Jay-Niles 
Memorial Library gained a total of 107 new patrons in 2016!

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Annual Report of the Jay Planning Board 
 
 

 
The Town of Jay Planning Board held one meeting during the 2016 year.  Newly 
appointed member Keith Cornelio was elected to the Select Board in April of 2016, 
therefore he resigned from the Planning Board.  The Board now has a vacant position for 
one regular member and two alternate Board members.   
 
The Board issued a Shoreland Zoning/Flood Hazard Development Permit for the 
Androscoggin Land Trust.  This permit allowed the Town of Jay on behalf of the Land 
Trust to fill in two sink holes, do bridge maintenance work, install picnic tables and 
benches and perform trail maintenance which included removal of dangerous trees, 
installing wood chips along the trail and stump removal at the French Falls site.  Some of 
this work is ongoing and will be completed in the future. 
 
While the Town of Jay does not issue Building Permits, we are required by State Law to 
have certain Ordinances.  The Subdivision Ordinance requires action by the Board when 
a single lot is divided into of three (3) or more lots or dwelling units within a five (5) year 
period.  The Board also acts on existing subdivision amendments.  This happens if lot 
lines are changed or moved and lots are created. 
 
The Board also needs to issue Permits for activity within the Shoreland Zone or Flood 
Plain.  The Shoreland Zone areas are designated by the Town’s Shoreland Zone map 
around the Androscoggin River, Seven Mile Stream, Parker Pond and many other streams 
and wetland areas. The Town regulates within 250 feet of these water bodies.   
 
The Flood Plain Ordinance also regulates areas around the Androscoggin River, Seven 
Mile Stream, and Parker Pond.  Any work in the Flood Plain requires a permit from the 
Town, including filling and moving earth, building, etc.  If your property is located near a 
waterbody, whether pond, river, brook or wetland, residents are encouraged to contact the 
Town prior to beginning any development.  Maps are available at the Town Office to 
determine if you property is located within the flood zone also.

The Budget Committee, in its advisory role, takes into consideration the available finance 
resources of the town by reviewing all budget requests, developing a good understanding 
between the needs of each department (for sufficient resources to deliver public services) and the 
needs of the taxpayer (to receive adequate services at a cost they can afford). 
 
The major expenditure for the Town of Jay is education.  Fixed costs, such as health insurance 
and other benefits, now represent the second largest spending category, followed by public safety 
and public works. 
 
Due to the chronology of events, preliminary estimates are used during the budget process.  In 
the proposed operating budget, we diligently look for efforts to correct and/or prevent wasteful 
expenditures, provide adequate support for public services, and align our budget with a 
reasonable tax rate.  In addition, the Budget Committee develops positions of support, or 
opposition, on components of the proposed budget and warrant articles. 
 
In these challenging economic times, we strongly encourage you to get involved and participate 
in our meetings, or submit your comments for our consideration. On behalf of everyone on the 
Budget Committee, we look forward to serving our community.

Dear Citizens of Jay: 
 
The 2015-2016 school year was a school year like no other.  Spruce Mountain High School now 
has a fully handicapped accessible elevator that allows anyone with physical limitation to access 
the second floor of the school.  The new aluminum bleachers were installed at Griffin Field and 
were used during this year’s high school football season.   RSU #73 completed the sale of the old 
Livermore Falls High School to the Areas Youth Sports (AYS) program.  This old facility will 
continue to breathe life into our youth’s physical and mental wellbeing as a central location to 
operate youth athletic activities during off school hours and seasons. 
 
RSU #73 welcomed a new Business Manager, Michele Coates a long time resident of Livermore 
Falls, who was previously employed as a Supervisor at Central Maine Power.  Michele was 
chosen from a very strong and capable group of applicants.  Welcome to Trevor Doiron, a junior, 
from SMHS who was nominated and approved on to serve as the student representative on the 
School Board. Additionally, congratulations to our newly elected School Board Directors, Doug 
DiPasquale, Shari Ouellette and welcome back to Darcie Calden.   
 
The School Board considered a change to the RSU funding formula and decided by a very close 
vote to change the RSU’s funding formula that distributes the town’s share of all above EPS 
costs.  The funding formula was changed from 100% valuation to 80% valuation and 20% pupil 
count. The biggest initiative this school year was the reconfiguration of the elementary schools 
from the existing two-community schools housing K-5 and PreK-5, ultimately creating a Pre-K-2 
primary school and a 3-5 elementary school.  This change groups all elementary grade levels into 
a single building, allowing for unity in each grade level and professional collaboration with all 
teachers of each grade.  The students’ will benefit from having a more common educational 
experience and curriculum, as well as starting together as a single community of learners.  
 
