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Report o f  Superintendent o f Schools

To the Superintending School Committee and Citizens of Nor-
ridgewock:

Having learned, through the initial year of supervision, 
some of the more desirable -needs of our schools, we have moved 
forward toward the attainment of these needs with pleasing 
results during the last year. The function of supervision is 
always the improvement of instruction and the constant elimina­
tion of misapplied energy. Without losing sight of this func­
tion our aim has not proved an ignis fatuus but a real, tangible, 
workable project.

Our special project in reading, begun last year, has been 
carried out this year with ever-increasing efficiency. A state­
wide drive has been made this year in reading, sponsored by 
the state department. We were nmst fortunate in being 
among the few school systems that had already taken up 
reading as a subject worthy of close supervision. This finds 
us well up in the front ranks in the teaching of silent and 
oral reading.

TEACHERS

The fine spirit of co-operation among teachers and their 
willingness to undertake new changes have made possible the 
introduction of music in the schools and progressive alteration 
in the course of study. We are most fortunate in having 
teachers of this type, who are forward-looking and who are 
not satisfied with mediocre work.

A new teacher of physical education was secured at the 
beginning of the year to handle the work of this department 
and to carry three subjects of the high school curriculum.

COURSE OF STUDY

The course of study in the elementary schools has been 
enriched by the introduction of music. After careful consi­
deration it was decided that music instruction could be given 
through the use of the platoon system of teaching, without
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the cost of an extra teacher and only the initial cost of books, 
material, etc. This method was put into effect and the results 
obtained have been most gratifying. In the high school music 
has also been taught.

Several changes in the high school curriculum, in addition 
to music, has given the high school an increased standard of 
efficiency, and should make it possible for us to draw many 
of the tuition students who are now going from surrounding 
towns to some other high school.

Following is included the high school course of study as 
it is now designed to meet the needs of two classes of stu­
dents; namely, those preparing to go to college and those 
who are not.

MUSIC

Such of the theory of music is now being taught in our 
schools as is concerned with notation, scale study, sight read­
ing, and rhythm. Both individual and group work is carried 
on. At the beginning of the year there were several mono- 
tones but these are rapidly improving. Victrolas are used in 
all the rooms for music appreciation and to teach the children 
rhythm.

In the high school music is elective. Next year credit will 
be given for this study toward graduation.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Physical education has been on a two-thirds time basis 
this year. A physical instructor was secured at the beginning 
of the year who has taken charge of this work. Since physical 
education has become a necessary part of the course of study, 
it must necessarily be adapted to the needs in the course of 
study. Each lesson in physical education has a specific aim 
adapted to the activity being used.

That physical education trains the human mind and serves 
as a physical and mental prophylaxis, alone justifies the at­
tempts made by state and nation to require this subject as 
one in the course of study of schools and army training camps 
throughout the land. The plays and lighter gymnastics for 
the grades and hygienic lessons and the constant emphasis of 
these points of hygiene accompanied by heavier gym exercises 
and athletics for those of greater endurance and physical ability 
are the essential activities of this work. The work has been 
successfully carried on this year, and our facilities are good 
for well directed work within the town.

REPAIRS

Extensive repairs have been made during the year on the 
village school. The old partitions were removed, the lighting 
changed by closing one side and one end of the building and 
putting in mullion windows on the opposite side and end, and 
the chimney was taken from the center of the building and put 
in the end. The toilet was entirely rebuilt and made to con­
form with the standard as required by law. All new work has 
been primed and the building is now in excellent condition with 
the exception of a few minor repairs which were halted owing
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to lack of funds. We now have a fine, up-to-date school build­
ing which, with a coat of paint added, should make it an attrac­
tive and pleasant home for pupils and teacher.

A new heater was purchased for the village school, and 
the stove previously in use there was removed to the Oak Hill 
school1. Both buildings are now adequately heated and the 
fuel expense reduced perceptibly.

There are now four rural schools still in use which do not 
conform to the standards as required by law. If the same 
appropriation is made as for last year,' we should be able to 
continue with our plan of putting one schoolhouse in shape 
each year.

HEALTH INSPECTION

Last year the Somerset County public health nurse rendered 
valuable service in our village schools. During this year she 
has given us the service among our rural schools. In her re­
port to the superintendent of schools she has given very definite 
information concerning her work of inspection. At the present 
time she is unable to cover the work of the village schools but 
states she will make inspection a little later in the year!

Appended herto is the report of the health nurse.

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Warrant for Town.Meeting

To C. R. Miller, Constable of the Town of Norridgewock:
GREETING:

In the name of the state of Maine, you are hereby required 
to notify and warn the inhabitants of said town, qualified by 
law to vote in town affairs, to meet at the town hall, in said 
town of Norridgewock, on Monday, the fifth day of March, A. D.
