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COMMERCIAL
Bookkeeping— This course is designed to teach the 

principles underlying all bookkeeping, and as many differ­
ent applications of those principles as possible. The aim 
is to make pupils familiar with business vouchers, with 
books of record and the entries made in them, and to de­
velop the power of independent, logical thinking in anal­
yzing business transactions and situations. The work 
progresses from the single proprietorship through part­
nerships to corporations. The course covers three years, 
the sophomore, junior, and senior. The fundamental 
principles are taught the first year, and for that reason 
one year of bookkeeping is required of all pupils in the 
Commercial Department. The student learns first the 
simple form of financial statements, and the use of the 
General Journal and Ledger. Then the special Journals, 
Purchases, Sales, and Cash, are introduced. Some of the 
business vouchers and forms, adjusting and closing en­
tries, depreciation and partnership, are studied the first 
year. The work of the junior and senior years is elect­
ive. It consists of varied applications of the principles 
learned the first year to different types of business. The 
usual as well as some of the more unusual business vouch­
ers and accounts are introduced, together with additional 
books of original entry, special columns, and auxiliary 
ledgers, leading up to more complicated forms of state­
ments.

Commerce and Industry— This course is required of 
all sophomores in the Commercial Department. A study 
of natural products, agricultural, animal and mineral; 
of manufacturing processes; of transportation, exports 
and imports. The emphasis is laid upon the products, 
industries and commerce of our own country. One period 
a week is devoted to current events, based upon World 
News, Looseleaf Current Topics, Current Events, to­
gether with newspapers and magazines. Beginning next 
year this course also will be made a required subject for 
sophomores in the Industrial Department who will take

it instead of Physics, the latter subject being advanced 
to the junior year. Also elective for General students 
and for college students as an extra subject.

Office Practice— This course is an elective open to 
seniors. It is designed to familiarize the student with 
office procedure and office machines and appliances. One 
period a week is devoted to the study of such subjects as 
handling incoming and outgoing mail, telephoning, send­
ing telegrams, and filing, which is made concrete by ac­
tual filing in a Yawman & Erbe filing cabinet illustrative 
of the various systems. The student has access to office 
reference books, such as the Thesaurus, World Almanac, 
Maine Register, Who’s Who, City and Telephone Direc­
tories, and learns how to use them. In addition to this 
each pupil spends from three to five periods a week in 
practice on office machines. Those available are the 
Dalton Adding and Calculating Machine, the Compto­
meter, the Burroughs Calculator, the Slide Rule, the Mon­
roe Calculating Machine, the Elliott-Fisher Billing Ma­
chine, the Dictaphone and the Rotary Neostyle.

Typewriting— This is offered the junior and senior 
years. It is required of all juniors who take the Com­
mercial Course. The senior year it is optional but must 
be taken if Stenography is taken. During the first year 
the keyboard is thoroughly learned by the touch method. 
The most important parts and the care of the machine 
are taught. The chief emphasis is laid upon accuracy.

Advanced Typewriting— The second year the em­
phasis upon accuracy is continued and speed developed. 
Practice in letter writing, transcribing shorthand notes, 
tabulating and billing is given. The monthly tests sent 
out by the various typewriting companies are given and 
awards made when won by the pupils.

Stenography— Beginner’s shorthand is designed to 
give the pupils a thorough grounding in the fundamentals 
o f the Pitman shorthand method. Emphasis is placed 
upon accuracy of outline, mastery of word-signs, and 
word-building. Practice in dictation is given in the lat-

IMPROVEMENT AND CARE.
A new walk was built from Memorial Avenue to 

Dunn Street, a distance of 750 feet, a border of turfing 
being laid on side of walk next to the avenue, the entire 
length.

The matter of continuing this walk along the easterly 
side of Dunn Street to Main Street, was brought to the 
attention of Mayor Tuttle, who readily agreed to our prop­
osition, and asked us to build the walk as specified, 
charging cost to the Street Department.

Memorial Avenue was repaired and kept in good con­
dition during the summer.

Twelve flower beds were set out and cared for. The 
American Legion, the Current Events Club and the Am-
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moncongin Club kindly donated $10 each for flower beds 
set out at their request.

The lawns were mowed regularly during the season, 
and all paths and lawns received careful attention.

The careless dumping of waste paper, rotten fruit, 
vegetables and various other things, on the park dump, is 
a nuisance and should be stopped. It is unsightly, un­
sanitary, and a source of much annoyance, not only to the 
public, but also to the management. It also causes much 
needless expense.

We recommend that the City Council do all in their 
power to encourage any organization or club in our city 
who wish to provide some special feature for the benefit 
and improvement of Riverbank Park.

We would also ask that the appropriation for River- 
bank Park be increased to $500.
