Cloudy and rusty water problems continue, however replacement ofthe old Main
transmission lines should alleviate the present problems. Bids for the new lines are out and
bid opening is scheduled for July 30,1999 at 9:00 am atthe Sorrento Community Building.
The public is welcome to attend the openings. Construction is expected to begin in August
and is to be accomplished within 180 days.

The District was very fortunate in being granted funding through the Maine Bond
Bank and the State Revolving Loan Fund with a principal forgivness of 75 per cent and the
remainder to be paid over a 30 year period at 0 percent interest rate.
