The one thing needed in thle-‘school nbw is-a  Library containing 
an adequate supply of reference books especially for History and 
English.

I also suggest the purchase of some good current periodicals for 
a reading table such as: The Review of Reviews; JLiterary Digest; 
National Geographic; Popular Science. . .

REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS 
To the Superintending School Committee of Bridgewater:
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I herewith submit ray sixth annual report as Superintendent of 
Schools.

The past school year has not been particularly eventful but has been 
marked by continued progress in carrying out the elementary school 
program. It has been exceptionally free from complaints or from 
serious disruptions. Scarlet fever threatened tlile Montieth School 
but fortunately did little damage. A splendid corps of teachers is 
working diligently on its problems.

The Monteith building was repaired somewhat during the sum­
mer. Both sides of the roof were reshingled. Attached separate 
toilets for boys and for girls were built. These have accfcss from 
the school room only, thus giving the teacher oversight of that part 
of the building.

It might be w’ell to outline the standards for a rural lfuilding. 
They are:

1. A building about 24 feet by 32 feet.
2. A hardwood floor.
3. Individual seats, adjustable for height.
4. Windows whose area is one-fifth tire area of the floor, all 

placed on the left or left and rear.
5. A jacketed stove or furnace with an in Vat for fresh air and a 

chimney outlet for drawing off the cold air from the floor.
6. Standard attached- toilets accessible only from school room, 

Separated from the room by a ventilated passage at least ten feet 
long.

7. Double windows in winter on every window.
8. Plenty of paint, inside and out.
9. Plenty of good books, maps, blackboards and other material 

and teaching helps.
10. An experienced normal graduate teacher.
Bunker Hill building lacks in all these requirements except Nos. 

1, 7 and 9; West Bridgewater in all except Nos. 1, 2, 7, 9 and 10; Mon­
teith in all exceptt Nos. 1, 6, 7, and 9; Boundary except in Nos. 1, 6, 7 
and 9. These buildings should be made standard at once.

It would be a better plan to close the West Bridgewater and 
Bunker Hill schools and convey the pupils to town. The roof of the 
Primary Building could be raised and two rooms added at a cost equal 
that of making these two rurals standard. Such a program would 
ledve only the Monteith and Boundary as rural schools.

Steel was placed on the ceiling of the Asaambly Room and up­
stairs hall of the Academy Building. This is rather hard on the boys 
since thefla is no longer any plaster to knock down. However with 
the present corps of teachers there sqfams to be little inclination to 
kick off plaster. This show's that boys can be taught respect for 
property by the right teacher.

Bridgewater, Me., March 10, 1927.

To the Selectmen of Bridgewater:
We herewith submit the annual report of the Local Board of 

Health for the year 1926.
During the past year twenty cases of Influenza, three cases of 

Scarlet Fever and four cases of Measles have been reported to the 
Local Board by Dr H. C. Bundy, Local Health Officer. The Scarlet 
Fever outbreak, however, was confined to one section of the Town, 
only two families being under quarantine. The pupils in the Common 
Schools have been examined from time to time in regards to the con­
dition of their eyes, also to check up on any other physical defects.

Several rumors have been circulated about town regarding the 
Unsanitary conditions about the pfiemises of certain families. If the 
parties who are finding fault with these conditions would Report these 
cases to the Local Board, we would have an inspection made and turn 
the case over to our Local Health Officer.

We would appreciate any suggestions from the public along health 
lines and assure them that we will be very glad to cooperate with 
them.
