TOWN WARRANT.

STATE OF MAINE.

To George A. Brawn, Constable of the Town of Dexter, in 
the County of Penobscot. GREETING:

In the name of the State of Maine you are hereby required 
to notify and warn the inhabitants of said town of Dexter, 
qualified by law to vote in town affairs, to assemble at Town 
Hall, in said town, on Monday, the nineteenth day of March 
instant, at nine o’clock in the forenoon, to act on the following 
articles, viz:
Art. 1—To choose a Moderator to preside at said meeting.
Art. 2—To choose a town Clerk.
Art. 3—To hear all reports to be made at said meeting.
Art. 4—To choose three or more Selectmen.
Art. 5—To choose three or more Overseers of the Poor.
Art. 6—To choose three or more Assessors.
Art. 7—To choose a town Treasurer.
Art. 8—To choose a town Agent.
Art. 9—To choose a Collector of Taxes.
Art. 10—To choose a Superintending School Committee of 

three, five or seven members in accordance with the 
Statutes of 1893, chapter 216.

Art. 11—To see if the town will authorize the superintending 
school committee (in case they do not elect one of 
their own members to be supervisor of schools) to 
elect a superintendent of schools who may or may not 
be a member of the superintending school committee. 

Art. 12—To see what sum the supervisor or superintendent of 
schools shall receive for his services.

Art. 13—To choose a superintendent of cemeteries.
Art. 14—To choose'a Trustee of town library.
Art. 15—To choose all other town officers required by law to be 

chosen at the annual town meeting.
Art. 16—To see if the town will choose three or more persons 

to enforce town ordinances.
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Art. 17—To see how much money the town will raise to pay 
town charges.

Art. 18—To see how much money the town will raise for the 
support of the Fire Department.

Art. 19—To see how much money the town will raise for the 
support of the poor.

Art. 20—To see how much money the town will raise for the 
support of schools and the Free High School.

Art. 21—To see how much money the town will raise to pur- 
/----- chase school books and school material.

'Art. 22—To see if the town will vote to choose a Road Commis- 
sioner to take charge of the highways and sidewalks.

Art. 23—To see how much money the town will raise to make 
and repair highways and how it shall be expended.

Art. 24—To see what action the town will take in relation to 
breaking out highways, and what portion of the road 
money, if any, shall be reserved for this purpose.

Art. 25—To see how much money the town will raise to pay 
expenses of lighting the streets in pursuance of con­
tract of the town of Dexter with the Dexter Electric
Light and Power Company, the sum required being 
about six hundred and sixty dollars.

• '"7’7J Art. 26—To see if the town will vote to raise fifty dollars to pay
expenses of Memorial Day.

Art. 27—To see how much money the town will vote to raise 
for the support of the town library.

Art. 28—To see if the town will vote to instruct the Selectmen 
to let the medical attendance of the poor to the lowest 
bidder, provided a suitable bid is received.

Art. 29—To see if the town will elect a board of Fire Consta­
bles, whose special duty shall be to remove and care 
for personal property in buildings on fire and damaged 
by fire.

Art. 30—To see what method the town will adopt for collecting 
taxes.the ensuing year.

Art. 31—To see if the town will vote that all highway bills shall 
be brought in on or before the 20th day of February 
next.

Art. 32—To see if the town will vote to raise two hundred dol­
lars to buy wire for building fence on the line of the 
highway.

Art. 33—To see if the town will vote to instruct the Selectmen
to render in their annual report the names of all per­
sons who have received any wire, during the year, for 



fencing the highways and the number of pounds de­
livered to each of them for that purpose.

Art. 34—To see how much money the town will raise and ap­
propriate to pay the night watchman the ensuing
year.

Art. 35—To see how much money the town will raise to make 
concrete sidewalks and crossings the ensuing year.

Art. 36—To see if the town will vote to build a sidewalk on 
Cedar street from Main to Water street or any part 
thereof and raise money for the same.

Art. 37—To see if the town will vote to pay twenty dollars on 
account of the well dug and partially stoned on land 
owned by G. A. Dustin and what further action they 
will take for completing the same for the benefit of 
the town.

Art. 38—To see if the town will vot€ to name and mark the 
streets, and avenues in Mt. Pleasant cemetery, raise 
money for the same and elect a committee for that 
purpose.

Art. 39—To see if the town will vote to set aside for permanent 
public purposes the lot in Mt. Pleasant cemetery now 
occupied by the soldier’s monument.

Art. 40—To see if the town will vote to raise money and appro­
priate the same to defray the expenses of removing 
the soldiers’ monument from the cemetery to the 
Ayer lot.

Art. 41—To see if the town will vote to build a sidewalk on
Pleasant street from near the residence of Joseph 
Haseltine to the junction of Lake View street and raise 
money for the same.

Art. 42—To see if the town will vote to pay Mrs. Locadia Jones 
for land damage on account of highway around the 
Jones Hill so called and raise money for the same.

Art. 43—To see if the town will vote to build a fence around the 
Hill lot and raise money for that purpose.

Art. 44—To see if the town will vote to further improve the Hill 
lot and raise money for the same.

Art. 45—To see if the town will vote to remove the school 
house in district No. 4 to some lot to be designated by 
the town for a school house lot and play-ground, to 
purchase the lot and raise money for the same, or act 
anything relating to the subject matter of this article.

Art. 46—To soo if tho town will vote to discontinue the road 
leading from the junction of roads near Delano Leigh­
ton’s dwelling house, running over the hill to the juno-
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tion of roads westerly near the dwelling house on the 
old Storer place now supposed to be owned by one 
Watson.

Art. 47—To see if the town will vote to discontinue the road 
leading from the junction of roads near the foot of the 
Lane Hill running over the hill to the junction of roads 
westerly of the Lane Hill.

Art. 48—To see if the town will vote to discontinue the road 
leading from the point opposite the southerly side' of 
the buildings and yard owned by Harry Tillson, occu­
pied by one Bertram, to a point opposite the northerly 

. ? side of the buildings and yard of Frank Wheeler.
Art. 49—To see if the town will vote to have the two ledge 

bluffs on the top of the bill in the road above Fogg’s 
slaughter house removed and raise four hundred dol­
lars for the same.

Art. 50—To see if the town will vote to have the F. J. Fogg 
slaughter house removed from the highway according 
to the State law.

Art. 51—To see if the town will vote to lay a concrete walk 
around the Public Library lot, formerly known as the 
Ayer lot, and raise money for the same and have tho 
labor done in conjunction with labor of improving said 
lot, or act anything in relation thereto.

Art. 52—To see if the town will vote to build a concrete walk 
from the Grange Hall door down to Main street on the 
west line of Church street.

Art. 53—To see if the town will vote to provide a better “lock­
up” or cell room, and raise money for the same.

\ Art. 54—To see if the town will vote to place an electric light 
L > onHigh street.

55—To see if the town will vote to build a gravel sidewalk 
oxf High street.

Art. 56—To see if the town will vote to exempt Joseph Augus­
tine from the payment of a poll tax, and generally to 
define Conditions governing the matter of exemption 
from such or other taxes, in relation to all citizens.

Art. 57—To see if the town will vote to instruct the municipal 
officers to agree with the abutters upon the line of 
public drains or sewers for permission and terms of 
entering and connecting therewith, fixing the several 
amounts to be paid by the abutters, and to arrange all 
matters connected therewith, as provided in Revised 
Statutes, chapter 16, in relation to “drains and com­
mon sewers.”
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Art. 58—To see if the town will vote to have a sidewalk built on 
Tannery street, extending from Spring street to High 
street, and raise money for the same.

ART. 59—To see if the town will vote to pay Jeremiah Knox two 
dollars for support of watering place during year 1892.

Art. 60—To see what the town will vote to do in relation to the 
repairs of its bridges and raise money therefor.

Art. 61—To see if the town will vote that the building and re­
pairing of highways shall be completed on or before 
the first day of July in each year.

Art. 62—To see if the town will vote to change the sidewalk on 
Free street from the Baptist church to Winter street 
from a plank sidewalk to a concrete sidewalk.

Art. 63—To see if the town will vote to change the sidewalk 
from Josiah Owen’s to the old depot grounds from a 
plank sidewalk to a gravel Bidewalk.

Art. 64—To see if the town will vote to have a gravel sidewalk 
constructed from the forks of the roads near Josiah 
Owen’s house to connect with the gravel sidewalk near 
the dwelling house of Winfield Moses on Main street. 

Art. 65—To see what sidewalks the town will vote to keep 
broken out the entire winter season.

Art. 66—To see if the town will vote to purchase a lot of land 
of Hiram Watson for a schoolhouse lot and passage­
way to the Storer cemetery, so called, on south side 
and on the north side of highway leading around the 
Storer hill.

Art. 67—To see if the town will vote to pay John Martin for 
transportation of scholars, during three terms, to the 
village school and return.

Art. 68—To see if the town will vote to accept the road as laid 
out by the selectmen, commencing at a point near the 
dwelling house of Mrs. Richard Nutter on the Charles­
ton road, and running in a southeasterly direction to a 
point near the Daniel Puffer place, so called, on the 
Garland road, and raise money for the same.

Art. 69—To see if the town will vote to accept the road as laid 
out by the selectmen, commencing at a point in the 
county road leading from Dexter to Garland, westerly 
of the Daniel Puffer place, so called, and 100 feet 
westerly of the road leading to Exeter, and 50 feet 
westerly of a brook crossing said county road, thence 
southerly running around the Leighton hill, so called, 
to a point in said county road westerly from the dwell- 
house of the late James Leighton, thence southerly 
commencing at a point in the centre of said county

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r6ad 525 feet westerly of said last-mentioned point, 
running around the Whitcomb hill, so called, to a point 
in said county road easterly from the dwelling house 
of Leonard Safford, and raise money for the same.

Art. 70—To see if the town will vote to repair the road leading 
from Carr’s Corner to the Charleston road, and raise 
money for the same.

Art. 71—To see if the town will vote to discontinue the road 
leading from Carr’s Corner to the Charleston road.

Art. 72—To see if the town will vote to build a sidewalk on 
Church street, commencing at the blacksmith shop 
near the residence of E. A. Shepherd and running 

\ easterly to the top of the hill, and raise money for the
same.

Art. 73—To see if the town will take any action in relation to 
filling the pond on Grove street in front of the build­
ing occupied by Geo. Cyphers and in that vicinity.

Art. 74—To see if the town will take any action in the matter 
of clearing the roads of trees and bushes.

Art. 75—To see if the town will take any action in relation to 
the erection of wire fences to the roads.

Art. 76—To see if the town will vote that the selectmen shall 
i have the entire control of the night watch on the

streets of Dexter, or act anything in relation thereto.
Art. 77—To see if the town will vote to furnish a place for the 

deposit of rubbish or refuse matter, or act anything in 
relation thereto.

Art. 78—To see if the town will vote to repair the highway on 
Whitney, Schoolhouse and Mill hills, on road leading 
from Dexter yillage to North Dexter, and raise money 
for the same, or act anything in relation thereto.

Art. 79—To see if the town will vote to make any repairs on 
school buildings, and raise money for the same, or act 
anything in relation thereto.

Art. 80—To see what sum of money the town will vote to accept 
for the perpetual care of lot in Mount Pleasant ceme­
tery owned by John Dutton, or act anything in rela­
tion thereto.

Art. 81—To see if the town will vote to collect all unpaid sew­
erage assessment, or act anything in relation thereto.

Art. 82—To see if the town will vote to build a fence in front of 
the Charles Shaw lot on Main street, and raise money 
for the same.

Art. 83—To see if the town will vote to re-instate the school in 
District No. 13, or act anything in relation thereto.
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Art. 84—To see if the town will vote to apply for a city charter, 
or act anything in relation thereto.

Art. 85—To see if the town will vote to instruct the selectmen 
to have a survey made of the road as now built around 
the Jones hill, so called, and the same placed on 
record, or act anything in relation thereto.

Art. 86—To see if the town will vote to discontinue the road 
leading from Park street to Maple street near the 
dwelling house of Daniel Davis on Maple street and the 
dwelling house of Joseph Bridge on Park street, the 
same being laid out and accepted at last March town 
meeting, but never opened and no damage paid, or act 
anything in relation thereto.

Art. 87—To see if the town will vote to buy a road machine and 
wheel scraper, and raise money for the same, or act 

anything in relation thereto.
Art. 88—To see if the town will-vdte to buy the right to build 

the Osgood Road Breaker and raise money for the 
same, or act anything in relation thereto.

Art. 89—To see if the town will vote to instruct the selectmen to 
give a warrantee deed of the old schoolhouse and lot 
in District No. 11 to Elbridge A. Flanders, in pur­
suance of an agreement with him, the consideration 
being the new school lot in the same district, or act 
anything in relation thereto.

Art. 90—To see if the town will vote to pay Frank E. Nuite the 
sum of ten dollars for the transportation of scholars in 
District No. 13 during the year 1893, or act anything in 
relation thereto.

Art. 91—To see if the town will vote to abate the taxes of 
George W. Field on account of the support of Mabel 
Field, or act anything in relation thereto.

Art. 92—To see if the town will vote to appoint a committee 
to draft by-laws or ordinances in accordance with the 
provisions of the Revised Statutes, chapter 3. section 
59, and subsequent amendments, to report at a future 
town meeting.

Art. 93—To see if the town will vote to instruct the selectmen 
to cause all waste paper or other rubbish to be re­
moved from the streets.

Art. 94—To see if the town will vote to designate some street 
on which a person may drive his horse at any speed 
whatsoever.

Art. 95—To see if the town will vote to purchase any land of
Edward Swanton in order to enlarge the park made of
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the F. W. Hill lot, raise money for the same, or act 
anything relating thereto.

Art. 96—To see if the town will vote to instruct the selectmen 
to procure insurance on schoolhouses or other town 
property.

Art. 97—To see what action the town will take in relation to 
the family of Charles Ayer, and the enforcement of 
claims for their pauper support.

Art. 98—To see if the town will vote to designate some street 
on which boys shall be allowed to coast.

Art. 99—To see if the town will vote to grant a rebate to all 
persons who have paid a tax on shares of stock in the 
Dexter & Newport Railroad Company, or act anything 
in relation thereto.

REPORT OF ENGINEERS OF DEXTER FIRE DEPART­
MENT.

The Engineers of the Fire Department would submit the 
following report for the year ending March 1st, 1894:

FIRES AND ALARMS.
March 29, 1893.—Alarm at 7.30 P. M. Favm buildings of P. S. 

Weymouth destroyed. Loss about §1,300 00. Insurance §1,000 00. 
Cause, defective chimney. These buildings are located so far 
from the village that it was impossible for the department to get 
to them to do any service with the roads in the condition that 
they were at that time.

April 19, 1893.—Alarm at about 9 o’clock A. M. Small fire 
on roof of old tavern stand at lower end of Spring street. De­
partment responded promptly but were not needed as fire was 
put out with pails before the alarm was fairly sounded. Loss 
very small and was caused by sparks from chimney catching on 
roof.

Aug. 8, 1893.—Alarm at 11.40 A. M. Fire at house of John 
Ramsdell on Spring street which was put out with but little 
trouble. Cause, defective chimney. Loss about §35.00; covered 
by insurance.

Sept. 29, 1893.—Alarm at 5.30 P. M. Fire at P. M. Whitte­
more’s house on Grove street. Cause, defective chimney. 
Damage slight and services of department not needed.

EQUIPMENTS.

The department is manned and equipped the same as last 
year, and all apparatus is in good working order with the excep­
tion that a test of our firehose, made last October, developed the 
fact that 500 feet of hose was not fit for use, and in view of the 
fact that some of the remainder showed signs of soon giving out, 
we would recommend that the town appropriate money for the 
purchase of new hose at once.

A new hose house has been built this year for the Eureka 
hose carriage, which is located in a place convenient in getting 
out quickly in response to an alarm, and the same has been 



fitted with fairly good conveniences for drying hose without 
occupying the room in the tower at the engine house, which is 
needed by the other companies.

A new reservoir has been built at the upper end of the 
Abbott Bros, lot on Park St., which is about 12 feet in diameter 
and the same in depth, and appears to be in condition to furnish 
an ample supply of water for any fire that may occur in that 
vicinity.

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF HEALTH.

In the past year there were reported to us four cases of scar­
jet fever, confined to three houses. In two of these cases doubt 
was raised by some citizens about the cases and another phy­
sician, called by us to inquire into them, decided with the at­
tending doctor. In all cases of contagion every precaution has 
been taken to prevent it spreading and in each case it has been 
confined to the house in which it originated.

There have not been any cases of typhoid fever repoited by 
any physician but from the report at town clerk’s office, we 
find one death from typhoid. (The law makes it incumbent up­
on physicians to report all such cases, and blanks for that pur­
pose have been furnished.)

On the twelfth of September last we sent a sample of water 
taken from the well near the residence of N. F. Roberts, from 
which the public fountain is supplied, away for analysis. The 
results indicate a good and pure drinking water.

There have been since our last report forty-two deaths in 
our town. Of that number there were five over 80 years of, age, 
twelve between 70 and 80 years, three between 60 and 70 years, 
and three under 1 year. There were but five deaths from con­
sumption, one from typhoid fever, one from drowning and one 
from accident.

Whole number of nuisances reported, 7; number removed, 
7. Spring and fall we visited the school buildings in the rural 
districts, while those in the village were visited several times 
during each term of school. An effort has been made by the 
agent to keep the buildings in good sanitary condition. We 
are pleased to so report them.

EXPLANATION.
Owing to increase in attendance the appropriation is not 

sufficient to make the exchanges and to furnish need ed sup­
plies. In most towns the expense for school books and mater­
ial averages a dollar per scholar attending. Our appropriation 
averages about fifty-eight cents per scholar. At least seventy- 
five cents per scholar attending should be appropriated. Dur­
ing the past year, the necessities have been provided and in the 
common schools Wells’ Shorter Course in Grammar has been 
exchanged for Hyde’s Practical Lessons in English and Smith’s 
Elements of Physiology for Lincoln’s. As you all know, High 
school books are expensive; but few now in use cost less than a 
dollar a piece. The rapid growth of this school has called for 
an additional supply in several classes. These have been fur­
nished and the Algebra, Astronomy, General History, and Zool­
ogy have been exchanged. A few exchanges should be made 
soon and more apparatus ought to be purchased.

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EVENING SCHOOL.
According to vote of town an evening school was organized 

in October. There were tliirteejr-and, on^-third weeks, t£ree 
'evenings per week in two sessions of twenty-four and sixteen 
evenings respectively. At the first session sixty-one names 
were enrolled, with an average of thirty-two, and during the / 
second twenty-seven were registered, with an average of six­
teen. The scholars were nearly all French, and a great many 
could neither read nor write. They learned readily and the 
advancement of some was astonishing. That of Amos Ambrose, 
Tom Butler and Joseph Coerett deserve special mention. Mr. 
Coorett could not read and, in fact, had no real knowledge of 
the English language. At the close of the school he could read 
well in the third reader and could write anything he could read, 
and he has since read the fourth reader nearly through.

The appropriation of $100 has been expended as follows:

By agent, for furnishings, ..... $39 20
For teachers, ...... 61 50

$100 70

It seemed best to prepare the vacant room on Free street 
for this purpose. The room being entirely without furnishings, 
even to desks, it involved quite an expense. It is now ready 
in case of future need, and I am of the opinion that an annual 
appropriation of seventy-five dollars for this purpose would do 
great a deal of good.

HIGH SCHOOL.
The High School has continued under the charge of Princi­

pal C. N. Blanchard, with Miss Abby Chandler, assistant. These 
teachers have exerted every influence for the improvement of 
their school and have spared no pains to secure the latest and 
best methods of instruction. It is safe and just to say that they 
have succeeded in maintaining a high standard of usefulness in 
their department and that they honestly merit the unqualified 
sympathy and support which they have received.

At the close of the spring term a class of five was graduated 
and the class parts were highly complimented as to thought, 
use of language and manner of delivery, by W. W. Stetson, 
superintendent of the Auburn schools, who concluded the exer­
cises with a very pleasing address.

A growing interest in High School work has been manifested 

I



in the rural districts. The last enrollment shows twenty-five 
per cent, of the school to be town pupils residing outside of the 
village limits. ± For the past, two terms every desk has been 
occupied and several pupils from adjoining towns have been 
rejected. This rapid growth has greatly increased the labor of 
teachers and if the work were not systematically arranged two 
teachers could not possibly do it. We cannot hope to attain a 
much higher standard under present conditions. There is 
urgent need of more and better appliances and another as­
sistant. The laboratory apartment has not been finished and 
the astronomical, chemical and physical apparatus are inade­
quate. Certainly the sciences cannot be taught intelligently 
without charts, globes, etc., and the present condition of the 
school seems to justify a request for the small appropriation 
necessary to provide these much needed equipments.

GRAMMAR SCHOOLS.

1ST GRADE.
At the close of the spring term a class of twenty-six was 

promoted to the High School and a class of twenty-four was 
received from the second grade. The pupils have been indus­
trious and obedient and have appeared anxious to make their 
school pleasant and profitable. So far as I know practical work 
has been done and the school is still thriving. The citizens have 
had a standing invitation to inspect for themselves.

2D GRADE.
Here may be found one of the most interesting schools in 

town. The pupils are old enough to reason and to grasp ideas 
readily when clearly presented. Marked progress has been made 
in all branches especially in language, arithmetic and drawing. 
While the discipline has not been above criticism at all times, it 
has gradually improved from term to term, and now, for the 
first time since established, this school ranks among the first in 
town in general appearance. Evidently the teacher has not 
mistaken her calling.

INTERMEDIATE SCHOOLS.
These schools have been taught for several terms by Miss 

Carrie Ramsdell and Miss Ella Mower, who are teachers of ex­
perience and excellent judgment. The work in this de­
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partment is very systematic and has never been more skillfully 
performed under my supervision. The teachers have conferred 
often and have endeavored to use similar methods of instruc­
tion. This is important, as their classes are united in the next 
grade. The progress in language and writing is worthy of 
special mention.

PRIMARY SCHOOLS.
The registration in this department for the three terms has 

been 170, 140 and 122 pupils respectively. To provide for such 
a number of little ones properly, it seemed necessary to open 
the third Primary school. This was done but the building occu­
pied is not well located for the purpose, and the pupils cannot 
be equally divided without obliging some to travel an unreason­
able distance. To meet the present demand the third Primary 
school should be located in the vicinity of the Town Hall. The 
teachers of these schools have shown themselves well qualified 
for the work and have maintained a lively interest throughout 
the year. They have not been unmindful of the moral and 
physical as well as the mental growth of their pupils, and 
special attention has been given to the applied use of language 
by a careful study of well chosen sentences. Thus the children 
have rapidly increased their vocabulary and have been able to 
give much better expression to their reading. Indeed, the gen­
eral character of the work in this grade haB been decidedly im­
proved.

RURAL SCHOOLS.

UNION DISTRICT—NO. 1.
This school is managed by Corinna and Dexter pays one- 

half the expense. Number of pupils registered, 14; number 
from Dexter, 7. Number of weeks, 26. Average attendance, 11. 
Expense to Dexter, §85.50. A profitable school is reported.

BARTON DISTRICT—NO. 2.
The pupils have received intelligible instruction and aver­

age progress has been made. But the general condition of the 
school is not altogether satisfactory. If the parents would take 
a greater interest and would promptly sustain their teacher in 

/
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Exacting obedience, punctuality, and thoroughness, their teach­
ers’ efforts would be more effectual and a higher standard of 
scholarship could be maintained.

JONES DISTRICT—NO. 3.
Two terms—18 weeks. The summer term was taught by 

Miss Angie Silver, a senior of our High school. Although inex­
perienced, Miss Silver showed much natural ability and directed 
her school in a manner that would reflect credit upon one of 
several years’ experience. The work of her pupils in arithmetic 
and reading was indeed praiseworthy.

Miss Sadie Whiting taught a successful term of ten weeks 
in the fall. Her pleasing manner kept the scholars in the best 
of humor and harmony and good order prevailed. Owing to 
local conditions it seemed best to have no winter school but to 
lengthen the coming spring and fall terms instead. Accordingly 
the spring term should begin as soon as the weather and trav­
eling will permit.

STORER DISTRICT—NO. 4.
At the beginning of the summer term sixteen names were 

enrolled and with Miss Marie McKenna to direct, the success of 
the school seemed assured. Miss McKenna is an excellent 
disciplinarian and possesses rare ability to impart. At each 
visit the school appeared orderly and industrious and a good 
degree of thoroughness characterized the work, especially in 
language and arithmetic. The fall and winter terms were taught 
by a Normal graduate and naturally enough, Normal methods 
prevailed. Miss Eastman is dignified but cordial in the presence 
of her pupils and for the most part has enjoyed their confidence 
and support. Temperature and ventilation have received care­
ful attention and the instruction in all branches has been very 
systematic. No other school has done better work in the ele­
ments of U. S. history and physiology.

ADDITON DISTRICT—NO. 5.
The twenty-six weeks of school in this district have been 

taught by Miss Orpha N. Lowell and no school in town has been 
more progressive in its work. Several of the pupils have not 
been absent for the year. The exercise books of the language 
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classes are an honor to both pupils and teacher. In fact the 
character of the school, in every particular, has been of a very 
high order.

SPOONER DISTRICT—NO. 7.
The thought of this school always recalls pleasant relations, 

for in no district are the parents more cordial and supporting. 
The summer school was taught by a resident of the district and 
the effort of this young teacher was by no means a failure. 
She worked hard for the interest of her pupils and received the 
sympathy and support of her patrons. The fall and winter 
terms were taught by an experienced teacher and all were well 
pleased with the advancement made. I feel sure that the mon­
ey has been profitably expended in this district.

HASELTINE CORNER DISTRICT—NO. 9.
The second rural school in size but second to none in de­

portment and improvement. The summer term was slightly 
interrupted for some cause but the change of teachers which 
occurred at the end of the third week proved to be no disadvan­
tage to the school. Miss Crowell assumed charge without delay 
and carried the work forward in a very creditable manner. The 
fall and winter terms were taught bv Miss Edith M. Drew, one 
of Dexter’s best teachers. Miss Drew makes thoroughness the 
basis of instruction and her earnestness of purpose has stimu- 
lated the pupils to make the most and the best of themselves. 
The present condition of this school is a credit to the district 
and an honor to the town.

BLAKE DISTRICT—NO. 10.
The reputation of this school has gradually improved from 

year to year. The standard of work has advanced until it has 
become one of the best organized schools in town. The pupils 
are wide awake and industrious and they have been greatly 
encouraged by the frequent visits of parents. X high idea of 
education prevails and but little attention has been given to 
petty criticism. Substantial progress has been manifest at each 
visit and the examination at the close of the winter term was 
one of the most satisfactory ever held in this district under my 
supervision.
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NORTH DEXTER DISTRICT—NO. 11.
A small school just now, due undoubtedly to the present 

depression of local business interests. The few scholars have 
attended regularly and the record shows a much better average 
than last year. The new building was completed in season for 
the winter term and seemed a delight and inspiration to both 
pupils and teacher. Miss French is a very conscientious young 
lady and has always met with excellent success wherever she 
has taught.

NOS. 8, 12 AND 13.
By vote of the town at the last annual meeting, the schools 

in Nos. 12 and 13 were discontinued and that of No. 8 was de­
clared adjourned for one year with a provision for the con­
veyance of the scholars of said school to adjoining districts. 
This act has been recognized and the scholars of No. 8 have 
been conveyed to No. 7. Those of No. 12 have attended the 
village schools and the scholars of No. 13 have attended at Gil­
man, where their tuition has been paid. So far as I know this 
arrangement has given general satisfaction and has saved much 
unnecessary expense.

REMARKS.
From the agent we learn that there are now 800 scholars in 

town,—579 in the village and 221 in the rural districts. Last 
year there were 774 in all, 537 in the village and 237 outside. 
By comparison it is to be seen that there are forty-seven more 
in the village, sixteen less outside, and an actual increase of 
twenty-six. Referring to the tabular review one can see that 
there have been 443 weeks of school this year, that 736 names 
have been registered, that the supervisor has made 109 official 
visits outside of the Grammar schools and the citizens 1843. Of 
the twenty-two teachers employed, sixteen are residents of 
Dexter, five are High school graduates, three are graduates of 
Normal schools and four others have had Normal training. 
The teachers have been very enthusiastic, have exerted them­
selves to attend local meetings and several have visited schools 
in other places during vacation. A large delegation attended 
the summer school at Foxcroft and ten were present at the 
state meeting in Waterville. Nearly all are subscribers of val- 
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science of teaching. That tendency in rural schools to rush 
pupils in some branches to the neglect of others has been over­
come and they are now studying with a purpose according to a 
prepared outline which is in substance identical with our graded 
courses. When pupils have finished their course they can enter 
the High school and compete on a level with those who have 
received graded school training. Swedish gymnastics and 
drawing have been continued and much has been accomplished 
but there is still a great deal to be done to bring the work up to 
a standard. While the progress has been slow, as is always the 
case in the introduction of matter new to both teachers and 
pupils, the results are encouraging. In my judgment the great­
est need of physical training is in the High school and I urge its 
discussion and practice in this department until the principal 
is no longer obliged to select simple exercises that all may take 
them with comfort. Pupils must be convinced that strong, well 
poised bodies are indispensable to a successful life and that they 
are not the result of a single exercise but are secured only when 
the whole muscular system is equally developed and under the 
control of the will. Natural science is the only new matter of 
the year. Several schools have given the subject some atten­
tion and a number of valuable collections have been made. The 
work of Intermediate No. 2, and rural schools Nos. 5 and 9 
deserve special mention. A careful study of the vegetable 
kingdom as it exists about us serves to delight and interest the 
minds of youth, cultivates the power of observation and reveals 
beyond a doubt the existence of a divinity. I urge the contin­
uance of this study in a systematic manner.

Music has been upon our school curriculum so long that 
special comment seems unnecessary. All recognize its value 
and while under the direction of Miss Olive Winslow its success 
is assured.

It is presumed that the truant officers have acted faithfully 
and impartially. A few unusually trying cases have come to 
notice which have been treated with some leniency. However 
it is my opinion that the only just way to make the truant law 
effectual is to fearlessly enforce it. When this is clearly under­
stood to be the result the law will be rarely violated. While it 
may seem cruel to force children into school poorly clad it is 
certainly wicked to allow them to grow up in ignorance.

As the school agent has entire charge of all school property 
it is not a part of my duty to report upon school buildings. His 
report will show their present condition and future needs.

The suspension of small schools and conveying ohildren to 
other districts are among the unpleasant duties of school offi­
cers. Public sentiment is such concerning town funds that * 
many.^are not inclined kto use the same judgment in relation to 
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their disbursements that they use in the management of their 
own business and it has sometimes seemed as though the policy 
of officers has encouraged such a tendency. This is all wrong. 
While parsimony cannot be be considered economy in the 
management of any department of town business yet it is the 
duty of every officer to expend the town’s money cautiously 
and judiciously and every temptation to extravagance or need­
less expense for the sake of personal favor should be emphati­
cally denounced by the citizens. Schools of two, three, four or 
even seven scholars can not be profitably supported and should 
be closed when any reasonable provision can be made else­
where. When a school is suspended it is right and just to com­
pensate those inconvenienced if their inconvenience be greater 
than that experienced by others in town. But the fact that one 
has had a school within a stone’s throw of his dwelling for sev­
eral years is no reason why the school should not be closed or 
why such a one should not send his scholars to some other 
school without pay if the distance be no greater than that trav­
eled by other scholars in town.

When a school is too small to be supported it should be 
closed, and when such action compels scholars to go further 
than others in town have to go a suitable conveyance should 
be provided. Otherwise, there should be no expense. Equal 
rights and privileges for all is justice, but to rush to the town 
treasury to satisfy selfishness is a dangerous policy.

With three rural schools closed the average expense for 
service of teachers has been §11.55 per scholar attending. In 
the village an extra school has been supported at an expense of 
$225, a music teacher has been paid $125, the salary of teacher 
has been advanced 75 cents per week and $800 of my own salary 
has been drawn from the common school fund. The average 
expense has been $4.74 per scholar and in the High school the 
expense for teachers has averaged $14.86 per scholar. While 
the supposition may be that the town pays $200 for school super­
vision and a large salary to the principal of the Grammar schools, 
it is a matter of fact that fully half of my service has been 
devoted to school management and the care of books.

Understanding these things as they are you can readily see 
in what proportion the school funds have been distributed and 
what schools are most expensive.

In preparing this report it has been my purpose to give a 
clear representation of what our schools have been doing and 
I can justly summarize by saying, that their moral tone has 
never been higher, the discipline has never been better and the 
general improvement in all departments has never been more 
marked than during the past year.



SCHOOL LAW.

The many queries concerning the new law have lead me to 
believe that its real purpose is not clear to all and for this reason 
it seems fitting to offer a brief explanation that you may meet 
its requirements understandingly. The purpose of this act 
embodied, as it is, in ten sections is to improve our school system 
at large in a manner which has been tried successfully in other 
states.

As a town we are really in advance of the law for we have 
done voluntarily many of its requirements. The only important 
change required of us is in the management of our schools.

A committee of three, five, or seven must be chosen instead 
of a supervisor and this board will have the custody and care of 
all school property, as the office of school agent is abolished, 
and they must serve without pay. At the first meeting of this 
committee they must designate by lot members to serve one, 
two and three years respectively and must elect one of these 
members supervisor, unless the town authorize them to elect a 
superintendent who may or may not be a member of the board.

The duty of the supervisor or superintendent will be essen­
tially the same as it always has been and he must also perform 
such other duties as the committee shall direct. As the school 
board has merely a general oversight of school affair’s it need 
not be made up wholly of school men nor of liberally educated 
men. It is far more important that these men possess good 
judgment and sound common sense. As they are to serve with­
out pay suitable men will not seek the office but they will con­
sent to serve because of their deep interest in education, and 
especially because of their interest in the prosperity of the 
Dexter schools.

It will be unnecessary for this board to have more than 
three or four official meetings during the year. Every duty can 
be attended to faithfully in three sessions, so the actual work 
required of each member is no more than any citizen, interested 
in the schools of his town, may cheerfully give. Any good 
citizen who may be chosen need not hesitate to accept.

Now, fellow citizens, if you are wise in your selection and 
succeed in electing thoughtful, liberal minded men, who have 
shown good judgment in the management of their own business, 
your schools will undoubtedly be raised to a higher level of 
efficiency.
