Message from President Joan Ferrini-Mundy:
Dear members of the UMaine and UMaine Machias communities,

The energy is high this first week of the fall semester on our campuses as students, faculty and staff
engage in in-person classes, events, and research- and other work-related activities. So many people have
commented on the success of Wednesday's Student Organization Fair, which featured more than 100
student groups and many enthusiastic participants during the four-hour event on the Mall. We look
forward to the Student Organization Fair at UMaine Machias on Sept. 15.

We also received some very good news this week: there have been 20,650 vaccination card uploads by in-
person students, faculty and staff on University of Maine System campuses to PointnClick, the University
of Maine System online COVID-19 portal. As of Sept. 2, more than 77% of UMaine full-time employees and
93% of residential students; and nearly 70% of UMaine Machias full-time employees and more than 84% of
residential students have verified vaccinations recorded in PointnClick. Please don't forget to upload your
vaccination cards as you receive your vaccine doses. Vaccination and face coverings continue to be our

most important and effective health and safety measures in the pandemic.

We continue in the spirit of the Black Bears Care and Clippers Care pacts, doing all we can, individually and
collectively, to maintain the well-being of our communities. And for that, | thank you.

Partnering to address health

« UMS is following Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and Maine public health guidelines
requiring quarantine and isolation. Members of the in-person community who are determined to
have experienced a close contact COVID-19 exposure will be required to gquarantine for 10 days
assuming they remain asymptomatic. Individuals who are fully vaccinated and who have no
symptoms are not required to quarantine if asymptomatic, but are required to monitor themselves
for symptoms and to wear a face covering for 14 days after contact. Individuals who are confirmed
positive are required to isolate for 10 days. Individuals arriving from international destinations must
follow CDC and civil authority guidance and requirements.

» Reminder: Please schedule your COVID-19 T3 test through PointnClick. UMaine and UMaine Machias
phase nine, return-to-campus COVID-19 asymptomatic testing starts Tuesday and continues through
Dec. 14. The UMaine testing location is the ballroom on the first floor of Estabrooke Hall; at UMaine
Machias, it is the Clipper Lounge in Sennett Hall. University community members with an in-person
presence on the campuses or at a university-affiliated facility/research site who are not fully
vaccinated and verified, as well as those who have a vaccination exemption, are required to
participate. Anyone who wishes to be tested may do so. Every week, participants will schedule their
test appointment days and times by logging into PointnClick. T3 saliva test results are typically
available within 36 hours in PointnClick.

« Reminder; Public COVID-19 vaccination clinics, offered in partnership with Penobscot Community
Health Center, will be held at UMaine in Coe Room, Memorial Unien, from 11 a.m.-3 p.m. on
Wednesdays — Sept. 8, 15, 22, providing the two-shot Pfizer and Moderna vaccines. At UMaine
Machias, there will be two public vaccination clinics, offered in partnership with Eastport Health Care,
from 9 a.m.-3 p.m. on Sept. 9 and Oct. 7 in the Reynolds Center, providing the one-shot Johnson &
Johnson and two-shot Moderna vaccines. At all campus-based clinics, no appointment is necessary
and there is no charge for the vaccine. If you are seeking your second dose of a vaccine, please bring
your vaccination card to the clinic. More information about the UMaine and UMaine Machias clinics is

Transparent and continuing communication

« Students and employees who test positive for COVID-19 should self-report using the online form. All
students should have a quarantine or isolation plan. The university has a limited number of isolation
spaces that those in campus housing can request for isolation. Off-campus students should create a
plan to isolate in place or go home. Those who are fully vaccinated do not need to be quarantined as
a close contact, but should monitor symptoms and get tested, if symptoms occur, at a local health
care provider. Students who test positive for COVID-19 and need to isolate for 10 days should contact
professors to get class work.

» Reminder: Face coverings are required for all persons — students, employees and visitors — when
indoors at a university facility. All updated health and safety protocols are online. Students who fail to
follow COVID-19 protocols will result in a referral to the Office of Community Standards, Rights, and
Responsibilities (Student Conduct).

« The PointnClick portal now includes a Medical Clearances link to verify immunization and COVID-19
testing compliance. The UMS PointnClick COVID-19 Vaccination & Compliance Verification User Guide
is online, providing guidance on uploading vaccination cards. For support with the UMS PointnClick
Web App, contact the US:IT help desk.

Continuing our missions for Maine

« Community spaces and facilities such as libraries, museums, gyms, retail stores, computer labs and
study halls are open and operating. All visitors are required to wear a face covering at all times inside
university facilities. Visitors should check with a particular event or facility prior to visiting to confirm
the protocols that may be in place in those specific instances.

« All visitors are strongly encouraged to be fully vaccinated before visiting any university facility and
should be aware that a vaccination card or proof of a recent negative COVID-19 test may be
requested to access or enter certain university facilities, events, activities or campus generally in
certain circumstances. Specific requirements for visitors will be posted prominently on the
appropriate university websites. To the extent practicable, activity or venue specific requirements will
generally be posted with event notices and promotional materials. Those who are not eligible by age
to receive a vaccination and visitors asserting a religious objection or medical contraindication to
vaccination will be allowed to present a negative COVID-19 test instead of proof of vaccination. In the
event of a visitor relying on a negative COVID-19 test, it must be from within 72 hours prior to the
individual's presence on campus. Visitors with questions or concerns should check in advance with
the facility, event or activity organizers regarding any specific protocols for the facility, event or
activity of interest.