Teacher Appreciation Week was celebrated the first week of May.  In my humble opinion, 
teachers are the fabric that holds this community, state, and country together.  Keep up the great 
work. The Performance Evaluation Professional Growth PEPG Evaluation System was approved 
by Department of Education (DOE) on May 25, 2016 and later approved by the School Board on 
June 9, 2016.  We now have a comprehensive evaluation system for all teachers and building 
administrators that will be started next school year.  
 
RSU #73 signed the joint Town of Jay and RSU 73 Fuel Storage Agreement effective August 12, 
2016.  This joint venture would not have been possible without the professional cooperation and 
respect that exists between the Town and RSU #73.

HOMESTEAD EXEMPTIONS 
 
Please don’t forget to apply for your Homestead Exemption if you have not already.  The 
exempted amount has increased to $20,000 in assessed valuation this year.  The Town will be 
reimbursed approximately 62.5 % in lost revenues from the state. 
 
 
VETERANS EXEMPTIONS 
 
The Maine Revenue Service has expanded/re-established some federally recognized wartime 
periods to grant exemptions to veterans (or their widows) that served in the Armed Forces.  
Please contact our Assessors’ office for more information. 
 
 
PERSONAL PROPERTY 
 
We want to make Jay businesses aware of two programs that offer either a tax reimbursement or 
tax exemption for qualifying equipment.  These programs are called Business Equipment Tax 
Reimbursement (BETR) and Business Equipment Tax Exemption (BETE).  Both programs 
require property owners to submit applications and both programs have specific criteria for 
qualifying owners and property.  Information regarding the BETE and BETR programs is 
available on line at www.maine.gov or at the Jay Assessors’ Office. 
 
 
PAPER MILL ASSESSMENT 
 
The appraised valuation of Verso’s Androscoggin Mill in 2016 was $358 million.  This appraisal 
reflected two idled paper machines.  Since the 2016 appraisal was complete, Verso has 
announced they would idle a third machine.  In the coming months, we’ll be working closely 
with Verso on their upcoming production projections in order to establish a 2017 valuation. 
  
While we realize the electronic age is decreasing the demand for paper, we are hopeful Verso’s 
commitment to new specialty paper product lines will enable them to compete successfully on a 
global level.

The Homestead Exemption amount is increasing this year to $20,000 (previously $15,000). For those 
who have applied for this, the homestead will be reflected on your upcoming tax bills. 
 

Tax Club Information: The Tax Club allows taxpayers to sign up to pay 8 monthly installments, on 
their primary residence, without interest thereby relieving the pressure of lump sum payments. This in 
turn benefits the Town by creating a more predictable cash flow. Payments begin in October and end in 
May. At enrollment the Town will provide a payment booklet with the due dates and amount to be paid. 
Payments may be made in person or by mail. Enrollment in the Tax Club will automatically terminate if 
2 consecutive payments are missed. The taxpayer then becomes subject to the same due date and interest 
rate as other, nonparticipating taxpayers. The Town will not notify members of delinquent payments. 
 

Sewer Bills: Reminder, your sewer bill is based on your winter quarter water reading.  The winter 
reading is multiplied by 4 to use in your annual sewer rate calculation. You can request that the Town 
use a revised formula to figure your sewer bill if your winter water reading is higher than your other 
quarters. Prior to May 1st, you would need to complete a form with the Town and provide a copy of your 
water bill from the winter quarter plus the other 3 previous quarters. If the winter quarter is at least 10% 
higher than the average usage of the other 3 quarters then the Town will use the total usage for the entire 
year instead of the winter reading multiplied by 4. This revised formula is to account for high water 
readings caused by leaking water sources (pipes, faucets, toilets, bleeders, etc.) that flow into the sewer 
system. In the case of leaking pipes or fixtures, they must be repaired prior to requesting the revised 
formula. The revised formula may not be used if the unit(s) was vacant at any time during the year. If 
the unit(s) was vacant, the Town may choose another quarter when there was full occupancy and 
multiply that quarter’s usage by 4 to use in the annual sewer rate calculation. 
 
Drug Take Back Box: The Jay Police Department now has a Drug Take Back Box, located in their 
lobby.  If you have any unwanted/unused medication, please feel free to drop it off between 8 am-4 pm, 
Monday-Friday. No needles or liquids please. 
 
Unclaimed Property: Each year, millions of dollars are forwarded to the State Treasurer’s Office from 
businesses and organizations that have lost contact with owners of financial assets. When these financial 
assets are reported to the State Treasurer, they are considered Unclaimed Property and are 
held forever for the rightful owner to claim. Examples of commonly held financial assets are: bank 
accounts, pay checks, stocks, bonds, rebates, insurance proceeds, tax refunds, store credits, safe deposit 
contents, and miscellaneous uncashed checks. The State Treasurer’s goal is to reunite these lost assets 
with their rightful owners. Search the Treasurer’s Unclaimed Property List at:
